Annotation. The problem of formation and development of creative personality is relevant,
because the multi-technological present requires non-standard problem solving, non-stereotypical
decision-making, the introduction of innovative ideas. Under these conditions, the requirements for
personality qualities increase, which are defined as creative: openness to new experiences, the ability
to find an original solution in an unusual situation, a creative attitude to reality. Today it is becoming
increasingly clear that the effectiveness of modern society is based not only on knowledge but also on
intelligence and creativity, creativity of people.

The abstracts consider the professional activity of the concertmaster of the institution of
higher education in terms of the use of information technology. It is noted that the use of
information technology at the preparatory and rehearsal stages of the concertmaster’s work with
applicants for higher education-performers contributes to the search for effective approaches in
their own professional activities. The analysis of introduction of information technologies in
professional activity of the concertmaster is carried out. It is emphasized that the combination of
traditional approaches with modern information technologies of teaching contributes to the
renewal of intellectual and professional experience, the search for new ideas and guidelines for the
professional tasks of the concertmaster.
