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Abstract The relevance of the problem of communicative development in preschool age is one
of the priorities for both domestic and foreign pedagogy and psychology. Its importance is determined
by the fact that communicative activity is a necessary condition for the socialization of an individual,
it ensures satisfaction of needs, self-realization, involvement and status in interpersonal and business
communication.

Communicative activity is carried out as a sequence of communicative acts, each of which
performs a certain function and is designed as an utterance.

The organization of communicative activity includes self-regulation of activity that is not
realized by the individual: activation of perception and thinking, the way of implementing
communicative activity, personal pace of communicative activity, etc. Self-regulation in
communicative activity is aimed at activating mental processes, maintaining its intensity, ensuring
the continuity of mental activity during communicative activity.

The process of realizing communicative qualities and skills begins with the subject's perception
and analysis of a specific communicative situation, with orientation in the conditions of this situation,
awareness of the communicative goal. It is based on the individual's ability to actively transform the
external influence of the environment into conscious management of his communicative activity in
accordance with social and communicative norms and rules of behavior [1].

Communicative activity, like any activity, has three sides: motivational, target and executive. It
is born from a need, the need appears in the form of macro-intentions, which synthesize the social
activity of subjects. Macrointentions appear in the dialogue as something objectified and are derived
from social motives [2].

Learning communicative activity is expressed through communicative actions. Communicative
actions are often conscious, because they are aimed at achieving a certain conscious goal.
Communicative actions that are often repeated acquire the function of communicative skills.
Therefore, communicative activity, communicative actions, manifested in external motivational, goal-
oriented, instrumental interactions of an individual, form a flexible dynamic system that is complexly
correlated with reality[4].

Considering communicative activity as a set of speech acts, it can be said that a speech act is
a special case of action within the process of communicative activity and therefore must obey all its
inherent laws. The speech act has the following features:

1) is characterized by its own goal or task (intermediate in relation to the activity as a whole
and subordinate to the overall goal of the activity);

2) determined by the structure of activity as a whole and especially by those actions that
preceded it within the act of activity;

3) has a certain internal structure, determined by the interaction of those characteristics of it
that are related to the structure of the act of activity and common to many acts of the same type of
activity and those specific conditions or circumstances under which this action is carried out in a
certain case and at a certain moment [6] .

Speech communication of preschool children, as noted by A. Bogush, takes place in the process
of formation of communicative and speech activity. The content side of its development is related to
the formation of cognitive-communicative, orientation-planning, organizational-communicative,
speech, communicative-activity competences.

It should be noted that a number of scientists consider the terms "communication" and
"communicative activity" as identical, recognizing, first of all, the functional essence of this
phenomenon (O. O. Leontiev, M. I. Lisina).

According to the results of the analysis of psychological and pedagogical literature, it was
found that one of the main problems of the psychology of communication is the characterization of
the structure of communicative activity, the selection of the main components inherent in
communication activities at any age. Scientists note that, like any other human activity,
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communication is characterized by a number of parameters, and, first of all, by structural
organization.

Considering the concept of activity developed by O. M. Leontiev (1975), and further developed
by O. V. Zaporozhets (1986), D. B. Elkonin (1989), M. I. Lisina (1986), O. O. Smirnova (1990) the
following main structural components of communicative activity can be distinguished. subject of
communication, communicative need and motives, units of communication, its means and result.

Considering communication as a communicative activity, M.1. Lisina details it and singles out
the following structural components in it: subject of communication; the need for communication;
communicative motives, action of communication, communication tasks, communication products;
communication functions; communication units, forms of communication [9].

It should be noted that communication activity is successful and effective only under the
conditions of implementation of all the specified components.

Thus, the structure of communicative activity proposed by M. I. Lisina covers all its stages and
components. We consider it necessary to emphasize the fact that many scientists share the scientist's
views and draw attention to the importance of each element of this structure, because the effectiveness
of communication activities in general will depend on the successful organization of each of them.

So, summarizing scientific data on the problem of communicative activity, the following
conclusions can be drawn. Communication is an activity, so scientists rightly use this term (the
concept of "communication”) as a synonym for the concept of "communicative activity"” to denote the
phenomena of interaction of individuals with the aim of exchanging information and establishing
relationships to achieve a common goal. Communicative activity is characterized by a structural
organization, each element of which is important for ensuring its efficiency and effectiveness. The
starting points for communicative activity are communicative need and motive, and the result is a
certain product.

Further research will be aimed at studying the communicative activity of preschool children.
