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Abstract. The paper presents the results of research on the content of organic matter, ash,
carbonates, sediments of peat soils of the Trubizh floodplain for a long period of drainage and their
agroecological assessment according to R.S. Truskavetskiy. It is noted that according to the
normative assessment of the studied lands are in a low and strong pre-crisis state, among the main
reasons of which is the change of water and temperature regimes of peat soils during drainage and
their intensive agricultural use. We are considere, it is better to leave such soils under grasslands
and pastures.

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Abstract. Innovative development of the grain industry is an important component of food
security.

Analyzing the sown areas of grain crops for the period 2010-2019, we can say that their size
fluctuated over the years and in 2019 amounted to 15.3 million hectares, yield - 49.1 kg / ha and
gross grain harvest - 75.1 million tons.

Agricultural enterprises have recently increased grain production. Their share in total grain
production remains high and in 2019 amounted to 79.8%.

The cost of 1 quintal of grain in recent years has tended to increase. In particular, from 2015
to 2019, it increased 1.7 times, while prices for the same period also tended to increase. In 2019,
the selling price was UAH 386.75, and the cost of 1 quintal of grain was UAH 345.93, which
determined the level of profitability of 11.8 percent.

Today, one of the most important prerequisites for improving the efficiency of grain
production is the innovative development of the industry.

Taking into account foreign and domestic experience, we can identify several main priority
areas of innovative development of grain farming: the use of new varieties that will improve
productivity and quality of grain, introduction of innovative (energy-saving and intensive) grain
production technologies; improving the structure of sown areas in farms.

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Abstract. It is possible to expand the supply of high-quality various tomato products for
consumers to the fresh market in the foothills of Crimea through the use of unheated film
greenhouses, where you can regulate the microclimate and ensure optimal growth and development
of plants. In film greenhouses, producers are switching to the cultivation of heterosis hybrids, which
are more adaptive and characterized by high economic value. This led to the study of new heterosis
hybrids of tomatoes of foreign selection in film greenhouses to identify promising in the foothills of
the Crimea with a high economic effect.

The aim of the study was to establish the features of growth and yield formation of
indeterminate tomato hybrids for growing in a film greenhouse in the foothills of the Crimea to
ensure maximum yield of fruits with high quality and taste properties.

The experiment was conducted in 2021 in a film unheated greenhouse of a private farm KFH
"Maksudov", in the foothills of the Crimea, namely in the Bakhchisaray district. The objects of
research were hybrids of tomatoes of foreign selection, which, according to expert estimates, are
common in production in the Crimea. We studied 5 early-maturing hybrids: Pink Ray F;, VP-1 F},
Multistar Fi, Ox dessert F;. Fenda F;. The most popular Dutch hybrid VP-1 F; in Crimea was
taken under control. The cultivation technology complied with the recommendations for the
production of tomatoes by the seedling method of cultivation in a film greenhouse. Planting scheme
-90 + 50 x 40 cm. Feeding area of one plant - 2800 cm2. Number of plants per 1 - 3.6 pcs.

The obtained results show that the high yield of early and total yield was characterized by the
hybrid VP F; with a marketable yield of 23.3 kg / due to the greater weight of the fruit (186 g) and
the formation of more tufts on the plant (7 pcs.). Multistar F1 hybrids (15.6 kg /ha Fenda F1 (18.4
kg /ha) with an average fruit weight of 160-175 g and a marketability of 92-95% also proved to be
highly productive. Pink fleshy and juicy fruits of the VP F; hybrid and bright red fleshy and firm
fruits of the Fenda F; hybrid with a tasting estimation of 9 points.

The most profitable in the summer-autumn turnover was the cultivation of hybrids of tomato
VP F; and Fenda F, the level of profitability of which was 175 and 156%, respectively, with a
commodity yield of 23.3 and 18.4 kg / m’.

Poland is one of our closest neighbors and our strategical partner. Given the fact that Poland
is a member of the EU, Ukraine is extremely interested in developing strategic relations with it.
Today, cooperation between two countries takes place in almost all areas of the economy, that’s
why estimation cross-border cooperation in the field of tourism is extremely relevant.

Main text.

The Cross-border Cooperation Programme Poland-Belarus-Ukraine 2014-2020 supports
development processes in the borderland of Poland, Belarus and Ukraine by co-financing diverse
projects. 18 projects have been identified, selected projects related to the improvement and
development of transport, tourism services and infrastructure, solving common security problems,
promoting efficiency and security of borders, local culture and history, improvement health care.

Certain political events or military conflicts can reduce tourist flows between countries. For
example, Russia’s military aggression in the East of Ukraine has reduced the number of citizens
arriving from Poland, in addition the COVID-19 pandemic has caused a major fall
in tourism activity. But the citizens of Ukraine go to Poland not for tourism, but to earn money.

The dynamics of investment inflows from Poland to Lviv region shows a decrease in
investment inflows during 2014-2017, but there is a slight improvement in investment activity to
210.25 million dollars USA at the beginning of 2020.
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Results and Conclusions.

According to Scatterplot model estimation, attracting investment from Poland to Lviv region
has a positive effect on tourism industry, as it promotes the growth of accommodation facilities,
which are obviously being developed using Polish capital. Thus, the role of cross-border
cooperation in the field of tourism between Ukraine and Poland is extremely important.

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Summary

Introduction. In the context of globalization and integration of economic processes in the
world, the issues of development of transport infrastructure, provision of quality transport services
to consumers, improvement of transport connections are becoming increasingly important. Motor
transport enterprises occupy a significant niche in the field of transport in Ukraine, but their
activities are characterized by low efficiency of investment process management, lack of financial
resources. This makes it expedient to find the ways for improving the mechanism of investment
controlling, which would be based on a thorough analysis of the economic preconditions for the
development of the industry.

Purpose. This paper is devoted to a comparative assessment of the state and trends of
development of the transport industry and motor transport enterprises in Ukraine in the context of
substantiation of ways for improving the mechanism of investment controlling of their activities.

Results. According to the results of the research, the following trends in the functioning of the
domestic transport industry have been established: an increase in the share of road transport in
freight transportation, significant regional asymmetries in passenger and freight traffic by road, a
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sharp decline in passenger traffic, reduced sales of transport enterprises products in the conditions
of quarantine restrictions, insignificant improvement of financial results of the transport and
communication enterprises activity, simultaneous decrease in volumes of capital investments in the
last two years, high degree of depreciation of fixed assets of the transport industry enterprises.

Conclusions. The paper substantiates the feasibility of implementing appropriate tools of
investment controlling, aimed at minimizing the impact of negative factors in the development of the
transport sector: risk assessment and management, effective approach to planning, analysis,
monitoring and control of investment processes, proper information and analytical support for
investment management decisions, taking into account the possibilities of obtaining economic,
social and environmental effects from investment activities.

(educational, extracurricular, public) institutions. As there is no experience in the application of
network technology for educational institution management, the author has identified and
systematized such opportunities in managing a base educational institution. The goal of the study is
achieved through identifying trends in the formation of theoretical generalizations regarding
network management, network management experience, contributing and limiting factors to the
application of network management of the base educational institution.

Key words: educational institution, network management technology, opportunities
(institutional, theoretical, experience)

Purpose/Objectives. It is known that the growth of the number of various
vailable elements of the system (in our case - the educational institution) will increase
the degree of its diversity, and hence - the ability of the system to develop [4],
providing quality education.

One of the mechanisms of reforming the system of general secondary education
and organizing the school network in Ukraine is the basic educational institutions -
general educational institutions created for equal access of all children to quality
education, rational and efficient use of resources.

We are talking about combining the efforts and resources of secondary
education institutions out-of-school education institutions, children's and adolescent
NGOs, ete., located in the same neighborhood, to create a single educational space, a
single system of educational work, with their focus on meeting the educational needs
of students.

At the same time, the search for acceptable forms of management (in particular,
the use of network technology) of such educational institutions is relevant:
generalization of empirical experience, development of principles of effective
management, typification of various forms of such management, and conditions for
its implementation.

However, the possibility of using network technology in the management of a
base educational institution has not been specifically considered, which determined
the choice of the research topic.
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Methodology/Approach. Since there is no experience in using network
technology to manage an educational institution, it is essential to identify and
systematize the possibilities of using network technology in the management of a
base educational institution.

Achieving this goal will help predict:

— tendencies of formation of experience of network management of the base
educational institution;

— formation of theoretical generalizations regarding the network management of
the base educational institution;

— contributing and limiting factors to the application of network management of
the base educational institution.

In the process of scientific research, state regulations that provide for the use of
network management of educational institutions are analyzed, as well as scientific
achievements in philosophy, sociology, management, pedagogy on the objective
necessity and possibility of application of network management of a base educational
institution; the materials published on websites of base educational institutions
(reports of heads of base educational institutions, regulations on the base educational
institution, etc.) have been analyzed, allowing us to draw conclusions regarding the
possibilities of implementation of network management of existing base educational
institutions; a survey of managers of different levels was conducted in order to
identify contributing and inhibiting factors in the application of network management
in the activities of the base educational institution.

Findings/Results. Institutional capabilities of network interaction and network
management [8] include:

— provisions of the Law of Ukraine "On Education" regarding the individual
educational trajectory, individual development program, inclusive education, remote
and network forms of education [1]. Such cooperation, subject to the concluded
agreements and the established network management system, could facilitate their
implementation.

— Act "On approval of the Regulations on the educational district." To carry out
the statutory activities, BEI may, on a contractual basis, unite with other legal
entities, creating educational, educational-scientific, educational-industrial, as well as
other associations, each of the members of which retains the status of a legal entity
[2].

The Act "On the educational district and base institution" defines the purpose,
tasks, ways of fulfilling the tasks of the educational district, support institution, and
its subsidiaries. The purpose of creating educational districts of base educational
institutions and their subsidiaries is as follows: the creation of a single educational
space and a safe educational environment; ensuring equal access of persons,
including those with special educational needs, to obtaining quality education;
creating conditions for persons to complete general secondary education, in particular
by conducting career guidance work among students, ensuring the implementation of
their individual educational trajectory, the introduction of elective courses, clubs;
rational and efficient use of the resources available to the subjects of the district, their
modernization.
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The goal is specified in the following tasks: creating a safe educational
environment, concentration and efficient use of available resources, directing the
resources to meet the educational needs of students, and creating a unified system of
educational work.

Among the ways to fulfill the tasks of educational districts, support educational
institutions and their branches, the following way attracts special attention: creating
conditions for education with the use of the latest information and communication
tools and technologies [7]. The use of the latest information and communication tools
and technologies creates conditions for obtaining education in remote and network
forms.

In our opinion, the possibility of cooperation on a contractual basis between the
base school and higher education institutions, out-of-school institutions, and public
organizations, along with the use of the latest information and communication tools
and technologies, allow joint use of common intellectual, informational,
methodological, human and other resources.

The relatively small volume of research on network management motivated the
expediency of a comprehensive understanding of the materials devoted to this
problem. We have thoroughly analyzed the sources used during the scientific search
and the available citations in the article (all types of publications: monographs,
articles, abstracts of scientific papers, conference proceedings).

The term network is used to describe:

— decomposed system (network structure, telephone network, network schedule,

network plan) [7, p.618-619.];

— multilevel marketing (network marketing) [3,10];
— Internet users associations (network communities) [5];
— associations of organizations that act in a coordinated manner on a long-term

basis to achieve agreed goals (network organization) [M. Chuchkevich 106].

All networks have many characteristics in common. The main features of
networks are that they are decomposed in time and space, unite a large number of
consumers, and the communication among the network participants is predominantly
horizontal.

In the real pedagogical practice of recent years, two main types of educational
networks are actively developed and implemented: concentrated and distributed
networks. The first involves the presence of a powerful resource center, where the
number of incoming connections will far exceed the number of outgoing. In the
second model - in the distributed network, the resource center is absent, and each
participant has the opportunity to create their own trajectory of life and development
[5].

Sergeeva, E. Medved, G. Grybkova give the following definitions of "network
interaction." The first option presents networking as a system of horizontal and
vertical connections that provide access to quality education for all categories of
citizens, variability of education, the openness of educational organizations,
improvement of the professional competence of teachers, and the use of modern ICT
technologies [9]. The second option is to unite several secondary schools around the
strongest secondary school, which has sufficient material and human resources,
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which acts as a "resource center." In this case, each educational institution of this
group fully provides teaching of basic general education subjects and that part of
profile education (profile subjects and elective courses), which it is able to implement
within its capabilities. The rest of the elective training is undertaken by the "resource
center." The third option is based on the cooperation of a general education institution
with higher, secondary, and primary vocational education institutions with the
involvement of additional educational institutions of socio-cultural type.

The abovementioned information allowed us to consider the networking of
educational organizations (institutions of higher, secondary, vocational education),
cultural-educational and sports institutions as a joint activity with a common goal and
objectives, and with the pooling of resources into a single mechanism to achieve
them, resulting in students learning the curricula using the resources of several
educational (educational, extracurricular, public) institutions.

In our opinion, the development of networking interaction is a form of
comprehensive partnership. Due to network interaction, the secondary education
institution becomes a part of broader educational systems and becomes an integral
part of local, regional, and national spaces. The interaction within the network allows
uniting all social institutions to strengthen the educational institution's capacity to
create conditions for personal development.

The goal that unites institutions and organizations in networking is based on the
interest of network members in using common material, human, and information
resources of the network, as a result of which they to some extent minimize their own
costs, meanwhile increasing the efficiency of the educational institution.

To 1dentify opportunities for the application of network management
technology, we analyzed the websites of base institutions in the Poltava region. There
are 73 base institutions in the Poltava region. During the analysis of the websites, we
paid attention to the coverage of the facts of interaction, partnership relations of BEI
with other educational, cultural, sports institutions, etc. The statute of BEI and the
report of the head of BEI on the purpose, tasks, and their implementation in the
activities of BEI were analyzed.

The application of network technology of BEI management can be carried out in
the presence of technical support (availability of computers, use of Internet
technologies in the activities of BEI, etc.). According to the results of the analysis of
the received information, 12 (%) BEI - do not have their own sites; about 2 (%) BEI
information in the public domain is not found; in 15 (%) cases, information about the
sites is available, but the sites were not available at the time of the analysis; 13 (%) -
sites did not carry the necessary information.

Thus, in 42 (%) of the 73 BEIs, the activity of creating an educational
institution’s (EI’s) site and filling it with relevant information, and hence the creation
and use of network management technology - is still ahead. Very often, it is Els
remote from the district and regional center. Network technology, which makes it
possible to provide a service to a remote end-user, could help such schools.

BEI managers are aware of the importance of technical support (availability of
computers, software, use of Internet technologies in the activities of BEI), in
particular in the 2019-2020 academic year (according to the reports of the heads of
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BEI); thus, strengthening the material base of BEI, further computerization, the
widespread introduction of computer information technologies in the educational
process, and unlimited access to the Internet are necessary for teaching variable
components of the working curriculum and creating favorable conditions for self-
education activities of teachers.

There is an objective need to use network management technology in BEI,
which has subsidiaries in their structure. There are 10 such institutions, including 3
BEI with 1 subsidiary; 3 BEI - 2 subsidiaries; 2 BEI - 3 subsidiaries; 1 RAM - 4
subsidiaries; 1 BEI - 5 subsidiaries.

The BEI has accumulated experience in using network control elements that
deserve to be generalized. Analysis of the existing experience of BEI in the Poltava
region shows that opportunities for networking and network management of shared
resources are present in the following experiences:

— cooperation with other educational institutions, art schools, preschool, and
out-of-school education institutions (Houses of Children and Youth
Creativity), higher education institutions;

— 1n the experience of operation of subsidiaries of cultural, artistic, and sports
institutions for students of one BEI;

— 1n the experience of joint career guidance work;

— 1n the standard of publicly active school "Partnership." Among the partners
are parents, local authorities, sponsors, private entrepreneurs, private
agricultural enterprises.

BEI is the largest and most powerful unifying center in a particular area. This
state of affairs and close cooperation can be the basis for considering the capabilities
of all actors to strengthen the educational capabilities of BEI and create network
management.

We conducted a survey "Evaluation of the effectiveness of network interaction
of educational institutions." The survey participants were asked 10 questions.

In particular, when asked about the content of networking, the majority (95%)
said that the teacher organizes networking with one or more students and considers
the interaction of students with each other. This indicates that the respondents meant
pedagogical interaction, which is based on the joint activities of learners and adults,
and there is a direct or indirect influence of the subjects of this process on each other
during the exchange of information, taking into account the personal characteristics
of interacting subjects. Network interaction can be considered as a variant of
pedagogical interaction. Preserving the essence and basic parameters of pedagogical
interaction, it extends to the subjects of interaction (network subjects): teachers,
students, and educational organizations during the exchange of educational resources.

Analyzing the answer to the question: "What tools can be used to organize
networking," we obtained the following results: most managers note that the
organization of networking is provided through the school website, Skype, as well as
e-mail and electronic diary of educational institutions. Since the main tasks of the
district, support institution, and its branches are the concentration and effective use of
available resources, their focus on meeting the educational needs of students (pupils),
and creating a unified system of educational work, the answers mean the use of
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remote access to these resources through the Internet.

It should be noted that many leaders understand the forms of learning in the
network interaction of educational organizations: distance learning, extracurricular
activities, project implementation (project activities), round tables, fairs, etc. Based
on the answers of educational organizations, it should be concluded that educational
organizations demonstrate knowledge of various organizational forms of pedagogical
interaction, but the answer to this questionnaire provided information on the network
form of educational programs, including compliance with the requirements for "...
creation of a single educational space", "rational and efficient use of available
resources of the subjects of the educational district, their modernization." According
to this, networking is a joint activity of educational institutions aimed at improving
the quality of educational activities and consists of the exchange of experience, joint
development, and use of innovative methodological and human resources. Based on
the results, we can conclude that most schools consider networking with other
educational organizations, including preschools, sports centers, as well as with
cultural and artistic institutions and more.

There were other answers of the heads of educational organizations; for
example, network interaction should be established with the enterprises of the city,
libraries, with higher education institutions, research institutes, departments of
education, centers of vocational guidance work, etc. This shows once again that many
leaders confuse the concepts of "networking" and "cooperation" of educational
organizations, and some do not understand what networking is.

Leaders who use networking with other educational organizations note a
positive networking experience that has allowed them to use the resources of other
organizations in the school's educational process, but most educational organizations
respond that they do not have networking experience. Almost 90% of respondents do
not have a network interaction program. There is no schedule of joint educational
activities within the network. Usually, the network interaction agreement is replaced
by a cooperation agreement. These results indicate insufficient legal support, which
regulates the network interaction of educational organizations.

Answering questions about the difficulties seen by managers and teachers in the
organization of network interaction - first of all, there is a lack of legal framework,
difficulties in finding partners ready for network interaction, as well as shortcomings
in understanding the nature of forms of network interaction. The following aspects
can also be highlighted: school principals note that not all partners are ready for
networking; this form cannot be provided in a remote area in the absence of high-
speed Internet; insufficient material and technical base and thematic filtering limit the
possibilities of using network interaction; there is no mutual understanding of the
importance of network interaction, etc.

However, all school principals have a clear understanding of the areas in which
it is important to develop networking - this is the development of the material and
technical base of educational organizations; methodological support; advanced
training of specialized education staff, and within the framework of network
partnership, quality assurance of education, organization of extracurricular activities.

To identify the resource shortage in educational organizations, school principals
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were asked the following question: "What operating systems are lacking for your EI
to improve the quality of education?" The following result was obtained: human
resources are lacking (heavy workload on teachers, no young people, aging staff, lack
of computer science teachers; lack of suitably qualified management in network
technology, and subject teachers).

According to the principals, the schools also lack material and technical
resources, namely: there is no equipment for specialized educational environments
(offices, laboratories, kits for robotics; outdated equipment, etc.). Heads of
educational organizations note the imperfection of information resources, the need for
financial resources for networking. Organizational and managerial constraints are not
mentioned, which, in our opinion, indicates a lack of experience in sharing the
resources of organizations within a network.

It should be noted that not all educational organizations are ready to participate
in networking. The answer to this question indicates that educational institutions,
having experience in various corporate, regional networks, and information
environments, are not yet actively willing to choose networking as the most suitable
way to communicate with all participants in the educational process, positioning
innovative educational programs in the educational space of the Poltava region.

This may be due to shortcomings or risks in the use of mechanisms for
organizing horizontal interaction between educational institutions to distribute
functionality and resources; features of dissemination of experience of networked
communities of educational orientation, which communicate with educational goals
and have stable social roles, as well as adhere to certain norms of behavior in
cyberspace. In network interaction, the norms of activity are not set from above but
are naturally developed within the network of educational institutions, based on the
realities of the activities of each member of the network.

Conclusion/Implications/Recommendations. Thus, the following
contradictions were revealed: on the one hand, most leaders of educational
organizations do not understand the meaning of "network interaction" and confuse it
with the concept of "cooperation," and as a result, leaders do not exchange resources
and do not know the necessary conditions for effective network interaction; on the
other hand, almost 95% of school leaders understand that networking helps to
improve the quality of educational activities of its participants. However, there are
leaders who do not see the need for networking, and some even believe that
networking does not improve the quality of educational activities.

The use of networking is associated with certain challenges and additional
management measures, in particular: rapid response to changes and difficulties
arising in the educational process, namely: for example, students' struggles in solving
mathematical problems can be solved through networking (e.g., involving primary
school teachers from other educational organizations in which students do not have
difficulties, as well as responding quickly to the problem, solving it "just in time" and
"at the lowest cost"), which in turn necessitates staffing issues.

Achieving a better result in general by coordinating the actions of all
interconnected participants in the network processes (using the material, human, and
information resources) of several educational organizations, as well as quickly
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regulating the conditions that positively affect the activities (conducting monitoring
studies of learning outcomes of students not only by teachers but also by the heads of
educational organizations, which must exercise constant ongoing monitoring of
student performance and make effective management decisions) will enable
organizing a systematic approach to achieving goals aimed at improving the quality
of education in educational institutions.

Network management will make it possible to focus on attracting such potential
that effectively achieves goals quickly, shows selectivity, the desire to reduce costs or
time to move resources (human, material, information) in terms of the ability to solve
certain tasks.

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Abstract. On the basis of the analysis of the potential of digital technology, the article
describes the experience of using digital technology in the process of training of future teachers in
the context of updating the content of education. Students' use of mobile devices and apps in
university practice has been studied. An example of a section of the professional methodology
lesson presents the peculiarities of the use of a number of online apps in the process of training of
future teachers. Using the MindMaps method with online tools Bubbl.us and Flinga, the term
“digital education” is formulated. The basic characteristics of the modern teacher are
distinguished: the ability to motivate, to be a competent person, to have leader’s qualities. The
potential of digital technologies is leading to innovations in teaching methods of school subjects,
which requires finding new methodological approaches and updating teaching methods. An
example of students' applying of BYOD technology while doing practical tasks using the Mindmaps
method is presented. Based on the experience of using online apps, the results of students' choice of
test programs considered optimal for further use in professional activity are described. Digital
technologies are considered to be effective tools for the teacher, which increase students' interest in
learning teaching methods and form their subject competences. Findings of the final survey among
students helped to compile methodological recommendations as for the use of digital technologies
at the lesson. Future teachers have the opportunity to acquire relevant knowledge, practical
training for further professional activity. The authors did not attempt to analyse all the available
digital technologies and apps. Since there are a great number of them, an attempt was made to
distinguish digital technologies and apps according to the ways of their use: motivation, extension
of reality during the study of new material, use of didactic simulations, infographics; conducting
formative assessment, development of tests; carrying out final evaluation.

Key words: digital technology, training of modern teachers, digital competence; cloud
technologies

Introduction.

The principles of the New Ukrainian School's educational process structure pre-
determine its transformation, which shifts the role of the subject teacher as a carrier
of knowledge to the teacher, that creates optimal conditions for students to help them
acquire key competencies, motivate them to take action in order to create new
knowledge for life. Digital learning technologies are called to help with this
transformation of the educational process. One of these technologies is mobile-based
e-learning.
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The use of mobile devices in education is taking place in many developed
countries. The use of mobile apps enables students to gain controlled access to
educational content and allows the teacher to manage the educational process with
the control over its effectiveness. The search for new methodological approaches to
the organization of the educational process in higher educational institutions, taking
into account the opportunities of digital technologies, is becoming urgent.

In order to improve the digital competence of future teachers by means of
introduction of digital technologies to the educational process, we studied the state-
of-the-art of the use of mobile devices and apps in university practice by conducting a
survey among the students of higher educational institutions: Borys Grinchenko Kyiv
University, National Pedagogical Dragomanov University, Pavlo Tychyna Uman
State Pedagogical University. It gave the possibility to find out what mobile tools and
apps can be used in the classroom without additional training. This survey gave an
idea of the extent to which digital technologies can be used for information search by
the students and their indirect use in educational process.

Figure 1 presents the results of the survey among 3rd year students (112
respondents), as to what apps and services they use on mobile devices?

1. Browser.

2. Mail client.

3. Instant messaging client (Viber, Hangouts, Telegram, etc.)

4. Calendar (organizer).

5. Cloud service programs (Dropbox, Google Drive, etc.).

6. Apps for social networking (Facebook, Twitter, etc.).

7. E-book reader (FBReader, CoolReader, EbookDroid, Play Books and more).
8. Office programs (analogues of Word, Excel, etc.).

9. Dictionaries and translators (including online translators).

10. Games.

The survey shows that office programs, dictionaries and translators, messengers
and browsers as well as calendar are most commonly used on mobile devices. The
students are much less likely to use e-book readers, games, and cloud service
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programs (Dropbox, Google Drive, etc.). Such students’ interest in the use of digital
technologies gives grounds to considering them promising in educational activity, in
particular for the training of future teachers.

Main text.

Today, there are many available digital educational technologies. However, the
way of their use in the process of future teachers’ training remains under researched.

Problem statement: presentation of the results of the study of the possibilities
of using digital technologies in training of future teachers in the context of
modernization of the content of education and description of methods of the use of
digital technologies in higher educational institutions in the process of future
teachers’ training.

Analysis of Publications The problem of digital competence is revealed in the
works of N.Bakhmat [9], V.Bykov [1], A.Gurzhiy [10], L.Kartashova [9],
V. Lapinskiy [12], N. Morze [13], O. Spirin [11], and others.

Researchers [1], [5], [13], who have investigated the use of digital technologies
in addition to positive assessment of their effectiveness point out risks that may
reduce the effectiveness of their use in education.

Paul A. Kirschner points out that there are three widespread myths that hinder
the effective use of digital technologies in the educational process: modern generation
is able to learn with modern mobile devices; each student has his/her own learning
style; students should be allowed to determine where and when to study
autonomously [7]. The youth are good at using mobile devices for consumer and
gaming purposes, but have significant difficulties in using them for educational
purposes.

Discussion

We are presenting an example of a section of an introduction to professional
methodology lesson that demonstrates the use of digital technology in the training of
future teachers in higher educational institution. During the class, we will analyse
some digital technologies that, in our opinion, will be an effective tool in the hands of
the teacher to increase the interest of students to study the discipline and to form their
subject competences.

At the acquaintance (introduction) stage, we use the interactive “Icebreaker”
exercise, the goal of which is to compare ourselves (associations) with new
technologies: a digital device (desktop, smartphone, laptop, smart watch, fax, push-
button phone, media, etc.) for setting up group members to active work, increasing
motivation to learn new material, contributing to a relaxed atmosphere in the
classroom. We then invite students to indicate their emotions with the help of
ExitPoll tool by ClassroomScreen.com. Thus we see the general psychological mood
of the group at the beginning of the class. At the end of the class we once again check
the mood of students and see the impact of the use of digital technologies on the
emotional state of students.

After analyzing the emotional state of students, we use the exercise “Incomplete
Sentence” to find out what students expect from this class. To do this exercise
quickly, we use the Menti.com application, where we formulate the task to continue
the sentence, “I expect this course ...”.
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We have the following answers:
New knowledge that will be useful for professional and personal development,
the use of new programs, the use of digital technologies for formative assessment of

students, professional development, digital tools for teachers to create educational
dimension, etc.

Rationale for the relevance of the proposed topic. Student training is conducted
according to the DigComp 2.0 standard, which identifies the main components of
digital competence in 5 areas: 1) information and digital data; 2) communication and
cooperation; 3) creation of digital content; 4) security; 5) solving problems [4].

Together with students using the method MindMaps as well as online tools
Bubbl.us and Flinga we formulate the definition of “digital education”. It is the
education, the functionality of which is digital technologies implemented in the
Internet.

At the same time, we found out what a modern lesson with digital technology
should be like, and therefore what a modern teacher should belike. We also
distinguish the basic features of a modern teacher (Bubbl.us).

The most important feature of a modern teacher:

13% - able to motivate to study;

9% - competent person;

7% - has leader’s qualities;

3% - uses digital technologies;

1% - educates students and knows his/her subject.

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From the analysis of the results of the students’ survey (Figure 3), we have
identified the main features of a modern teacher: the ability to motivate, be a
competent person, have leader’s qualities. Based on the distinguished characteristics
of a modern teacher, we emphasize the importance of its adaptation to new digital
technologies in the context of the so-called flexible skills, the essence of which lies in
the fact that due to the rapid emergence of various digital technologies, the modern
student, after initial education, may obtain such a profession, which has not yet been
created.

Future teachers should understand that learners should not be forbidden to use
gadgets, but they should use them for educational purposes. Modern gadgets are
attractive to students, so prohibitions cannot solve the problem. It will be more
effective to direct such curiosity toward learning.

The potential of digital technologies is leading to innovations in the teaching
methods of school subjects, and that requires finding new methodological approaches
and updating the methodology of their use. One of the options for implementing this
approach is digital technology Bring your own device (BYOD) [3].

Here is an example of using BYOD technology during practical tasks using the
method Mindmaps.

Mindmaps help organize and classify information received, think effectively,
memorize, remember, solve creative tasks, and be able to visualize and express
internal processes of information processing, make changes, refine them.

In our work we use online apps to create Mindmaps, such as: MindMeister,
Bubbl.us, Mind 42, Spiderscribe. While doing practical tasks, students in groups
characterize the programs they have worked with and evaluate them for their ease of
use as a teacher and as a student. A screenshot or link to the work report is uploaded
to the Padlet online board, indicating their group data. The criteria for evaluating
online apps are: publicity, intuitive interface, accessibility, brightness of the map, the
ability to save and upload to the storage device.

The analysis of program ratings shows that Bubbl.us is the easiest app to use
while MindMeister has a bright set of schema elements. Mind 42 is giving trouble
registering, and the free version of Spiderscribe lets you create only black and white
maps.

Another effective educational tool is Flinga, which makes it easy to create
online co-working environments. It was created by Finnish developers. There are two
environments to choose from: the Flinga Wall and the Flinga Whiteboard. Direct
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link, input code and QR code are provided for sharing.

Possibilities of using Flinga in the educational process are as follows: to activate
the acquired knowledge at the beginning of the class; to formulate students’ questions
during seminar or lecture and follow-up answers; to brainstorm related to task
solution search ideas.

One of the basic forms of work at the seminar is to monitor existing online apps
for test creation and testing. The students, after using online apps, made the choice of
the test programs that they considered appropriate for further use in their professional
activities. The following online apps have been proposed for monitoring: Google
forms; Kahoot; Triventy; LearningApps; Menti.com; Plickers; Quizlet; Online test
drop; Formative; Socrative (112 respondents):

From the chart, we found out that three online knowledge assessment apps, such
as LearningApps, Kahoot and Plickers, are the best (over 15 likes). These apps have
their own peculiarities related to the differences in their use.

Kahoot is an app designed for quick survey of elementary school students, it has
a bright interface, requires mobile devices from respondents.

LearningApps has many options for creating tests, a ready-made library of tasks
and the possibility to create classes (conducting formative assessment).
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Plickers has similar features, except for the ready-made task library. In addition,
its main advantage over LearningApps is that it is only necessary for the teacher to
have mobile device, the students get cards with Q-codes. It is reasonable to use
Plickers during: a front-end poll (lesson); a front-end poll at the beginning of the
lesson; A /B - material presentation testing; conducting tests / final assessment;
analysis of the teacher's work in dynamics.

Studying the methodological features of the use of digital technologies by future
teachers is an optimal prerequisite for creating a modern educational environment
that will help students acquire key competences, motivate them to take action to
create new knowledge.

Results of the Research.

After a series of seminars, students undergo module control. It provides
questionnaires in order to determine the best digital technologies and apps for
teaching purposes in further pedagogical activities.

Basic questions of the questionnaire:

1. How many programs should be used during the lesson?

2. What digital tools do you use when updating knowledge?

3. What digital tools do you use when explaining new material?

4. What digital tools do you use when consolidating the material studied?

5. Which online test apps are useful for formative assessment of students?

6. What educational platforms will help a teacher prepare for the lesson?

Based on the results of the questionnaire, we have developed guidelines for
teachers as for the use of digital technology in the lesson.

1. The optimal number of online apps for use in the lesson should be limited to

three.

2. It is reasonable to use Flinga app when updating knowledge.

3. At the stage of learning new educational material we use MindMaps,
presentations, infographics, etc.

4. During consolidation of the material studied and formative evaluation, we use
online test programs.

5. Platforms to help the teacher prepare for the lesson are: Canva, Lesson,
Educaplay and more.

So, in a modern lesson, a teacher uses presentations, infographics, online
whiteboard, extension of reality, online tests, videos, and more. Using the following
tools and technologies, a teacher can:

- motivate students using presentations (Google Slides, Prezi, Libre Office
Impress, Power Point and others), video programs (Biteable, Sanva, Powtoon,
Pixton, Toondoo, etc.);

- when learning new material, use extension of reality (Classroom, WallaMe),
use simulations (Go-Lab), online boards (Padlet; MindMeister, bubbl.us), use
infographics (easel.ly, Visual.ly, etc.);

- conduct formative assessment, create tests (LearningApps, Kahoot, Quizlet,
etc.);

- conduct final assessment by means of on-line tests using Q-codes: Plickers.
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Summary and conclusions.

The suitability of the use of digital technologies in the training of future teachers
is conditioned by the tendency of restructuring the educational process in accordance
with the Concept of the New Ukrainian School and taking into account modern
innovations in the field of providing educational services.

These technologies and apps allow to organize effective learning of information
technologies with increasing interest of students, as well as to form their educational,
informational, experimental, research and professional competences.

We did not attempt to analyse all the available digital technologies and apps.
Since there are so many of them, we tried to distinguish them according to the
variants of their use: motivation, extension of reality during the study of new
material, use of didactic simulations, infographics; conducting formative assessment,
development of tests; carrying out final evaluation.

Digital technologies can greatly enhance the learning process, but it requires a
legal framework in order to regulate the shere of use of digital devices in educational
institutions. Otherwise, they create additional problems that may pose the question of
the quality of the knowledge gained. It also necessitates a sound strategy for the
introduction of digital technologies into the educational process, taking into account
current legislation.

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Abstract. Nowadays the problem of preparation of a general practitioner is one of the most
important in modern medical education. The article outlines the place of surgery in this process
and describes some ways to make teaching surgery more effective. Therefore, the purpose of the
study was to describe the methodology of dealing with situational tasks. The work analyses how to
make up situational tasks, demands for choosing the material, stages of dealing with situational
tasks, the demands for group discussions. The article proves that dealing with situational tasks
doesn’t only contribute to the professional formation of a doctor, but also develop soft skills and
logic.

Key words: medical education, surgery, situational task, objectives, group discussion,
assessment.

Introduction. Training a qualified general practitioner is the main task of
medical health care, and therefore proper teaching of surgery in a range of other
disciplines will create conditions for successful medical practice in the future, which
must meet the following requirements: well-prepared professionals, optimal use of
resources, minimizing risk to patients, medical technology and satisfaction of patients
from contact with the medical community. The level of qualification of the specialist
occupies the first place in this list, it is important to improve the quality of training of
doctors in universities and academies, which is aimed at the implementation of credit-
module system into the educational process.

The main direction in the preparation of the doctor, which will stimulate the
student to improve learning, will be to change the assessment vector in the control of
knowledge from existing volume indicators (assessment according to tests and
exams), but to manage and control the quality of education during the school year,
involving peculiar textbooks, manuals and guidelines.

Tasks of professional activity of the general practitioner define the basic
requirements of volume of knowledge and practical skills for the graduate of medical
educational establishments. Such tasks should be aimed at purposeful methodical
sequence of actions on interrogation of the patient, performance of physical
inspection, substantiation of the preliminary diagnosis, definition of algorithm of
auxiliary methods of research with the analysis of the received results, giving a
correct diagnosis, construction of treatment program and its implementation.
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Situational tasks are relevant in the training of future doctors. Solving situational
problems is one of the effective teaching methods. Its didactic value lies in the fact
that it teaches to think correctly and logically, develops the ability to observe and
analyze problems arising from a particular professional activity. This variety is
recommended to be used when there is a need to develop students’ independent and
creative thinking, forming in them the belief that there are no ready-made ways to
make standard decisions. On the contrary, each decision requires a comprehensive
analysis of the situation and taking into account the various factors that affect it.

Of course, not every situation can be considered as a situational task. In addition
to the material for analysis, such a situation must necessarily contain a problem that
needs to be solved. Only in this case it is used as educational material to improve
students’ professional knowledge, skills and abilities in decision-making.

For methodologically correct usage of situational tasks the teacher should:

» choose a topic that can be studied by solving situational problems;

» clearly identify the objectives of the class;

» determine the level of preparation of students for this class and their abilities;

» identify problems that may be the subject of analysis;

» finally choose the problem that is the basis of the situational task, and
describe it in detail, according to the didactic purpose and methodological
design of the class;

» finally outline the form of the class;

» determine the place and methods of collecting material for the situational
description;

» develop a plan for collecting information;

» classify and select the collected information;

» process the first version of the situational description;

» anticipate ways to discuss the situation in the group and individual subgroups
and make a “calculation of time” for these actions;

» finally identify issues for problematic discussion and make a detailed plan for
the lesson;

» prepare the technological map of the class, where to clearly define the
situational task, problem or problems for discussion, ways of further
independent work on the situational task, “calculation of time” with a detailed
description of solving them, etc.

Implementation of the above didactic and methodological requirements for the
class using the method of solving situational problems is possible only if the
description corresponds to the content and methodology of this topic, formulated
clearly and distinctly, and various facts, phenomena, examples given in accordance
with the topic, reproduce the true course of processes and phenomena that take place
in this activity. Thus, the description of the situation should not include any
comments of the teacher, his emotional attitude to it, but should cover only the
information that is essential for decision-making. This means that it covers only the
side and intermediate guidelines that make students to find the right solution.

There is no doubt, that the content of situational tasks is diverse, which, in turn,
involves different forms of training. However, it is possible to determine their general
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methodology, which consists of the following stages.

The first is an introduction to the task, during which the teacher gives brief
information about the topic of the class, its purpose, organization, presents a
situational task with the help of words, film, example, drawing, etc. Sometimes the
task can be described by specially invited people. This part can take from 15-20
minutes to one training hour, depending on the complexity of the situational task.

The second is to study the situation and prepare a decision. At this stage,
students study and analyze the situation; turn to the teacher for additional
information; hold discussions on the content of the situation and possible ways to
implement it; formulate the optimal solution using reference books, personal
experience and professional knowledge.

Depending on the nature of the situation and its complexity, this work can be
done either by the whole academic group over a short period of time (for example, 20
to 30 minutes) or in small subgroups. When a situation requires more time to study,
its description is distributed to students in advance. Accordingly, the discussion can
be held in small (three or four people) subgroups, where it is much more convenient
to study, analyze the situation and work out solutions. This composition of the
subgroup creates favorable conditions for the active participation of all the students in
the discussion of situational tasks for the exchange of experience, knowledge and
opinions, forms the skills and abilities of collective research of the problem being
studied, and so on.

The third, most important stage is a group discussion. The final result of this
class depends on the teacher’s ability to manage the course of the discussion.
Therefore, he must know the basic requirements for the discussion and be able to
manage well without taking a direct part in it. In other words, it is the students who
should discuss, not the teacher. The main advantage of the discussion is that it, allows
you to identify different views on the situation being analyzed, and thus provides an
objective analysis.

The teacher should not give his assessment of the expressed opinions in
advance, but on the contrary - it is necessary to make all students express their
opinions and use various methodological techniques. The teacher must closely
monitor the course of the discussion, not to ignore contradictory, false opinions, try to
provoke the correct reaction of students in any case. With the help of questions, the
teacher can direct the discussion into the proper direction, encourage the discussion
of those issues that are essential for making a comprehensive decision. He helps
students understand their mistakes through well-formulated questions and
instructions.

The nature and atmosphere of collective discussion of the problem create
favorable conditions for the development of students’ skills and abilities to concisely,
clearly, succinctly and logically express their opinions, listen carefully to the opinions
of their group-mates and argue for personal views. However, the teacher’s
recommendations should take the form of wishes without excessive instructions. The
role of the mentor, who teaches the audience, also has a negative effect on the course
of the discussion. The teacher should avoid this role because it inhibits students’
activity.
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The group discussion has three stages:

- determining the direction of actions throughout the discussion and its nature.
First, one or more problems are outlined, there is an exchange of views, the purpose
and requirements for solving the problem are determined. Students have to identify
and analyze problems, formulate a method on their own. The teacher only has to give
them the help they need. His or her main role is to organize the discussion. If the
discussion of situational tasks takes place in small subgroups, then at this stage the
results of their work are reported;

- discussion of the decisions made, their evaluation taking into account the
requirements that were defined in the first phase. Students can ask additional or
clarifying questions to representatives of subgroups. The main function of the teacher
is to create conditions for a comprehensive analysis of all the proposed options for
solving the problem, finding most effective ways of making a decision. Therefore, the
most important thing in this phase is the nature and atmosphere of the discussion, the
creation of conditions for the participants to express their views, the encouragement
of non-standard options for solving the problem. When there is such a need, the
teacher should direct the course of the discussion in the proper way, give it
purposefulness and content. But in any case, it should not suppress the atmosphere of
cooperation, free expression of opinions by participants in the discussion and not to
allow criticising and negative assessments of students’ opinions;

- final formulation of the group decision. Based on previous considerations and
discussions, students make a decision that satisfies the majority of participants and
optimally solves the problem.

The final stage of solving situational problems involves summarizing the course
and results of the whole lesson. When the results of the class are not summed up or it
is not done in the proper way due to lack of time or for other reasons, it can be
considered that both the didactic and educational goals have not been achieved. That
is why at this stage the teacher should plan 15-20 minutes.

Conclusion. Situational tasks are an important part of the preparation of a
would-be specialist in general medicine, but a teacher should not only concentrate on
choosing the task itself, but on discussions of students, their way of thinking, ability
to analyse the situation quickly and to work in cooperation with other students. So,
dealing with situational tasks doesn’t only contribute to the professional formation of
a doctor, but also develop soft skills and logic.

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Abstract. The present paper aims at determining the main characteristics of lexical approach
to foreign language learning. Literature review showed that smart education is an effective, self-
directed, motivated, adaptive, resource-enriched, and technology-embedded type of learning. The
devices, platforms and apps that make smart education possible are examined in the paper. It has
been found that the main challenges for educational establishments deal with the quality of
teachers’ digital competencies, skills and designing smart course-book.

Keywords: smart education, devices, platforms, challenges, technology

Introduction

The creation of an effective technology for foreign language teaching has
always been the most urgent task for foreign language teachers around the world,
who offer new methods to educational service market in response to the
dissatisfaction of the mass consumer with the low efficiency of learning technologies.
Effective technology in the broad sense is the rapid assimilation of basic lexical and
grammatical material, which ensures the success of foreign language communication.

In the late 1970s, functional and communicative approaches became relevant in
the teaching methodology, which also affected EFL teaching. There is a need to teach
the vocabulary as the basic strategy to meet the needs of certain groups of students.

According to O. L. Svirina “a foreign language as a subject requires both a
significant number of study hours and independent practice to develop foreign
language skills and abilities, which postpones obtaining the desired result for a long
time”. In practice, the foreign language is taught about 12 ECTS per 8 semesters (120
hours for in-class studying and 240 hours for individual learning or self-study) in
non-linguistic universities. 14 hours a semester (7 periods) is not enough to master
the foreign language and prepare for general Master student exam at the level of
humanitarian students.

Lately, the lexical approach developed by Michael Lewis gained popularity with
foreign language learners. The researcher states that “language consists of
grammatized lexis, not lexicalized grammar”. The compatibility of words should
become the organizing principle of building courses for teaching a second language;
training focuses on the task and process rather than the workout and the product, the
method rejects the former leading paradigm "introduction - training - reproduction”,
instead of which a different one is proposed - "observation - construction of a
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hypothesis - experiment" [3, pp. VI-VII]. The aim of the present study is to examine
the benefits of learning vocabulary with the help of lexical chunks.

Research results

Lewis suggests that native speakers use a huge number of combinations of
words that all language learners need to know, otherwise their speech will not be
fluent and natural. Fluency is not the result of knowledge of grammatical rules and
lists of words, but the ability to use clichés and established expressions in speech,
which are the building blocks from which we can quickly build a statement. In
speech, we often operate not with individual words, but with whole phrases. It is
vocabulary that plays a decisive role in conveying meaning, grammar performs an
auxiliary role. Lexical approach is based on the following principles:

1) Grammatical mastery is not a requirement for effective communication.

2) Any meaning-centered syllabus should be organized around lexis rather than

grammar.

3) Fluency does not depend on a set of generative grammar rules and a separate
store of isolated words but on the ability to rapidly access these chunks. These
chunks occupy a crucial role in facilitating language production and are the
key to fluency.

4) The approach highlights the importance of non-correction, student autonomy,
real tasks, the emphasis on fluency, not accuracy; and greatly increased
attention to receptive skills.

5) A central element of language teaching is raising students’ awareness of and
developing their ability to ‘chunk’ language successfully.

6) The Present-Practice-Produce paradigm is rejected, in favour of a paradigm
based on the Observe- Hypothesize -Experiment cycle.

7) Grammatical errors are natural to the learning process. Grammar errors that
do not impede communication should be given less focus when we correct our
students.

8) Language should be recycled over and over. Only through meeting
vocabulary items and grammatical structures often will students master them.

Michael Lewis (1993:92-95) classified the lexical chunks into four different
basic types. They are:

e Poly words is identified as extension of words, which is composed of more
than one word. And it is often considered to be the essential vocabulary for learners
to acquire. The examples of polywords are as follows: as soon as, on the one hand,
talk about, after all, grow up and so on

e Collocation refers to pairs of words that frequently co-occur with each other.
These frequent associations merge into habitual connection and sometimes they are in
a fixed order: fixed order: knife and fork, bread and butter verb+noun: play the
basketball, shake hands, catch a cold adjective+noun: bright red, splendid future

e Institutionalized utterances: Chunks that are called whole units and
conventionalized in the language. They tend to express pragmatic rather than
referential meaning. The chunks may be full sentences, usable with no variation but
always with instantly identifiable pragmatic meaning: accepting: Id be delighted to
offering: can I give you a hand supposing: If I were you...
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e Sentence frames and heads serve as the framework builder of the whole
sentences. Frames and heads: It is suggested that..., The fact is..., My point is that...
composition frames: This paper concentrates on..., firstly, secondly..., finally...

Research in the field of cognitive linguistics confirms that there is a good
psycholinguistic basis for believing that the mind stores and processes these chunks
as individual wholes. It can store vast amounts of knowledge in long-term memory,
but is only able to process small amounts of it in realtime, such as when one is
speaking [Schmitt, 400].

According to O. Prokofeva lexical approach strategy “Observe-hypothesize-
Experiment” includes a three-stage work with the text (headlines of articles in
newspapers, magazines, initial columns of articles and articles themselves from
authentic sources):

e Observation includes examining the title to foresee the type of vocabulary
the students are going to deal with. Then the students have to highlight the whole
combination. Performing such a task, students acquire the skills of horizontal
(syntagmatic) perception of the text, which helps them to master the technique of
successfully dividing the sentence into parts containing the chunks. Awareness
(understanding) of the sentence also occurs in parts, and even without deep analysis,
the structure of the sentence and in the future - the text becomes visible.

o At the "Hypothesis" stage, the students having identified the chunks, analyze
their structure (parts of speech), word formation, try to foresee the possible meaning,
put forward the assumptions about possible usage of chunks in speech and make
attempts to derive patterns (generalizations) regarding their use. The obtained chunks
are recorded in various ways (tables, schemes: Be + Adj + Prep + N, Verb + Prep +
N), depending on the level of language proficiency. O. Prokofeva suggests that “an
effective way to fix and compile a chunk or collations is "semantic matrices" (Grids),
where both correct collations from the text and possible erroneous ones are entered.
The correct combinations are highlighted with a tick. For example, in accordance
with the task, it is necessary to make all possible collocations with words (V + N).
Such matrices are useful both to illustrate possible synonyms or words of similar
meaning for a given colloquial, and to indicate the difference between a native and
foreign language.

e At the stage "Experiment" a range of practical activities should be done:
matching, gap filling, and dictations. Another type of exercises deals with synonyms,
antonyms, for example, choosing a synonym according to the context, paraphrase
using a word with a similar/opposite meaning, identifying the features of official and
colloquial styles, formal and informal equivalents of lexical units.

Conclusions

A significant part of the work with vocabulary should be devoted to a conscious
analysis of its functioning in the language, the so-called awareness raising. The need
to draw students' attention to language forms and work with them is emphasized by
many modern foreign researchers. The same can be said about vocabulary: it is
internalized as a result of conscious manipulation of lexical units and their
combinations.

Critics of the lexical approach point out its disadvantages. They emphasize the
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fact that, the stable phrases used by native speakers in oral speech are numerous,
there are so many of them that even a small part of them cannot be learned within the
framework of a foreign language course.

Secondly, during the foreign language course, it is impossible to focus only on
vocabulary and ignore other aspects of the language. However, it is our belief that the
use of elements of a lexical approach in language teaching and compiling educational
materials enriches teaching practice and makes it more effective.

Abstract. The education system all over the world have changed because of Covid 2019. It
challenged to online the model of teaching way. Distance learning of students is the most important
way of conducting of the educational process of medical students in the context of the coronavirus
pandemic. The article describes some features of distance learning of medical English-speaking
students.

Key words: Distance learning, medical students, English-speaking students

Introduction

In modern conditions, the main task of the Ukrainian educational system is to
ensure adequate quality education based on its fundamentality and compliance the
needs of the individual and the state. Society needs specialists of a new type with
versatile knowledge, high level of professional competence, ability adapt to new
socio-economic conditions, and the ability to navigate in the modern information
space.

The listed qualities allow a specialist to be competitive in modern realities [1].
At the same time, the traditional system of training specialists, characterized by strict
regulation, inviolability of educational plans and programs, the minimalism of
informatization cannot satisfy at this stage the needs of education [6].

Informatization of education makes new demands on professional qualities and
level of training of specialists and, first of all, university teachers, to methodological
and organizational aspects of the use in training of information and communication
technologies [1, 6]. Modernization of medical education in Ukraine as a whole aim to
ensure the effectiveness of continuous vocational education and includes
improvement basic educational program and educational technologies, professional
development of the teaching staff, improving the control of students' knowledge,
using computer technologies in the educational process, information openness to all
participants in the educational process.
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The most important component of the modernization of higher medical
education is the improvement of educational technologies [5]. The main directions of
improvement of educational process at the stage of undergraduate and postgraduate
training of a doctor are to increase the role of independent work in mastering
theoretical knowledge, the use of individually oriented software educational
complexes, the use of active (interactive) teaching methods for large and small
groups, mastering practical skills in the mentoring-tutoring system, the use of
simulation systems [2].

Of the presented areas of modernization, there is great interest present
interactive technologies and teaching methods. The mentioned technologies
contribute to the activation of individual mental student processes, provide a better
understanding of information learners and, at the same time, lead to two-way
communication with exchange of information between students and the teacher [§].
Basic interactive technologies and teaching methods, used in higher medical
education are: work in small groups, lectures with a problem statement, seminars in
the form discussions or debates, conferences, case study method, project method,
business games, etc. [1].

The goals and specifics of training a future specialist, especially with taking into
account the functional and applied nature of the use of funds information and
communication technologies, involves the creation a specific concept of
computerization of this process, the development of it the basis of the system of
subject and methodological preparation of the future a specialist who is adequate to
the modern requirements of society and prospects for the development of information
and computer technologies (ICT) [2, 3].

The environment in which medical students study today is very different from
what it was in early 2019, when there was no pandemic of coronavirus infection. In
this context, the Internet has not been as dominant a tool in medical education as it is
today [1, 5].

E-learning platforms are now increasingly used by medical schools around the
world and include adaptive tutorials, audiovisual videos and virtual models. These
educational media have a number of clear advantages over traditional didactic
learning models, including the ability to update materials in a timely manner to
ensure that students are provided with the latest science-based content.

A number of researchers on this subject have demonstrated that e-learning is as
effective as traditional didactics and can be used to stimulate self-directed learning [1,
2, 4]. It encourages medical students to strengthen their control over their studies by
providing flexibility in the content and pace of learning. In such models, teachers can
objectively assess competencies through online assessments, which allows students to
receive personal feedback for self-improvement.

The aim. To describe some features of distance learning of medical English
speaking students.

The education system all over the world have changed because of Covid 2019. It
influenced the educators to an online model of teaching way [1]. Distance learning of
students 1s the most important way of conducting of the educational process of
medical students in the context of the coronavirus pandemic (Covid 19) [2, 5].
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A lot of universities that were earlier reluctant to change their traditional
pedagogical approach had no another way but to shift entirely to online teaching—
learning [2, 3].

Undoubtedly, mastering of modern competencies by future medical doctors is a
huge task, because the lack of the inspection of patients and full-time training in
hospital and in outpatient.

Moreover, future doctors can have a lot of problems from one side with
mastering the skills and communicating abilities with patients. From another side
they usually can faced with the lack of competence of assessment of the identified
symptoms and syndromes of the disease, as well as diagnostic approaches and patient
management algorithms [3].

Modern innovations in the direction of internationalization of medical education
in Dnipro State Medical University began in 2000 with the implementation of the
Bologna system of education and included significant changes in the goals, content,
methods and technologies, forms of organization of the educational and cognitive
process, the control system and assessment of the level of education. The educational
process needs a methodological support, in curricula and programs for the purpose of
integration into the international scientific and educational community.

The experience of introduced discipline of "pediatrics" in Dnipro State Medical
University and “internal diseases” in Dnipro Medical Institution of Traditional and
Nontraditional Medicine for English-speaking foreign medical students proves that
this 1s a modern and effective form of internationalization of education, which
improves the knowledge and skills of foreign students.

Ensuring the educational process required a careful restructuring of the
methodological support of education process to the opportunities and requests of
students studying in English. Methodical support for everyone practical classes for
international students include materials in English that are created by staff
departments: guidelines for students and teachers, thematic structured situational
tasks (according to the number students in a group) for extracurricular homework, a
set of thematic test tasks from the base of the license exam "STEP-2" (10 options for
20 tests per lesson) for classroom control of knowledge [4].

The system of extracurricular work in the form of daily written work became an
effective development of the department home solution of thematic situational
problems with substantiation of the diagnosis, purpose of the examination algorithm,
treatment and rehabilitation. For convenience, all situational tasks can be given to
each student at the beginning of the module. This gives students the opportunity to
independently plan their extracurricular work, as well as to get acquainted with the
tasks of the whole group. Daily solution of test tasks from the bank of the license
exam "STEP-2" (on the topic of the lesson 50 tests in each case) followed by a
discussion of mistakes, of course, improves the quality of training to the license exam
[2].

Computer technologies in the form of videos and multimedia presentations are
widely used in education process of foreign students. That provides intensification of
the educational process and a comfortable learning environment.
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To some extent, to improve the information component of English-speaking
students allows the website, where in addition to educational and methodological
information, collected literature in English, various sources, lecture presentations,
textbooks created by employees of the department.

Computer on-line testing of students on test task have being providing daily.
Electronic testing has a positive and motivating role, allows students to effectively
disassemble mistakes. Students positively evaluate the introduction of distance
training on the tests and show great interest in learning with the use of computer
technology.

Another method that have proven students in the process of full-time education,
of course, with amendments to the conditions of distance education, seems especially
relevant.As far as we are concern among the aforementioned techniques, one should
single out a variation of the brainstorming method. It called "critical attack" method
[8].

The essential of this method is the critical orientation of the discussion of an
urgent issue, for example, the diagnosis of a certain pathological process (disease)
[8].

We are describing how to implement this method. First of all, it consists of some
stages. The first stage starts from that the teacher tells a brief extract from the medical
history. Several group members have to solve the problem. They give their
interpretation of the diagnostic search. Before that they conduct a differential
diagnosis of the leading syndrome of the disease. The other half of the students
demonstrate their ability to be experts who analyze the correctness and completeness
of the problem solution or offer their own version of the development of events [8].
Solving the proposed problem, they should demonstrate detailed argumentation.
Furthermore, each expert should familiarize himself with the opinions of his
colleagues and find and argue in the proposed solutions the maximum number of
errors and shortcomings.

On the second stage, experts collect together and take turns discussing all the
solutions put forward. The aim of each expert is to describe and defend the solution,
the task of the opponents is to "smash it to smithereens." [8]. As a result of the
discussion, the experts choose the solution that causes the least controversy and is the
most reasonable. It is important to note that we have conducted online classes on
platforms such as Google Meet, Zoom, Microsoft Teams. This allows for a stable and
fast internet connection available to every student. Other online platforms can be used
too.

Several teaching strategies (lectures, discussions, exercises, case studies,
brainstorming, debates, experiential learning, games, etc.) can be used on the Internet
to facilitate effective and efficient teaching and learning practices [2, 8].

In pandemic situations, teaching and learning should be progressive and
interesting. It can lead to reduce stress and anxiety in students. Of course, teachers
and students need to be provided with proper technique and learning support [1,5,6].

It should be noted that online teaching methods support and facilitate teaching
and learning activities, especially during disasters and pandemics such as Covid-19

[5].
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In order to study the issue of e-learning, a study was conducted from the point of
view of English-speaking students of the 6th year of education of Dnipro State
Medical University and among the students of Dnipro Medical Institution of
Traditional and Nontraditional Medicine, which was based on a survey of their
attitudes to distance learning in the Covid-19 pandemic.

The results of the survey allowed us to draw the following conclusions:

1. The vast majority (90%) of medical students find e-learning enjoyable and
effective, but, interestingly, 48% do not assume that it replaces traditional didactic
methods.

2. 60% of respondents believe that e-learning should be accompanied with
classroom methods under the guidance of a teacher, 1.e. a mixed learning process is
needed.

3. Research has shown that in a blended learning environment, 76% of medical
students are consistently more satisfied than in traditional face-to-face and lecture
settings, but this satisfaction does not correlate with test scores, where there is often
no significant difference between the two pedagogical approaches.

4. More than two-thirds of respondents said that new teaching methods are
always valued and can provide the best involvement compared to traditional
didactics.

E-learning undoubtedly affects the environment in which future medical
students study. The gradual transition to the dominant role of e-learning can be seen
as a catalyst for the application of distance learning theory, which will lead to more
and more medical teachers taking on the role of facilitators and experts in assessing
the competencies of medical students.

Thus, medical educators should continue to make more intensive use of the
benefits of e-learning to offer innovative approaches to teaching medical students not
only in the context of quarantine, but also after returning to the full-time learning
process.

A competent specialist in modern conditions must have not only high
professional knowledge, but also skills of effective communication and search
activities in the field technical resources "man-computer".

Informational computer competence is the ability specialist to use information
and communication technology for access to information, its identification,
organization, processing, evaluation, as well as its creation, production and
transmission - distribution [6].

The process of becoming information and communication competence
specialists implies the development of motivation, needs and interest to the formation
of skills in the development of technical, software tools information. Influenced by
the objective process of modern development science and practice in the context of
the rapid expansion of information communication technologies are all subject areas
human activities [7].

In these conditions, the teaching of medical disciplines experiences significant
positive impact from ICT. Currently we can talk about one of the directions for
improving the training system specialists assumes a competence-based approach to
the formation curricula and programs. The second is related to the revision of the
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content, goals, skills, forms of training and self-education. Third direction involves
changing the structure of curricula through the provision of choice of priorities as a
means of ordering a large number of individual training actions with which the
trainees are constantly collide in the educational process.

Conclusion

Thus, at the present stage, the information component becomes a leading
component of technological preparation graduates of higher medical educational
institutions. Based on achievements of modern science, its use is necessary condition
for the modernization of higher medical education in Ukraine.

The presented basic provisions of the organization of the educational process are
aimed at solving the main modern problem of continuous higher medical education,
namely, - the formation competent specialist. They aim at a new result vocational
education in modern conditions - competence combining knowledge and skills with
ways implementation of educational and professional activities.

Further research is needed to establish the role of blended (distance-based)
learning in medical education, especially in cases of force majeure, such as the
Covid-19 pandemic.

Abstract. The idea of considering the nonlinearity of the educational process is due to the
transition of science from classical to non-classical and post-classical stages of its development.
Paradigmatic shifts that require semantic explication of understanding the educational process in a
particular discourse are associated with a synergetic research program and the formation of
complex and nonlinear styles of scientific thinking. The methodological perspective through which
the study took place gave a holistic view of the understanding of the nonlinearity of the educational
process and all its components and components. Based on the symergetic approach, the
understanding of nonlinearity of educational process and nonlinearity of personalities of
educational process as active subjects of «teacher-student» relationship, which are capable of self-
organization, self-development, self-regulation, self-analysis and self-realization, and are carriers
of nonlinear thinking. The importance of understanding the nonlinearity of the educational process
in modern post-classical discourse is clarified and the methodological potential of the nonlinear
approach is investigated.

Introduction.

The emergence of the concept of «nonlinearity» in modern scientific discourse
is associated primarily with the formation of post-classical scientific rationality. The
term «post-classical rationality» was proposed by V. Stepin, who distinguished
between classical, non-classical and post-classical types of rationality [3]. In modern
post-classical discourse, a significant number of works are devoted to the problems of
implementation principles of nonlinear approach in education. In particular,
nonlinearity is one of the methodological foundations on which based on the modern
educational paradigm, and is also fundamental the principle of organization of the
educational process. Considering the educational process as one that is nonlinear, we
can see that not only is it nonlinear, but its components are also nonlinear. That 1s, we
can talk about the nonlinearity of individuals who are involved in the educational
process.

Main part.

1. Synergetics in the educational space.

Post-non-classical science is human-dimensional, that is, in any study it is
impossible to avoid or abstract from human participation, because human activity is
closely linked to complex human-dimensional systems: social, political, economic,
environmental, educational, etc. In addition, in post-non-classical science, the role of
synergetics as a scientific picture of the world and research methodology 1s growing.
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And at the same time are beginning to analyze the innovation processes of education
systems through a synergistic approach. But it is worth noting that synergistic
methodology can be applied in the educational field only when the philosophy of
education regards educational processes as self-organizing. It should be borne in
mind that synergetics can most meaningfully describe complex nonlinear processes in
education, investigate its disordered nature, and, as a consequence, solve many
problems in the field of education.

The concept of synergism in education is gaining momentum recently. This
concept states that education representatives now need to learn how to introduce self-
organizing and creative character into the learning process rather than trying to
overcome the chaos of the learning process and personality. It is necessary to take
into account not only that the educational process is nonlinear in nature, but also that
the education system is formed into four main components:

1) the object of education - student;

2) the purpose of education;

3) training (education, development);

4) educational tools - material base, teachers and others.

When we consider these components together with key synergetics provisions
and concepts (integrity, openness, nonlinearity, chaos, complexity, etc.), we will get
new provisions (solutions, approaches). Here are some of them:

- holistic nature of training and development;

- behavioral, thinking, spiritual, outlook and personal openness of the object of

education to the environment;

- the complex nature of the personality of each individual objects and means of

education;

- probable result of training, upbringing and development.

Thus, synergetics has recently started to be actively introduced into the field of
education, which has affected the application of a synergistic approach to the analysis
of the educational space and the formation of a new direction in pedagogy, namely
synergetic pedagogy.

2. Understanding the nonlinearity of personality in the educational process.

The idea of considering the nonlinearity of individuals in relation to the
"teacher-student" is due to the transition of science from classical to post-classical
stages of its development. Paradigmatic shifts that require semantic explication of the
"teacher-student" relationship in a certain discourse are associated with a synergetic
research program and the formation of complex and nonlinear styles of scientific
thinking.

An important problem is the rethinking of the term «personality» of the
components of the relationship «teacher-student» as those that are nonlinear in
themselves and interact in a nonlinear way. In this case, we can talk about the teacher
and the student as active subjects of the educational process, which are capable of
self-organization, self-development, self-regulation, self-analysis and self-realization,
both in relation to «teacher-student» and separately from each other in terms of
distance learning. Interestingly, the active subject is able to regulate, organize the life
manifestations of other individuals, to influence their self-organization and self-
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development, but here we mean the influence of the active subject on the passive.

The individual is obliged to stop being a passive observer and to show himself
as an active subject, aware of the instability, according to which even small
fluctuations make open and unpredictable scenarios / situations / events. In this case,
we understand that the subject can only choose from a set of possibilities and / or
possible scenarios for the development of a phenomenon, event, etc., the most
desirable or priority scenario, which, in turn, will open the next new set of unforeseen
events and scenarios. That is, in the period of instability, it is chance to choose the
further development of events and it is the individual who is capable of such a choice.
Therefore, it can be said that a person who is capable of self-development and is in a
state of «necessity» and «chance», with the help of nonlinear thinking inherent in it,
is able to distinguish these dialectical opposite categories and distinguish nonlinear
relationship of instability and balance.

The use of a synergetic approach to the interpretation of the nonlinearity of
personalities of each of the components of the «teacher-student» relationship involves
identifying their activity, dialogue, independence, creativity, initiative and identifying
their will to choose a strategy for the educational process. In addition, we can talk
about the style of teaching and communication that the teacher chooses, based on
their personal orientations, and which will affect the atmosphere of the «teacher-
student» relationship. Conversely, the style of communication that the student
chooses in relation to the teacher is an independent choice based on their own
experiences and considerations.

Thus, it can be argued that the teacher and student are nonlinear individuals with
a complex nonlinear thinking style of the teacher-student relationship, ie, are active
actors capable of self-organization, self-development, self-regulation, self-analysis,
self-realization, creativity, activity, choice of behavior and communication with each
other, etc.

3. Nonlinear of education.

The concept of nonlinearity is considered discursive in modern philosophy of
education. Its introduction to the explanation of the educational space allows the use
of a synergistic approach to different educational processes and educational elements
/ components. Modern post-classical discourse should include in the problem circle
of the educational process the concept of nonlinearity as a certain foundation on the
basis of which educational problems are seen in different dimensions and
perspectives. For example, M. Ozhevan develops models of education where he
offers an understanding that education loses its inherent tradition: linearity and
certainty, and acquires the features of nonlinearity and uncertainty [2].

The nonlinear approach in education is implemented in the following areas:

1) there are ideological changes in the education system. The basic approach to
learning in the context of nonlinearity is the formation of a holistic vision of the
world, which in turn should be realized through a sense of personal interaction,
responsibility, probabilistic perception and unpredictability of results.

2) changes in the understanding of the essence of man as a nonlinear personality.
This implies the nonlinearity of all individuals involved in the educational process.
However, it should be noted that such individuals will be nonlinear only in the social
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world, in interactions, activities, work, etc., because the person himself is not
nonlinear person.

V.G. Kremen writes «the society of the XXI century as a whole rightly called
the «knowledge society», because it is knowledge that defines and material and
spiritual life. Naturally, people spend more and more time to obtain them. This is due
to the fact that the information potential of society, like a chain reaction, is constantly
increasing both in space and time, penetrating deeply into the essence of natural and
social phenomenay [1, p. 33].

Conclusion.

Each of the components of the educational process is capable of self-
organization, self-development, self-regulation and self-realization, and hence the
interaction with unstable and unpredictable consequences of this influence. Thus,
thanks to the synergetic approach, it turns out that not only the educational process is
nonlinear, but each of its components, ie, are active actors capable of self-
organization, self-development, self-regulation, self-analysis, self-realization,
creativity, activity, style choice behavior and communication with each other, etc.

The nonlinearity of the educational process manifests itself in the nonlinearity of
education as a system and as a process, the subjects of cognitive and educational
communications, the constant nonlinearity of educational material, as well as
methodical, professional, systematic, meaningful work of all involved in the
educational process.

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The article considers one of the aspects of Gogol's influence on the work of the early
F.M. Dostoevsky, that is the problem of mythologization of the "little man". The purpose of the
study is to trace the formation of the myth of the scribe, the dreamer and the impostor in the works
of F.M. Dostoevsky in the 1840s ("Poor People", "Double", "Weak Heart", "Mistress", "White
Nights").The life of scribes and dreamers is studied according to a hagiographic plot, in which
reality of St. Petersburg makes its allowances: life turns into anti-life, and heroes, instead of
sainthood and miracles, face a moral and mystical fall. There is an intervention of the chimera
image that is a woman who acts as a demonical temptation.

The myth of the impostor defines the desire of the hero to realize his ambitious fantasies,
pretending to be someone else. But all the options to confront St. Petersburg reality lead the heroes
to the catastrophe, which includes the myths of the "little man" in a more general cultural myth of
the big city and its eschatology.

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Abstract. The financial-industrial group is a group of enterprises that has the same decision
pole and is created to achieve a relevant division of the economy in order to dynamically analyze it.

Having been active for several decades, however, the discussions on the evolution and
importance of these groups in entrepreneurial activity have not been extinguished.

Including, the topicality of the approach of the financial-industrial group is due to the fact
that modern economic relations are becoming more and more complicated and involve, at the same
time, the intensive development of business law fluctuations, predetermining the need for scientific
research aspects of conceptualizing this group, differentiating it from other groups of similar for-
profit legal entities.

1. Introduction

In order to diversify and improve production, reduce costs and increase profits,
entrepreneurs were associated with different business groups. The financial-industrial
group has a particular role to play, based on both financial and industrial capital,
which contributes substantially to the formation of a strong economic entity, which
ultimately leads to the fruitful economic development of the State.

Financial-industrial group 1s a number of companies, united by a joint
management structure and a source of credit, in which a financial-banking institution
(bank) usually plays a role. The companies included in this group do not necessarily
represent the interests of any particular industry, they can carry out a variety of
market activities, producing various types of goods and investments are made from a
single source [Carpenaru S., 2016].

The Doctorate Turceac A.A., Bariutin L.S. and Bersadscaia L.S. claim that the
financial-industrial group is an associative form between industrial enterprises and
financial institutions based on economic and financial interdependence relations. This
group can function as a group of economic subjects (usually legal persons), or it acts
as a mother and daughter company, or it operates on the basis of the combination of
assets for the purpose of technological or economic integration [Turchak A., Baryutin
L., Bershadskaya T., 1996].

The Movsesean scientist A. G. characterizes financial-industrial group as a
benevolent union of organizations active in the field of production of goods and
services, banking or other financial-lending institutions, state and municipal
enterprises, investment companies, private pension funds, insurance organizations
and other types of enterprises that ensure the investment and functional process of the
group [Movsesyan A., 1997].
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The researcher Lutoschin S.A. considers that financial-industrial groups are
large unions made up of various companies, as well as financial institutions directed
both toward making the production process more efficient and improving the means
of production by interacting financial and industrial capital and attracting knowledge
from the scientific and technical fields [Lutoshkin S., 2017].

2. Origin and evolution

However, what was the need for the industriallists and financiers to be merged
into such a group? We believe that their association is conditional on the stringent
requirements for the development and growth of business in the future, businesses
which have reached the maximum ever-evolving point, and its extension is not
possible without serious changes.

Therefore, in order to analyze the prospects and future development of financial-
industrial groups, we must initially understand the cause and conditions of their
emergence, in terms of research into their origin and development.

Distinguish the following historical stages in the genesis and progress of
financial-industrial groups:

1. Appearance of the first groups, the end of the XIX-th century, the first half
of the XX —th century. It is the first stage in the formation of industrial-financial
unions in the forms of #rust and trade union. This phase, in the history of the world
economy, 1s marked by the deep monopolization of industry. Thus, trusts and trade
unions were the main form of association of the monopolies.

In parallel, the anti-monopoly and anti-trust laws adopted by the States of the
world (e.g. Serman's 1890 antitrust law in the USA) had an imposing influence on
mechanisms to reshape and modify the organizational forms of enterprise groups.
This has helped to adapt, train and correct all types of existing large industrial groups,
and ultimately to influence the way in which current legislation regulating the
liquidation of trusts and trade unions is by passed.

2. Progress and development of enterprise groups, 1950s-1970s. After the end
of the Second World War, a new stage in the development and formation of financial-
industrial groups begins. The main catalyst being the unstable situation of the global
economy, caused by huge destruction, the depletion of the material and financial
resources of European countries and their settlements.

At the same time, the spheres of political and economic influence have also
changed. For example, Germany has lost resource-rich territories under its
protectorate and the UK has become one of the largest debtors with fabulous debts to
the USA. For this reason, in the 50s of the XX-th century. The process of unification
of business in various areas of the producing economy began. As a result, in the 60s
of the XX-th century, the financial-industrial group becomes the main form of
organization of monopolistic unions: around financial-banking institutions or holding
companies joined enterprises with purely formalistic economic independence
[Timoshina T., 2004].

An 1mportant role in this process was the scientific and technical revolution,
which influenced the progress and development of financial and industrial groups.
These, in comparison with the first half of the XX-th century. Little by little, they
also started to control the field of information and telecommunications technologies,
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a process that lasted until the early '80 of the XX-th century. The merger of different
companies into groups has made it possible to significantly increase industrial
production in European countries and the USA, leading to their economic dominance
globally.

3. Advising the positions of enterprise groups on the market, 1980-2010. The
early '80s of the XX-th century starts the beginning of a new stage in the development
and consolidation of the positions of financial-industrial groups, a factor facilitated
by the process of acquiring shares in various joint-stock companies that were of
economic interest to large financial groups.

Thus, financial-industrial groups became owners of control packages in
subordinate companies, turning over time into holding companies. This process has
been influenced by the decline in industrial production in Western European
countries and in the USA, which has also led to the diversification of financial and
industrial groups, which have activated their actions to procure the shares of
companies from other countries. The analyzed stage is also noted by the massive
emergence of financial-industrial groups in the sphere of service provision: insurance
companies, consulting structures (consulting) etc.

3. Discussion and materials

It should be emphasized that these forms of enterprise groups have been
recommended, both theoretically and practically, as being efficient in business in the
world economy. In the early 2000, about a quarter (25%) of all world production was
under the control of some 600 financial-industrial groups [Utkin E., 1998].

This indicator gives us the right to conclude that financial-industrial groups have
become an integral part of the major economic, political and social structures in the
States, with the possibility of influencing not only the economy, but also the policy of
States or unions of States.

The reasons for the emergence of financial-industrial groups, analyzed above,
were also described by economist Rudolf Hilferding in the monograph of Financial
capital. In the opinion of this author, the tasks of the process of merging bank capital
and an industrial capital in financial capital are [Hilferding R., 1969]:

1) stimulating transformations in the economy;

2) improving the investment climate;

3) development of competitiveness of domestic goods;

4) acceleration of technical-scientific progress.

Analysis of the methodological bases of financial-industrial capital allows the
identification of the content, in which both are present subjects, object, and reports of
these [Orekhov S., Seleznev V., 2005].

The subjects of financial and industrial capital are financial and credit
institutions, insurance companies, investment and pension funds, and production
structures such as industrial, transport, trade, etc.

The object of financial-industrial capital, as seen in general, is the financial
means, their training, their distribution and their use in accordance with the intended
purposes. At the same time, these financial means represent a potential future of all
factors of production, such as: labor, capital, land, etc.
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4. Results

With financial means can be procured the material factors necessary for
production (buildings, construction, machinery, land, etc.). They can be used to
acquire the driving forces of production such as: labor, by paying wages, training and
recycling, raising the qualification of employees; at the same time, they can be spent
on the foundation of new financial-banking institutions, reorganization of enterprises,
organization of new financial-industrial objects. This allows to identify financial-
industrial capital as an integral system of self-production, which being relatively
isolated from other economic structures, is able to found its own enterprises.

5. Conclusion

The nature of financial-industrial capital ratios is characterized by a process of
integration, of forming a single group with various interlinkages between the subjects
on the basis of this objective.

If, up to the formation of financial-industrial capital, each subject had its sphere
of activity (banking institutions - circulation of financial resources, enterprises -
production or other types of enterprise, etc.), had characteristic functions, tasks and
objectives, had distinct forms of income, when the financial-industrial capital
formation process combines spheres of activity (financial and banking institutions are
part of production and other entrepreneurial activities, new entrepreneurial structures
are being created, businesses set up financial and banking institutions, etc.) through
various types of entrepreneurial activity (trust operations, system of participation,
etc.), organic interpenetration of functions, purposes of their activity, but most
importantly (accentuates), takes place the accumulation and consolidation of forms of
income that are integrated into a whole.

6. Conclusions

Summarizing the above, we can conclude that the activity of the financial-
industrial group represents the activity of its members, which is carried out in
accordance with the contract for the establishment of the financial-industrial group
and the project of its organization, being oriented towards obtaining profits.

The benefit of the financial-industrial group represents the consolidated profit of
the group members. When drawing up the consolidated balance sheet, the benefit is
reflected in the balance sheet of the central company. The manner and directions of
spending the profit or covering the losses shall be ascertained by the decision of the
board of directors of the financial-industrial group, unless the incorporation contract
provides otherwise.
