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Abstract: Constant communication with patients and their relatives, being in a circle of
complex human problems, negative emotions of fear, pain, as well as a sense of responsibility for
life and recovery of patients, high competence and continuous professional development - this is not
a complete list of reasons healthcare is so vulnerable to emotional burnout.

Key words: emotional burnout, optimism, chronic stress, emotions of fear, self-improvement,
medical students.

The problem of emotional burnout is relevant to health professionals around the
world. Physicians, such as teachers, educators, and social workers, belong to human-to-
human occupations that are particularly vulnerable to burnout. From 25% to 75%,
depending on the medical specialty, experience this problem.

In today's world, people are forced to live under chronic stress. Constant workload,
high demands on the professionalism of employees, competition, perpetual lack of time,
turbulent time in Ukraine (ATO), aggressive influence from the media, advertising,
increasing the information load - all these factors can lead to mental balance, even the
most stable and mentally balanced person. Medical students are a special group that is
subject to the influence of both the above factors and the direct specific impact of the
learning process on the chosen profession. Emotional burnout was first talked about
abroad about 40 years ago and referred to as "burnout". The term emotional burnout was
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introduced by H. Freindenberg in 1974 to describe healthy people who are socially
active and work in a human-human system in an emotionally charged atmosphere. There
are various definitions of burnout, such as "symptom complex of the consequences of
long working hours and certain types of occupational crisis" and "developed by the
individual mechanism of psychological protection in the form of complete or partial
exclusion of emotions in response to electoral traumatic factors."

According to most researchers, there are three components to determine the
degree of "burnout". There are the following groups of manifestations of professional
burnout: psychophysiological, socio-psychological and behavioral.
Psychophysiological symptoms include: constant tiredness in the morning and
evening, emotional and physical exhaustion, decreased perception and reactions,
general weakness, decreased activity, deterioration of blood biochemistry and
hormonal parameters, frequent headaches, weight loss or loss, insomnia, constant
inhibition. other. Manifestations of socio-psychological symptoms of burnout are:
indifference, boredom, passivity, depression, decreased emotions, feelings of
depression, increased irritability to minor and minor events, frequent nervous
breakdowns (outbursts of anger or withdrawal - refusal to communicate), constant
negative feelings. emotions (guilt, resentment, shame, suspicion, awkwardness),
feelings of hyper-responsibility and constant feelings of fear (that "will not work"), a
general negative attitude to life and professional prospects. As for behavioral
symptoms, they include: feeling that work is getting easier and harder to do, feelings
of futility, disbelief in improvement, decreased enthusiasm, indifference to results,
failure to perform important tasks and for eating on small details, alcohol and drug
abuse and tobacco.

You can also identify external and internal prerequisites for the emergence of
emotional burnout. Medical students may be affected by these preconditions.
Optimism is one of the personal qualities that can be developed by psychological
methods, which to some extent determines a person's life and destiny. There are two
main types of optimism: attributive and dispositional. Most researchers understand
optimism as a feeling of confidence associated with generalized, positive
expectations about different areas of life, which is manifested in different situations.
According to some authors, optimism is a prerequisite not only for mental health,
which is very important not only for medical students but also for doctors. According
to our research conducted on the basis of one of the medical universities in our
country, it was found that those students who were determined by the average and
high level of optimism have a lower risk of burnout, are more successful in learning,
have authority in their groups and are more motivated to medical activity.

The role of optimism in the formation of the future doctor is ambiguous.
Optimism and as an antagonist - pessimism is considered an important psychological
constructs of personality that express evaluative judgment to the perception of reality.
Optimism and pessimism, as a component of positive thinking, affect the
development of various spheres of our lives, both positive and negative, which
directly affects health, including psychological. Nowadays, there are two main
approaches to optimism: dispositional and optimism as an attributive style. These
approaches are complementary. The main idea of the dispositional approach to
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optimism is that human behavior, including the future doctor, is built around a certain
goal and aimed at achieving it. This kind of optimism is closely related to the
phenomenon of motivation. The attributive style of optimism is based on the
postulate that people interpret events and behavior, seek to clarify certain actions.
The style of attribution, formed by a certain combination of factors, underlies a
person's tendency to positive or negative expectations. The expression of optimism is
the main indicator of positive thinking, and the expression of pessimism - negative.

The process of forming such professionally important personality traits as
optimism, initiative, confidence and motivation is one of the important problems of
modern psychology. According to the analysis of literature sources, optimism is
closely related to motivation, emotional and sensory spheres, initiative and
confidence. On the one hand, confidence, which gives birth to beliefs in one's own
rightness and courage in expressing one's convictions, optimism - provides disclosure
of creative potential, development of abilities for energetic actions, as well as ease of
initiative and ability to resist circumstances. On the other hand, these mental
personality traits of the future doctor lead to academic success, which is part of the
formation of a successful and psychologically healthy doctor, which is a prerequisite
for a healthy population.

Conclusions.

Psychoanalytic qualities such as self-control, self-esteem, as well as stress-
resistant qualities, physical fitness, self-suggestion, optimistic ability to switch and
control one's emotions are important for the prevention of this syndrome.

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Abstract: one of the important tasks of the national system of postgraduate education is to
solve the problem of improving the language personality of a teacher with developed verbal and
linguistic intelligence on the basis of an integrated approach in the process of professional
development. The integrated approach allows effectively form the teacher's personality with a well-
developed speech culture, speech skills and abilities. The article is devoted to the analysis of
problems of development of verbal intelligence of teachers. It is proved that the developed verbal
intelligence of the formed language personality of the teacher is an effective factor of his successful
pedagogical activity. It is substantiated that the developed verbal intelligence allows the teacher to
study successfully during life, to achieve significant results in conscious perception and abilities
and creativity. The development of the teacher's verbal intelligence contributes to the formation and
improvement of his communicative competence, oratory skills, which are necessary for successful
pedagogical interaction. The article describes three main components of the teacher's verbal
intelligence, which should be improved in the process of postgraduate study: language erudition,
language sense and language fullness. The psychological qualities and pedagogical abilities of
teachers related to the development of their verbal intelligence are also determined. The article lists
the main tasks and conditions for the successful development of verbal intelligence of teachers in
postgraduate education. The expediency of diagnosing teachers to determine the level of
development of their personal potential in the formation of verbal intelligence is also proved, and
the most popular assessment methods are named. In addition, the article presents a specific model
of formation of verbal intelligence of the teacher, which is presented in the functions important for
the process and results of pedagogical activities, as well as in the relevant blocks of professional
training programs.

Introduction.

With the development of the Internet, information systems and electronic
devices, people in all spheres of life are constantly generating huge amount of
data. Big data changes our life and work. Big data has gradually become a
valuable resource and will have a revolutionary impact on politics, the military,
the economy, society and scientific research in the future. The era of big data has
also greatly influenced education and is undergoing a transformation integrating
technology and ideas. Modern education is in dire need of introducing a new
generation of information technologies (cloud computing, mobile Internet,
industrial Internet of things, big data, and etc.) into education. In the context of big
data, it is necessary not only to reform the educational concept, change the
learning mode, and develop various learning plans, but also create a flipped
classroom to improve the understanding of data and the ability of teachers to learn.
Opportunities and challenges coexist for both educators and learners. This article
studies the role of electronic teaching manuals in education.

With the continuous development of the Internet and big data, people's learning
mode is no longer limited to the traditional offline mode, and online learning mode is
increasingly adopted by more and more people. The market size of online learning in
China is increasing year by year. Not only students improve themselves through
online learning, but also more and more teachers break the traditional concept of on-
site learning and begin to improve their teaching ability through online learning. As
early as 2012, the Ministry of Education put forward specific requirements for
teachers in the Ten-year Development Plan for Education Informatization (2011-
2020). Especially under the influence of COVID-19, online learning has become an
important way for teachers to improve their teaching ability. At present, the domestic
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researches on teachers' online learning mainly focus on the problems and solutions of
teachers' online learning, the advantages of teachers' online learning and the
construction of teachers' online learning platform. However, most scholars pay too
much attention to the network learning itself, but ignore its influence on the
improvement of teachers' teaching ability. Therefore, it is necessary to study the
relationship between teachers' adoption behavior of making full use of various
resources on the e-learning platform and the improvement of teaching ability.

The statistical software used in this paper is SPSS software. Since the
questionnaire contains text data, the data is preprocessed at first.

Thus, A, B, C, D are 1, 2, 3, 4 respectively. For multiple choice, each option in the
multiple choice is regarded as a single question. If the respondent chooses this option,
it is marked as "1"; if the respondent does not choose this option, it is marked as "0".
Then, SPSS software was used for statistical analysis of the samples. According to
the results of statistical analysis, some suggestions are put forward for the application
of mobile learning in teaching.

According to the previous survey experience, when the reliability is below
0.5, the questionnaire reliability is poor; when the reliability is between 0.5-0.7,
the questionnaire reliability is general; when the reliability is between 0.7-0.8, the
questionnaire reliability is good; when the reliability is above 0.8, the
questionnaire reliability is quite good. The Kronbach coefficient of the research
object 1s 0.659, and the Kronbach coefficient based on the standardized scalar is
0.763 > 0.7. The reliability coefficient is relatively large, so the questionnaire does
not need to be modified.

Among the 201 subjects surveyed, 114 respondents believe that mobile
learning can make learning more autonomous and convenient, with a clearer goal,
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and strengthen and promote learning effect, accounting for 56.7%. It can be seen
that most respondents still have a positive attitude towards mobile learning and
can also strengthen their learning effects in the process of mobile learning. This
conclusion provides data support for us to carry out teaching reform in the context
of mobile learning. In the survey, most of the respondents hold a positive attitude
towards mobile learning, so we studied the learning resources that the respondents
hope students can obtain more in the context of mobile learning. It can be seen
from the results of the survey that explanation video, multimedia courseware and
simulation are more students' concern. At the same time, the Chi-square test (that
i1s a nonparametric statistical test that allows us to understand the relationship
between categorical variables of a dataset and determines the correlation among
categorical data grouping) was conducted between respondents' overall evaluation
of mobile learning and respondents' spending on mobile learning. In the analysis,
the level of significance was 0.05. According to the checking calculation, the P
value between the two 1s 0.007<0.05. Therefore, in statistics, the relationship
between the two is considered to be significant, which provides a strong basis for
the later teaching reform in colleges and universities.

As part of the work on the master's thesis, we considered the issues of preparing
electronic teaching aids of a modern level, including not only textual information, but
also visual aids (presentations, video clips, engineering models and drawings, etc.).
The structure of the developed elements of the electronic educational and
methodological complex is shown in Figure 1.

As practice has shown, such a structure and content of educational materials of
the electronic teaching materials contributes to the systematic development of
educational material and the involvement of students in almost all stages of the
educational process: from the development and adoption of learning objectives to
reflection and evaluation (self-assessment) of educational results through
independent, educational and research work.
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Conclusion.

It has been established that changing the goals and content of education is
the leading link in the process of informatization of the educational process.
Technological re-equipment of the educational process associated with

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Abstract. Nowadays the problem of preparation of a surgeon is one of the most important in
modern medical education. The article outlines the place of surgery in this process and describes
some ways to make teaching surgery more effective. Therefore, the purpose of the study was to
describe the methodology of dealing with cognitive activities. The work analyses how to organize
cognitive activities, demands for choosing the material, stages of dealing with such tasks. The
article proves that dealing with cognitive activities doesn’t only contribute to the professional
formation of a doctor, but also develop soft skills, logical and creative thinking, the ability to study
and obtain new knowledge.

Introduction.

First of all, building a model requires defining the theoretical foundations that
will coordinate the modeling process, as well as become its necessary components.

Such theoretical foundations in the context of our study are the peculiarities of
mental cognitive processes in students, the requirements for the organization and
implementation of the educational process into higher education, the characteristics
and conditions of application of educational tasks.

Main part.

Mental cognitive processes (sensation, perception, memory, imagination,
thinking and speech) play an important role in the activities, learning and education
of students. Assimilation of knowledge, development of opinions, practical actions
are based on the work of mental processes, especially thinking. The effectiveness of
the specialist is determined not only by the properties of his or her personality, but
also by the level of functioning of cognitive processes. Therefore, the formation of
the personality of the specialist involves the activation and improvement of mental
cognitive processes in accordance with the requirements of the specialty and
professional activity in general.
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Student age is the age of sufficiently high development of cognitive processes.
Students, as a rule, have developed a fairly stable attention, the ability to listen and
observe the demonstrated objects and phenomena, the ability to follow the logic of
the development of thought (lecturer) of the teacher.

The young students have a well-developed verbal and logical memory, which
the lecturer often focuses on. The student is inclined to reflection, reasoning, students
find solutions to scientific problems both in the process of listening to lectures and in
the process of performing independent work.

Thus, cognitive activity in the training of highly qualified specialists should
consist of internally interrelated actions, a logical sequence that leads to the
establishment of a qualitatively new relationship between individual factors.

The first stage of cognitive activity is perception (discovery of new knowledge).
As a method of activating the cognitive activity of students at this stage it is
recommendable to use the creation of problem situations. Solving problem situations
can be done in different ways: by independent research (pre-given tasks and
consultations on this issue) or by informing the teacher of the information needed to
solve this problem. But in both cases, the search for the unknown in such situations
coincide with the process of learning new knowledge. The role of the teacher is to
manage the process of finding answers to questions.

Here is one of the general laws of the process of assimilation - the intellectual
activity of the individual. If the teacher shows students how to solve a number of
problems on a particular topic, he or she teaches future professionals how to find and
solve problems, i.e. prepares for research.

Another way to enhance cognitive activity is to prepare reports on specific
issues. Students are given a lesson plan in advance and at their own request they
choose individual questions and work at them, choose literature, prepare reports for
9-10 minutes. After consulting with the teacher, these messages are made during the
lesson. This method of requires some effort on the part of the teacher. The lesson
begins with the teacher himself, who brings the students to the questions chosen for
the students, then summarizes their messages and draws a conclusion or leads to it,
and the conclusion is made by the students themselves. The methods of activating
cognitive activity also include the use of technical means of learning.

The second stage of cognitive activity is the acquisition of knowledge. It takes
the form of internal mental processes, which are “hidden”, i.e. the course of which
can not be directly observed, and therefore the assimilation can be judged only on
three grounds: understanding, skills, memory. The level of knowledge acquisition is
determined by the method of control. Thus, students’ cognitive activity is stimulated
by: problems in learning, independent search for answers to questions, active
participation in mutual evaluation of the performed work, correlation of the results of
their own activities with the sample, the influence of the teacher.

The organization and implementation of the educational process in a
professional school is the second theoretical prerequisite for the development of
teaching methods, which is implemented in accordance with existing laws, principles
using the necessary didactic tools.
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The concept of regularity in pedagogics has the character of the application of
the law in specific circumstances. The law is an objective, essential and necessary
phenomenon that is repeated. One of the main laws of pedagogics is the accordance
of teaching and education with the level of productive forces, industrial relations,
scientific and technological, social, cultural and spiritual progress of the society. This
law is applied at all the times and epochs and confirms that the state of education
reflects the level of development of society.

Requirements for the organization of the educational process in higher education
are determined by didactic principles, which are based on didactic laws and patterns.

Regularities of the pedagogical process, as confirmed by didactics, are stable
manifestations of this law, but narrower, more local and more specific than the
general effect of the law.

Some regularities related to the pedagogical process are:

e the pedagogical process is determined by the needs of society in educated and
comprehensively developed professionals who are trained by education. Thus,
the social orientation of education and upbringing, the implementation of the
educational order of the state is the main pattern of pedagogical process;

e the pedagogical process is integral and natural, and learning s its leading part.
Its educational, developmental and upbringing functions act as a natural
systemic integrity;

o the pedagogical process depends on the individual and age capabilities of
school-students and students;

e the pedagogical process naturally depends on the material conditions of its
organization and functioning (staffing, material and methodological base,
computers, financing, etc.).

The effectiveness of the pedagogical process depends both on taking into

account these patterns, and on the implementation of its basic principles.

The principles of the pedagogical process are the basic, fundamental rules,
attitudes, requirements of pedagogical science, which are based on its laws, the
implementation of which contributes to the effectiveness of pedagogical activities.
The principles of the pedagogical process are classified in different ways, in
particular:

v/ by its target component: humanistic orientation; ensuring the unity of the

tasks of teaching, education and development; professional orientation;

v by its content component: scientific; accessibility and intelligibility;
systematic and systematic learning;

v by its operational component: activity, consciousness and independence of
learning; clarity of teaching;

v by the evaluation and performance component: the strength of knowledge
acquisition and the formation of skills and abilities;

v  according to the results of education: democratization; incentives for self-
education.

All these groups are subject to the principles of taking into account individual

characteristics; optimization of the pedagogical process.
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The main elements of the pedagogical process, the understanding of which
creates an opportunity to understand the meaning of didactic principles - form,
method, technique, means.

The main types of educational activities, which are distinguished by types of
educational activities are lectures, seminars, practical, laboratory classes, independent
work of students.

According to the regulations on the organization of the educational process in
the Free Economic Zone, independent work of students is the main means of
mastering educational material, an important part of the training process. This is a
special form of educational activity aimed at forming the independence of students
and their assimilation of a set of knowledge, skills and abilities.

Teaching methods determine the method of knowledge transfer and the
development of students’ skills and abilities. This 1s the way the teacher acts in
relation to the student under the guidance of the teacher. The method of teaching is
considered to be the way by which the teacher organizes, directs, manages the work
of students to master the basics of science. In the pedagogical literature, along with
the term "method" there is the term "reception", i.e. a detail of the method. “Learning
tool” is what is taught: books, dictionaries, visual aids, technical aids.

When choosing teaching methods it is necessary to take into account the
following factors:

1. The possibility of specific methods in the implementation of specific goals

and objectives of the lesson.

2. Correspondence of methods to the specifics of the subject, content and

selected forms of education.

. Using the most intensive teaching methods that save students’ time.

4. Educational approach: helping to form a personal broad spectrum of views of
the individual, rather than imposing the “right’.

. Andragonic approach: systematic use of adult learning features.

6. Developmental approach: the formation of the ability to think, think and use

knowledge, not just know.

7. Wide involvement in the educational process of the students’ own experience.

8. Combination of active group teaching methods.

If we consider teaching methods as a logical way of educational work, the
following methods are distinguished:

- analytical (breakdown of the whole into parts);

- synthetic (combination of parts and analysis of the whole);

- inductive (logical transition from general to specific);

- method of analogies (conclusion based on preferences of single events);

- method of obtaining consequent data (obtaining new knowledge on the basis

of previously acquired).

Conclusion.

Only implementation of different methods into educational process can boost the
development of a modern specialist, who will be able to assimilate new knowledge
and skills every day , as modern science is constantly developing, and postindustrial
society needs specialists who can study quickly and effectively.

The
peculiarities of teaching legal disciplines in non-legal institutions of higher education are studied
and the effectiveness of various teaching methods used in the process of preparing students is
analyzed. Methodical methods of teaching legal theory with the help of explanation, logical
thinking and communicative means are described.
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Abstract. The paper addresses up to date task of effective introduction of computer-based
learning tools into the educational process. Basic principles, features and methods of development
and utilization of electronic courses in modern educational institutions are considered.
Characteristics that should be inherent in the electronic textbook (manual) are emphasized, so that
the e-textbook not only does not yield to traditional textbooks in the quality of comprehension of the
educational material, but also employs the digital technology benefits for interactive and dynamic
presentation of material, visualization of the studied processes and phenomena.

The paper presents the electronic textbook on electrostatics developed by the author for
students of technical universities, which corresponds to the current syllabus of the discipline and
implements the basic requirements for the technology of creation and use of computer-based
learning tools. Brief description of the textbook, its content and principles of operation are given.
The e-textbook contains examples of solving problems demonstrated in animated and static way.
That allows teacher to control the step-by-step process of solving problem, to demonstrate
animated simulation of physical phenomena, followed by discussion and theoretical assessment,
which increases interest and motivation of students to study physics. The main purpose of the e-
textbook when used in practical classes is to teach students to solve problems on their own.
Presentation of tasks in the animated way allows to demonstrate reference solution in the form of
algorithmic steps, when each subsequent step appears on the screen after most of the students have
completed the previous one. Students who have succeeded to solve the task on their own can check
their solution with the reference one, and those who have not can get a hint.

Analysis confirms that carrying out practical classes in physics with use of our e-textbook is
effective. Results of the research have shown that 68% of students who took part in the experiment
have mastered methods of solving problems at the sufficient level. About 80% of students have
indicated that the use of electronic and multimedia technologies in physics classes is expedient.

1. INTRODUCTION

The problem statement. In recent years novel information technologies (IT)
gain even more and more appreciable role in education. Modern educational process
can hardly be imagined without utilization of electronic textbooks, manuals, task-
books, simulators, laboratory workshops, catalogs, handbooks, encyclopedias, testing
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and control systems and other computer-aided learning tools (CLT).

There are different levels of use of novel information technology in the
educational system. At the first level, novel IT serve as tools for solving certain
pedagogical tasks within the traditional education framework and supplement
traditional teaching methods. CLTs here provide support for the educational process
alongside with other (non-computer) learning tools. At this level, CLTs are used in
the passive form.

The active role of information technology is exercised at the second level. Now
the CLTs provide new opportunities with higher quality, comparing to the traditional
educational and methodical tools.

Analysis of recent studies and publications. With the literature analysis [1] -
[5], we can identify the following main advantages of using CLTs:

- making conditions for independent study of the educational material (self-
education, distance education), which allows student to choose a convenient place
and time to work with CLTs, as well as the convenient pace of the educational
process;

- deeper individualization of training and providing conditions for its variability
(in particular, with application of adaptive CLTs, adjustable to the current level of
training);

- possibility to train with simulations of the studied objects and processes
(including those that are difficult to observe in practice);

- ability to imagine and interact with virtual three-dimensional images of the
studied objects;

- ability to present unique information materials in the form of multimedia
(paintings, manuscripts, video clips, sound recordings, etc.);

- possibility of the automated control and more objective evaluation of
knowledge and skills;

- ability to automatically generate a large number of non-repetitive tasks to
control knowledge and skills;

- possibility of more convenient search and access to the information in CLTs
(hypertext, hypermedia, bookmarks, automated indexes, keyword search, full-text
search, etc.);

- creating conditions for the effective implementation of progressive
psychological and pedagogical methods (game forms of learning, experimentation,
"immersion" into virtual reality, etc.).

Technological advantages of CLTs include:

* increasing rapidness of development;

* easier updating and development;

* easy duplication;

« easier distribution (especially with internet).

The use of CLTs in the educational process advantages in:

* increasing the quality of education;

 reducing the cost of organizing and carrying out training events;

« redistribution of the teachers’ workload from routine to creative activities
(work on research and methodological problems, creation of teaching aids
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(including CLTs), preparation of non-standard educational tasks, individual
work, etc.);

* increasing efficiency of providing the educational process with teaching
aids (CLTs) when the structure and content of education is changing
(development of new specialties, etc.), which results in increased mobility
of the educational system.

But, along with the advantages, the use of CLTs has a number of requirements:

» the need to have a computer (with the Internet access) and appropriate
software to work with CLTs;

* the need to have computer skills;

« it may be difficult of perceive large amounts of text material from the
screen;

* insufficient interactivity of CLTs (which is significantly greater comparing
with the book, but less than in full-time education) is the disadvantage;

* also, the disadvantage of CLTs is lack of direct and regular control over the
curriculum implementation.

The main reason for conceptual errors in the CLTs design is ignoring the
tendency that CLTs should implement all the best from traditional teaching aids and
at the same time surely provide new qualities of education. This requirement is the
basic rule of conceptual design of CLTs.

Investigations show that even nowadays adaptation of CLTs into the educational
process is not sufficient; a lot of digital learning resources available online use static
computer screens [6], [7]. In our opinion, there are four main factors that hinder the
mass creation and spread of CLTs:

e lack of financial support for the design and widespread implementation of the

large number of CLTs in Ukraine;

¢ the existing education system is not sufficiently prepared for the active use of

CLTs, their integration into the educational process and organization on the

basis of this technology;

e shortage of qualified developers;

e absence of the developed methodology.

All the aforementioned flaws currently require intense and active improvement
in connection with the urgent increase of the role of distance education and CLTs in
conditions of complex pandemic situation in the world. The force majeure due to the
pandemic has rose a question of immediate integration of CLTs into the traditional
educational process and use of advantages of such a combination approach in future.

It is well known that students are the basic category of the electronic textbook
users. The role of teachers is to create the necessary conditions for their learning with
the use of CLTs and to provide organizational, technical and methodological support.

Application of CLTs also allows teachers to collect statistical data on students’
results and learning engagement in order to evaluate their knowledge and estimate
quality of education [8]. In order to organize the educational process, the control of
students’ knowledge, skills and abilities and to analyze the results of evaluation,
teachers carry out the following:
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» educational testing of students, evaluation of their training and formation of
individual tasks, which determine the content and scope of educational material,
as well as indicators that reflect the requirements for the formed knowledge;

» adjustment of electronic textbooks in accordance with the prepared tasks;

» check of the electronic textbook functionality taking into account the set
adjustments;

» preparation of planned schedules for students;

» organizational and methodological support of activities where electronic
textbooks are used;

» control of the students’ work with electronic textbooks, analysis and estimation
of the results, adjustment of individual tasks and schedules on the basis of these
estimations.

Teachers and methodologists choose the types of CLTs and specific learning
tools, besides, the design of electronic textbooks should be specialized for the studied
discipline. For example, e-textbook in Physics should contain visualizations of
physical phenomena, simulation of processes, manipulatable animations, interactive
formulas, hints for solving problems, etc [9].

The following conditions are set for design and use of electronic textbooks [1] -
[5], [10] - [11]:

1. Electronic textbook is used to present a large amount of educational material,
covering in general the theoretical and technological parts of any course (discipline).

2. If the electronic textbook is developed for a relatively wide range of students,
then the represented material should not be highly specialized.

3. It i1s expedient to create electronic textbooks to compensate the lack of
educational material sources.

4. When deciding on the introduction of electronic textbooks into the
educational process, it should be kept in mind that the greatest effect of its use
appears when the bulk of theoretical and technological training is carried out by
students independently with electronic textbooks, while the emerging difficulties and
issues are addressed during additional practical classes and individual consultations
with teachers. If organizers of the educational material set a goal to implement such a
technique, then the choice of electronic textbooks as the type of CLTs is justified.

When using electronic textbooks, one can implement the following ways to
access the training material:

* by means of a block of content, the elements of which refer to the relevant

structural units of the learning material, and means of navigation;

* by means of an index page, reference page and components that contain links

to the structural units of the learning material;

* by means of search tools for the learning material;

* by means of user’s bookmarks that are associated with the structural units of

the learning material.

It should be emphasized that the electronic textbook is not supposed to be
analogous to printed textbooks. It should not duplicate a traditional textbook, where
texts and illustrations are presented in a static form, as far as it is always more
convenient to read printed text from the book than the static text on the monitor
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screen. Reading digital texts from the screen takes longer time and is inferior in
reading comprehension to the printed ones. However, with the printed textbook
readers cannot observe the dynamics of physical process [6].

Computer technology aimed to transfer educational information to students
allows to implement the following didactic principles:

v’ Principles of scientificity, systematicity and consistency.

v The principle of clarity.

v' The principle of combination of individual approach to learning with

collective forms.

v’ The principle of connection between theory and practice.

v’ The principle of efficiency.

v’ The principle of activity.

v’ The principle of independence.

v’ The principle of motivation, etc.

The basic psychological principles of human-computer interaction should be
taken into account when designing and using electronic textbooks and manuals.
Violation of such principles is often manifested in the following:

* Excessive computer assistance to a person in some situations, and insufficient

computer assistance in others;

» redundancy of informative dialogue;

» computer "failures", when computer gives answer not on the essence of the

considered problem or the asked question;

« insufficient motivation of the computer’s help;

* excessive categorical answers, etc.

All of the above may lead to the increase in time required to study the material,
instead of its expected decrease, and to lowering in motivation to learn, etc.

That’s why it is important to develop electronic textbooks which take
advantages of digital technologies and present information in the interactive and
dynamic form instead of the static reading. In that case, users of e-textbooks have
high efficiency of cognitive learning and increased interest and involvement in the
study [6].

The research goal. Considering the basic requirements for the technology of
creation and use of CLTs, we have developed the electronic textbook for students of
technical universities, which corresponds to the current syllabus of the General
physics course. The main goal of the textbook is to serve students in training to solve
problems on their own.

2. THE RESULTS AND DISCUSSION

In order to program the textbook we have used:

e Delphi software for programming interface (main menu);
e Multimedia software (Flash, SWISHmax) for producing animation;
e HTML.
The presented electronic textbook contains:
e Animated intro;
e Main menu (Fig. 1);
e Didactic material for carrying out practical classes on the main topics of
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Electrostatics (the list of topics is presented in Fig. 1):

The following didactic material is presented for elaboration of each topic of
practical lesson:

1. List of theoretical questions that the student should know. It is used to adjust
successive stages of learning theory and solving problems;

2. Brief theoretical information;

3. Methodical recommendations for solving problems. During work with this
material, the software allows to go to other pages of the electronic textbook,
where students can find formulas, definitions, methods of solving problems, etc.,
by clicking the links (underlined);

4. Examples of solving basic typical problems;

. Problems for independent work with different types of tasks and various levels
of complexity;

a) a list of concepts, laws, principles and methods required to solve problems;

b) list of the literature to study;

c) numbers of tasks that students have to solve in order to master the normative
level of knowledge and skills;

d) tables of homework options. The programming of each table allows student to
go to the text of the problem and to go to the answer for any table number by
clicking the underlined number or the word "answer", respectively.

Examples of solving problems are presented in two ways in the electronic

textbook:

1. Animated method. It reveals dynamics of the physical phenomenon, which is
described in the text of the problem; builds a physical model of the situation; writes
mathematical stage of solving the problem, presents numerical calculations
(arithmetic or graphical). The software allows to pause the animation at any moment
by clicking anywhere on it. To continue viewing the animation, one should click the
“run” icon.

2. Static method. There is a static demonstration of solving problem at the same
page, and user should scroll the page to view it. The static method gives a complete
solution to the problem in traditional way. Clicking hyperlinks (underlined) allows
users to go to other pages of the electronic textbook, where formulas, definitions,
methods for solving problems, etc., are presented.

Each page of the electronic textbook has function buttons on the left (Table 1).

- to go to the main menu from any page of the textbook;

When carrying out practical classes, utilization of our electronic textbook allows
to implement the following:

* to see computer simulations of physical situation mentioned in the task;

+ to manage students’ activities on the way of solving problem with the help of

heuristic means (a developed system of teacher-to-students questions);

 to manage the step-by-step process of solving problem;

* to see the reference solution of the problem on the screen (that is, it is
recommended not to demonstrate solutions of all problems at once, but to
give students opportunity to solve the problem individually and then compare
their solution with the reference).

Practical classes with the use of our e-textbook have been carried out as follows.

The first stage is the stage of acquaintance with the text of the problem. A brief
record of the data is the stage of its formalization, coding, creation of a symbolic
model of the problem, formulation of the problem in physical language. At this stage,
students have studied the text of the problem appearing on the screen, thoroughly
imagining phenomenon or process described in the problem formulation. After
getting acquainted with the text of the problem, students have recorded the
abbreviated data using the accepted physical symbols.

The second stage is the stage of analysis of the physical model, that is, a
comprehensive consideration of physical phenomena and processes related to the
problem. At this stage, a physical model of the situation, which is described in the
text of the problem, has been built on the screen. Teacher can stop the animation any
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time to consider comprehensively in details physical phenomena and processes
mentioned in the problem. Such an approach provides success of using problems as
one of the tools for learning physics.

At this stage, students' attention has been drawn to the fact that it is necessary to
determine the initial and final states of the process and parameters that characterize
them. That allows to clarify the conditions, to put appropriate subscripts for the
variables, and so on.

When clicking the “run” icon, the animation is continued and students can
observe "live" models of physical phenomena, which are described in the text of the
problem, with following discussion and theoretical assessment. That has aroused
students’ interest and created an atmosphere of collective creativity. Observation of
building of a physical model allows:

a) to identify the main elements of the physical model;

b) to determine how the state of objects changes and what is the reason for that
change;

c) to establish physical quantities that can characterize the properties of objects
and the conditions of their interaction.

The third stage is the stage of solving problems. This is the key stage in the
process of consideration of educational task. The patterns (laws, formulas, rules,
methods) that describe the phenomenon or process are found, that is, extracted from
students’ memory, during discussion of the data of the problem with students.

The fourth stage is the stage of obtaining the calculation formula. At this stage,
students check if the system of obtained equations is defined or if the number of
equations corresponds to the number of unknowns; otherwise, the data of the problem
is used to compile additional equations if necessary; then the system of equations is
solved in general, that is the calculation formula is obtained. At the first stages of
learning, the solution to the problem has appeared on the screen, but with time
students have been solving the problems by themselves and comparing their solution
with the reference, which appears on the screen.

The final stage is the stage of calculating and obtaining the magnitude of the
desired value. After completing this step, the reference calculations and the answer
appear on the screen for comparison.

The fourth and final stages are the stages of understanding the relation and
correspondence of physical and mathematical models of the solved problem.

In the solution mode, the task of managing students’ individual work has been
implemented as follows: the teacher manages the independent work of students with
the help of questions — "algorithmic steps". First, the time is given to the students to
perform a step of this algorithm on their own. Then, after the most of the students
have completed the task, the teacher opens the reference solution of this algorithmic
step on the screen. That is, a kind of "hint" is displayed on the screen for those
students who could not complete the task correctly, and those students who have
solved the task on their own now can check it with the reference solution.

Our electronic textbook also contains tables of options for homework. The
teacher can use them to carry out classes, tests or control work of students.

The electronic textbook contains: 10 animated examples of solving problems; 24
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static examples; 27 illustrations and 100 pages of text.

The developed electronic textbook can be used during practical classes, as well
as in distance education and during self-preparation of students at home.

3. CONCLUSIONS AND PROSPECTS FOR FURTHER RESEARCH

Analysis of the practical classes implemented with utilization of the developed
electronic textbook has shown that 68% of students who took part in the experiment
have mastered methods and ways of solving problems in the section "Electrostatics"
at the sufficient level. The survey of students has confirmed the effectiveness of this
learning tool (about 80% of students consider it expedient to use electronic and
multimedia technologies).

Basing on the practical application of the electronic textbook in the educational
process, the following is revealed:

1. Animated simulation of physical situations described in the problem helps
students to understand the text and imagine the processes more completely and
clearly.

2. Students gain the opportunity to get acquainted with rational methods of
solving problems, and at the same time with modern innovative learning
technologies.

3. The electronic textbook purposefully demonstrates the main stages of solving
the problem.

Prospects for further research and exploration include:

1. Development of computer games as tools for diagnosing knowledge, skills
and abilities to solve problems in physics.

2. Introduction of such games into the educational process.

In response to the recognition of human rights in China, Thailand in the middle of the late
twentieth century began to draw attention to special education. The governments of these countries
have strengthened policies to promote development of response of the special education needs of
children with disabilities.

In China, students can attend a general education school at their place of residence, or are
assigned a specific school where they receive general education but with special support, or
students can attend a special school in more difficult cases. depending on the special needs of the

In Thailand, an individualized education plan is being developed for individual students with
disabilities; schools should budget for special education services and materials, train teachers,
provide effective instruction, provide assistive technology, and strengthen school policies to
integrate children with disabilities into the regular classroom.

Among the technologies of educational training can be distinguished the
following modern technologies:

1. independent work (use of specific capabilities of the computer to increase the

visibility of materials, adaptation to the level of knowledge of students and
their psychological characteristics, the use of the project method, which
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allows you to independently plan, organize and control educational activities;

2. organization of communication on the basis of teleconferences and

videoconferences;

3. organization of training hours on the basis of training programs and

simulators;

4. preparation of training hours on the basis of the most up-to-date information

on the chosen topic;

5. organization of fast transfer of necessary information via the Internet (e-mail,

through social networks, forums, etc.) and providing feedback;

6. self-education of a teacher-educator, raising his professional level;

7. development of situational role-playing and intellectual games with the use of

computer technologies.

Thus, the main advantages of the electronic form of presentation of educational
information are compactness, significant expressive possibilities in the presentation

At the Department of Infectious Diseases and Epidemiology of Bukovynian
State Medical University, computer technologies are used to improve and simplify
the methodological support of training of VI year students in the discipline
"Infectious Diseases and Tuberculosis".

VI year students at the beginning of the academic year gain access to the
distance learning server in the Moodl system. Where the electronic version contains
blocks of guidelines for classroom practical classes and for independent
extracurricular study of topics identified through the standard curriculum "Infectious
Diseases and Tuberculosis" for independent work of students on the subject of
classes. In this way, they receive a theoretical information block on each topic of
classes, and also have the opportunity to test self-preparation for the next practical
lesson, solving test problems in the format of "Step 2", which is in each guide.

In addition to blocks of methodical instructions for classroom practical classes
and for independent extracurricular study, VI year students also receive in electronic
version blocks of test tasks on infectious diseases in the format "Step 2" from the
website of the Testing Center of the Ministry of Health of Ukraine.

In addition, the department in the VI year for "quality" assessment of the final
final control uses a computer program Google form. The preparation of students
during the cycle of infectious diseases for computer testing during the final module
control significantly increases the level of preparation of graduates for the diagnosis
and treatment of patients with infectious diseases.

Conclusions

Information technologies are becoming increasingly important in the
development of our country, as well as in the leading countries of the world.

The synthesis of
education, science and innovation allows to develop and implement new world-class
educational technologies, to form professional skills in high school graduates, to
ensure their competitiveness in the international market of medical services. One way
to address this issue is to use interactive teaching methods in the learning process of
students. Interactive learning is learning that is in-depth in the process of
communication. The organization of interactive learning involves modeling life
situations, the use of role-playing games, joint problem solving based on the analysis
of circumstances and the relevant situation [1,2,5].

The purpose of interactive learning is to create a comfortable learning
environment in which each student will feel successful in the study of medical
disciplines. One of the interactive methods is a case technique. The case-study
method, or the method of specific situations (from the English case - case, situation) -
is a method of active problem-situational analysis, based on learning by solving
specific problems — situations. This method refers to non-game simulation active
learning methods and is considered as a tool that allows you to apply theoretical
knowledge in solving practical problems. In essence, cases are integrated complex
situational tasks. Given the challenges of today, the lack of opportunity to work
directly with patients on the topic of the lesson, it is convenient to refer to the cases
[3-7].
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The main text

When studying the subject "Epidemiology with the principles of evidence-based
medicine" - practical skills are important, which is associated with a fairly frequent
occurrence of epidemic situations and outbreaks of infectious diseases. Despite the
fact that the Department of Infectious Diseases and Epidemiology of BSMU provides
counseling and treatment to infectious patients, providing the educational process
with thematic patients is not always possible. In addition, patients are often reluctant
to cooperate with students. The above determines the feasibility of using the case
method to study the section of epidemiology, which allows to develop and improve
interdisciplinary horizontal object integration, understanding the development of the
epidemic process and the development of effective anti-epidemic measures. Thus,
the purpose of our study was to test and implement in the educational process the
method of "case-study" at the Department of Infectious Diseases and Epidemiology
of BSMU and determine its effectiveness in studying the discipline "Epidemiology
and Principles of Evidence-Based Medicine". In particular, attention was focused on
the following goals: to learn to use theoretical material for the analysis of a specific
epidemic situation and planning of anti-epidemic measures, to develop systematic
integrated thinking, professional skills, ability to assess the degree of epidemic
danger.

We use a stupid method of conducting a practical lesson. Students are asked to
solve a specific epidemiological situation. The teacher controls their work, helps,
directs their actions in the right direction, avoiding direct consultations. Students
present a solution to the epidemic situation, expressing an opinion, followed by a
discussion in the form of answers to questions, solving atypical situational problems
prepared by the teacher. Students are encouraged to find mistakes, to search for the
necessary information to identify and correct them. During the joint discussion, the
role of the teacher is hidden, invisible. At the same time, the teacher monitors the
discussion process: - asks questions in time to help students take a step forward, and
at the same time evaluates the value of the ideas proposed earlier; - implements the
skills of the dialogue coordinator and connects the performances of individual
students so that the whole group can understand their importance. And only after a
joint discussion, the teacher returns to the traditional role and summarizes the lesson.

Active learning, in particular the case method, is significantly different from
passive: forced activation of thinking is used, when the subject is forced to be active
regardless of desire, because their activity should not be short-term or episodic, but
largely stable and long (throughout occupation); active learning stimulates
independent creative decision-making, increasing the degree of motivation and
emotionality of students. And, finally, the most important thing is that this approach
i1s directed beyond the educational space, goes into the sphere of professional
solutions to problems in a particular field of knowledge, forms interest and profile
motivation. It opens up opportunities for future professionals to study complex and
professionally significant issues in an emotionally favorable atmosphere of the
educational process, to use the experience gained in real practice.

Conclusions

1.The analysis of epidemic situations of tasks influences professionalization of
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students, forms interest and positive motivation for training and further practical
activity.

2. In solving the case, students not only use the acquired theoretical knowledge,
but also show their personal qualities, including the ability to work in a group, as well
as to demonstrate a level of understanding of the situation.

3. The case method allows to objectively assess the knowledge, practical skills,
professional skills of students, develops the clinical thinking of each individual
student and his intellectual potential.

Abstract. The article contains the data on the state and trends of higher education in the
European educational and scientific area and in the world. The fact of acceleration of quantitative
and qualitative development of higher levels of education — training of masters and young
researchers of PhD-level in the leading countries of the European Union has been proved. The
intensification of student mobility and the impact of this phenomenon on improving the quality of
higher education and the effeciency of educational activities have been studied. Quantitative data
on student flows within the European Higher Education Area are presented, positive and negative
phenomena in the topic “mobility” for the youth of Ukraine are noted. The need to support those
technologies that will determine the world economy over the next 10-15 years has been stated.The
highest quality specialist is a product that has already become international and this tendency will
only intensify in the future.

Key words: higher education, globalization and internationalization, Bologna process,
student mobility, quality of training of professionals.

Introduction

After the declaration of independency of Ukraine the citizens hoped to integrate
into the European Union and achieve the standards of life as in the most developed
countries of Europe. All Ukrainian leaders, who were given the opportunity to
govern, were marked by great differences in worldviews and their own priorities, but
in their practical actions they took few steps towards European integration.

Ukraine’s participation in the Bologna Process (2005), harmonization of
national education system with European standards (length and structure of
education, Diploma Supplement, etc.), visa rapprochement with the European Union
helped increase mobility and a number of students studying abroad. Journalists and
political experts used the term “brain drain” indicating the negative aspect of
mobility, but young people and the majority of the population were positive about
mobility and regarded it as an opportunity to be competitive specialists on the
international labour market.

At the same time, the Strategy for the Development of Higher Education for
2021-2031 points to the weak integration of higher education into the world and
European educational and scientific area: “lack of a mechanism to attract foreign
investment in the development of higher education; artificial barriers to participation
in European research and education programs; lack of motivation and guarantees of
external academic mobility of teachers; increasing the backlog of material and
technical support of the higher education institutions from the best world and
European universities; low level use of the potential of Ukrainian higher education
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institutions for training foreign citizens; asymmetry of student migration flows; weak
promotion of higher education of Ukraine in the international arena; insufficient level
of access to higher education for foreign students, favorable and safe learning
conditions; obstacles to the recognition of diplomas received in the Ukrainian higher
education institutions (Strategy, 2020; p. 25).

To speed up integration processes, the Ministry of Education and Science
leaders adopted a decision to publish research papers not in the long-established
network of Ukrainian professional journals, but only in those included in the Scopus
and Web of Science databases. The latter were too few in Ukraine, even for Sciences,
and practically absent for Humanities. There is no affirmative answer whether this
requirement has increased the world renown of Ukrainian science, but it has
considerably hampered dissertation defenses.

The aim of the article 1s to analyze the main trends in higher education
development and determine the impact of internationalization on the higher education
efficiency.

Results of the research

The ongoing globalization of economic and political aspects has an increasing
impact on higher education. Internationalization has become an important
manifestation of higher education’s response to opportunities and challenges of
globalization. J. Knight pointed out the most important “five elements of
globalization that affect the internationalization of higher education: knowledge
society, information and communication technologies, market economy, trade
liberalization, governance” (Knight, J. 2008; p. 5).

From the analysis of numerous manifestations of the main impacts, scientists
draw reasonable conclusions that globalization causes not only internationalization
within each state, but also widens education without borders. Undoubtedly, borders
are very important when it comes to responsibility for the quality of education, access
to it and funding of educational programs. “This is most noticeable within the various
regional associations of states created to achieve economic integration, social
cohesion and political security. The most successful of these are the European Union
and Council of Europe programs, the creation of the European Higher Education
Area (EHEA) within the Bologna Process and the European Research Area (ERA)
under the Lisbon Strategy” (Gorbunova, E. & Lariomova, M. 2005; pp. 127-128).

The Bologna Process and the Lisbon Strategy are an example of the
regionalization of international cooperation in Europe. The aim of the Bologna
Process is to make European higher education more attractive and competitive from
an international dimension. This is a good example to create various associations in
other parts of the world supporting international cooperation in higher education.

In the article “Internationalization of higher education, science and production
as a trigger for educating high quality professionals” the students population
according to the International Standard Classification of Education (ISCED) levels
was given for a great number of EHEA countries (2014/2015) (Debych, M., 2021).
Taking into account the latest sources of information and data for (2016/2017) there
is an opportunity to trace the dynamics of quantitative and structural changes in
higher education in some countries that in 2014 had more than half a million students.
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The ISCED means a system of standardized descriptions of education systems
created by UNESCO staff and experts at several levels in order to compare them for
national and international use. ISCED 5 is a short cycle of higher education with a
clear professional orientation (Ukrainian equivalent — junior specialist); ISCED 6 —
Bachelor; ISCED 7 — Master’s degree; ISCED 8 — Postgraduate studies (Doctoral
studies).

Data for 2014 and 2017 in this table allow drawing important conclusions about
the main trends in higher education development.

First, in most countries there has been an increase in a number of students of
university level. In Turkey, for example, almost 10% of the population receives
higher education at the university level. Everyone should be amazed by the example
of this country which managed to combine its cultural models with the accelerated
development of innovative industries and technological advances. Modern Turkey is
constructing the world’s largest bridges in 3-4 years (currently putting into operation
cities across the Dardanelles, because the Bosphorus has already reached the
necessary network of water and underwater connections), the airport with six lanes
can become a world record holder in volume transportation.

Second, shift of all major European higher education from bachelor’s degree not
only to master’s, but also to the highest PhD and doctoral. Data from table 1 prove
that some countries have increased a number of master’s and PhD holders capable of
independent scientific and technological research, thereby increasing the human
potential of the nation and creating the conditions for peaceful and sustainable
development.

Germany is the best example constantly increasing the contingents of the 7th
and 8th levels of ISCED and directing young people to the development of those
sciences and technologies that emerged not in the XIX but in the XXI century.
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Germany has become a world leader in the production of the superconducting electric
cables, a wide range of highly efficient electric motors, genetically modified bacteria
and fungi that produce food, chemicals, organic plastics and even ultrapure metals
without the use of means and technologies of the industrial period. This can be
explained by the fact that for almost 20 years the organization of public
administration in Germany has been performed by Ms. A. Merkel, who added to the
very high competence in Sciences (she is a doctor of quantum chemistry) the ability
to achieve economic and social success through strategically correct choices of the
most progressive areas of development. All other leaders of the West were educated
in Humanities or Political Sciences, so the superiority of Merkel over them in
understanding the importance of modern science and technology is very noticeable.

Schengen Border Zone, Bologna Process and the EU’s Erasmus+ and Horizon
Europe programs have made a positive contribution to the increase of foreign
students in European countries. It should be mentioned that Great Britain, Germany
and France have the largest number of international students in Europe. At the same
time, the requirement of “lifelong learning (LLL)” is reaching higher and higher
levels. This is due to the constant change of production technologies, the demise of
old mass professions and the arrival of completely new ones, which require not
physical strength, but depth and efficiency of thinking.

There is a widespread perception that the mobility of students, young
researchers and freelancers contributes to the quality of programs and research, and
strengthens the academic and cultural internationalization of European higher
education. All this is most useful not only for individual personal development, but
also increases the chances of good employment, builds respect for European cultural
diversity and significantly increases the ability to communicate with other peoples
(Bologna Report 2009; pp. 4-5).

For example, the European Higher Education Area in 2018 provides the latest
data on mobility indicators. In total, almost 2 million mobile students study in EHEA
institutions: 56% (1,109,203) are from non-EHEA countries and 44% (869,701) are
EHEA students studying in another EHEA country. However, these figures do not
satisfy the EU leaders and they plan to attract more from the above-mentioned areas
(Bologna Report 2018).

However, in this competition, EHEA members are forced to compete with many
countries from around the world, which are increasingly involved in the development
of mobility as an important aspect of improving the quality of their higher education
through its internationalization and globalization. New data show international
student mobility over the past 20 years (Education at a Glance, 2021).

These data are so convincing that they do not need any further explanation. A
small share of these global successes also belongs to Ukraine, which has created
smart legislation that promotes the growth of foreign students in the Ukrainian higher
education institutions (the greatest success is in the sector of higher medical
education). The most popular universities among foreign students are: Kharkiv
National University named after V.N. Karazin, Kharkiv National Medical University,
National Medical University named after O.0O. Bohomolets, Odessa National Medical
University, Zaporozhzhia State Medical University.

A number of higher education institutions in Ukraine that provided education to
foreign students in 2019-2020 was 455; 2020-2021 — 394. In 2019, a number of
foreign students reached 80,470; in 2020 — 76548 (from 155 countries). Most
students in the Ukrainian higher education institutions are from the following
countries: India (18095); Morocco (8832); Turkmenistan (5322); Azerbaijan (4628);
Nigeria (4227) (Foreign students in Ukraine, 2020).

Virtually all countries recognize the importance of higher education, and the
leading group is increasingly involved in a great race of brains, primarily the struggle
among themselves to attract the smartest heads. There is a consensus that everyone
needs new knowledge to make discoveries and innovations to ensure the growth of
national economies. At the same time, universities and other higher education
institutions will also play an important role in expanding national cultural and even
political influence on the planet. It is sorry to say that in the most influential
academic ranking of 2021, only two institutions from Kyiv and Kharkiv and
universities from Lviv and Sumy were included in the 1000+ best (QS World
University Rankings, 2021).

As a result of forced reflection on the conflict of civilizations and exacerbation
of demographic dangers and deadly pollution of the biosphere, the organizers of
previous academic ratings from the well-known agency The Times Higher Education
decided to drastically change policy. The need to fulfill 2015 resolution “On 17 goals
for sustainable development” lead to creation of rating on the environmental impact
of universities around the world — The Times Higher Education Impact Rankings,
2020 (Impact Rankings 2020). This decision was accepted and implemented by
Ukraine, which created a law at the national level (SDGs National Report UA, 2017).

The group of eco-oriented institutions of the world includes ten higher education
institutions from Ukraine, 9 from China and only two from Germany. The Times
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Higher Education Impact Rankings, 2021 has recently become available on the
Internet, halving the number of evaluated institutions (to 1,117 from 94 states).
Ukraine has 15 university-level institutions, a good figure (25th place). Let’s hope
that all world science and higher education will forget about past standards and focus
on creating environmentally friendly industries. In the last two years, their numbers
are growing very fast and soon the industrial livestock harmful to the biosphere will
disappear forever.

Finally, it is necessary to draw readers’ attention to one more aspect of
internationalization. It consists in the formation of a global system of the most
successful options for the organization of secondary education and all higher levels of
ISCED. In order to obtain important products in the most efficient way, from giant
planes to small smarties, which are quite perfect computers, the world’s leading
countries combine their resources and productive forces from the Third World,
contributing to its rapid progress.

Something similar, albeit less widespread, there exist in world education, where
globalization and economic competition have resulted in differentiation in the space
and time of education and training at all levels, including internships and professional
development. There is a slow disintegration of the practice of performing only in one
state. Instead of obtaining a master’s or PhD competency within one country, it
becomes more profitable to have basic and specialized schooling in one place (rich
families from Ukraine prefer the United States or the United Kingdom), a bachelor’s
or master’s program in a leading country “A”, postgraduate studies somewhere in
“B”, but the final professional development in the world’s best center with an MBA
or some other training in London or Harvard.

From all this the following conclusions can be made: the highest quality
specialist is a product that has already become international and this tendency will
only intensify in the future. But for this, it is necessary to shift scientific and
educational sphere to internationalization and sustainable development of economy.

Two main trends in higher education development have been distinquished,
namely an increase in a number of students of university level and shift of all major
European higher education from bachelor’s degree not only to master’s, but also to
the highest PhD and doctoral. The internationalization has a great impact on the
higher education efficiency, especially contributing to internationally oriented
professionals with high competence.

The main purpose is to promote the active potential of students by involving them in
dialogue and frank conversation, discussion of pediatric problems, argumentation of
opinion, analysis of their actions in dealing with situational clinical tasks when
working in the profile department and at the bedside. During interactive learning,
students learn to think critically, make informed decisions, communicate with each
other.

The main part.

It is absolutely obvious that textbooks and teaching manuals for foreign
students, even the most modern ones, can not develop practical skills in therapeutic
and pediatric discipline to future professionals. The central role in this process
belongs to the teacher. Creating an optimal environment in which international
students are able to perform treatment management of therapeutic patients and
children, be present during various manipulations is the main task of the teacher.

Feature of preparation is that to a new level in terms of ECTS (european credit
transfer system) of training necessary to carry out the formation of professional and
competent professional with diverse functional duties. Additionally, the introduction
of the ECTS system in the course of the so-called Bologna process is not yet entirely
completed. It takes some time for the universities to adapt this new system and that
can lead to inaccuracies and adjustments in the next years. In addition, you should
keep in mind that this evaluation work hours for an average student. But no student
average! We could spend a lot more time on the course, which is not so well
acquainted with the problem, and perhaps much less for the course, which is of
interest to us and is known.

For approved curricula the study of professionally oriented subjects submitted to
a final state certification, set aside about 25% of class time. Of these, 17,8% is
teaching lectures, 40,7% are independent extracurricular training of students and the
rest of the time is for the workshops. In such a shortage Initial time ensure the
necessary level of mastering practical skills of graduates has relevance.

The teacher motivates learning activities of students, encourages them to learn,
organizes the learning process for it to have the maximum effect. And this
organization should be held at the level of actions and capabilities of each individual
student. One of the most common problems of learning and mastering therapy and
pediatric disciplines by foreign students is the problem of free communication
between foreign students and patients, especially during the first years of study.

In this situation the teacher acts as an interpreter and that is the teacher who the
atmosphere between the student and the patient depends on, as well as the students’
interest in questioning and the patient’s confidence, discussion of various therapy and
pediatrical problems, debates, alternative treatment methods, taking into account the
opinion of each student, developing their clinical thinking.

Thus, the true concept of the terms “group” and “teacher” is revealed without
distinguishing between the group of students who want to learn or who can be taught,
and those who do not want to learn; in such situation the teacher aims to giving best
knowledge to everyone.

Using the methods of individual approach to each student in teaching therapy
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and pediatrical disciplines enables to change one’s attitude to learning object
radically, turning it into a subject, that is to make each student a co-author of practical
classes. In team work there appears an element of competition and mutual
responsibility of students for their work in the classroom, for their knowledge in the
subject, that’s why the teacher is going to teach students with a greater respect.

In this regard one should improve thematic training rooms, provide them with
modern equipment, completely supply classes with “theme” patients, and effectively
use the material and technical base of the department, especially in the clinic. In such
system of educational process organization a teacher has some real opportunity to
conduct detailed discussions with students on the most important topic issues, which
are held in the format of free debate, where all class attendees are actively involved.

With the right motivation and the perfect logistics, even the student who trained
less than at the beginning of class, gets the necessary amount of information required
on the subject after its completion.

Learning achievements are significantly improved when it is possible to use the
technology of remote visualization via videotransmission from procedure
(manipulation) classroom in the educational process.

When foreign students become interested in learning, we can eventually observe
a significant reduction in groundless class missing. Teacher training activities
motivate students, encourage them to study, organize the learning process so that it
had the maximum effect. And this organization must take place at the level of action
and opportunities for each student.

There has been improvement of thematic training rooms, equipping them with
modern equipment, more fully provide thematic sessions patients effectively use the
material and technical base of the department, especially in the clinic.

Preparing practical class with foreign students, the teacher should carefully think
over the structure of the class, outline the problem and its solution and identify the
ways to solve it.

One of the urgent and effective innovation is the introduction of computer
technology, distance learning, which greatly expands the range of training student
brings novelty allows using photos and videos to create an information environment,
serves an important factor of activation of cognitive knowledge of pediatric and
internal disciplines.

For students who study was performed unsatisfactorily individual work. They
are actively involved in the preparation of independent, abstract work. Particularly
productive this work was done during classes.

Conditions for independent work schedule drawn up in accordance supplied
workshops, the presence of all relevant documentation and materials for the students
individual work. The lecture material taught to students covered all issues of
treatment and prevention.

The teachers should be primarily guided by the fact that in addition to providing
students with a certain amount of practical skills, they have to teach students how to
approach learning creatively, to distinguish between the important and the secondary,
skillfully use the acquired knowledge. Thus, if there is a real desire to achieve a high
quality of training specialists, especially foreign students, the forms of educational
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process should be constantly improved.

So, to motivate foreign students to change teaching technologies and develop
them in clinical thinking. Enhancing teaching and learning activities will be achieved
only with the introduction of innovative technologies in which the classes are
becoming more affordable, interesting and complete.

Conclusion.

1. Nowadays the peculiarities of foreign students’ training require a substantial
improvement in the teaching of clinical pediatric and therapy disciplines in higher
educational establishments, particularly in fundamental clinical disciplines which are
first to introduce clinics to a student and provide their first skills.

2. Introduction of new innovative technologies of educational process
organization ensures proper specialists’ training, which conforms to government
standards.

3. Creating an optimal environment in which students are able to care and
establishing contact with children to attend the various interventions in the intensive
care unit, specialized in manipulating departments, diapering, feeding and cooking
mixes infants - is the main task of the teacher pediatric discipline.

4. Creating an optimal environment in which students are able to care and
establishing contact with patients to attend for various manipulations, procedures in
relevant departments, feeding, bathing, transportation of specialized departments,
various functional studies - is the main task of the teacher of internal medicine.

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Abstract. Climbing competitions are currently held on artificial terrain. Changes in the
structure of climbing entailed a change in the arsenal of techniques, the direction of physical
development of athletes and training methods. There are many reasons for the low rate of climbing
speed: indecision, physical unpreparedness, excessive excitement, etc.

Functional training of scalalase is aimed at developing the capabilities of the athlete's body
and improving the activity of various systems. In speed climbing, the main task is to overcome the
route in a minimum period of time, while none of the athletes thinks about the economy of the
movements performed. In bouldering, it is necessary to perform a small number of the most
difficult movements, while the athlete, without saving energy, puts all his strength into them.

A special place in the development of an athlete's motor abilities is occupied by speed-power
qualities, a high level of development of which plays an important role in achieving high results.

The meaning of the use of weights by an athlete in rock-climbing on artificial terrain is that it
reduces the time of development of strength qualities (and strength endurance), energy and moral
costs, and allows to avoid general fatigue with active build-up of qualities.

Special resistance training should be regular, as their effectiveness depends on it. The load
should correspond to the physical fitness of the person, and if you gradually increase the weight of
the weights, you will be able to achieve better results. Training turns out to be much more effective
when exercises are performed in both overcoming and inferior modes of muscle work, and not only
one of the modes is used.

The revision of the set goal should be carried out both as climbing in a weighted vest and on
simulators, but in the latter case, it should be well thought out and comprehended.

When training with weights, a special emphasis must be placed on the concentration of the
athlete's consciousness from the use of brute force in climbing the track.

The article is an analysis of the training process of special physical training of a climber with
weights.

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Abstract.

The article reveals the causes of addictive behavior of young adolescents. Theoretically, the
reasons for the spread of the epidemic are analyzed, namely the ways of advertising and
propaganda, on which tobacco companies spend huge sums. The results of an important aspect of
our study are presented, as well as the seeds of psychological characteristics, especially the self-
consciousness of young people with addictive behavior, which is manifested in smoking.

Introduction. Recently, interest in juvenile addictions has increased, which can be traced in
the works of Ts. Korolenko, V. Mendelevich, O. Bezpalko, A. Kapska, N. Zaveriko, O. Karpenko, M.
Okarinsky, P. Gusak, N. Burmaka, O. Savchuk, T. Martyniuk, 1. Shishova, O. Murashkevych. All
these researchers have studied the problem of addictions and devoted much of their work to the
development of this problem.

Addictive behavior of young people is seen as a form of deviant behavior, which is expressed
in the desire to move away from reality by changing their mental state through the use of
psychoactive substances. The self-consciousness of young people with addictive behavior has its
own characteristics and it is to identify these features is our study.

The main text. Based on the analysis of the components of self-awareness and having
developed a special literature on diagnostic methods, the most appropriate to solve this problem
were:

- Methods of studying personal self-esteem and determining the index of self-satisfaction
(simplified version of Q - sorting W. Stephenson).

- Self-relation test questionnaire VV Stolina, S.R. Panteleeva.

- Methods for assessing the level of situational and personal anxiety (Ch.D. Spielberg, YL
Khanin).

Conclusions. Thus, analyzing the results of an empirical study of the psychological
characteristics of adolescents with addictive behavior (for example, smoking), it should be noted
that the overall percentage of deviations from the norm (realistic level of self-esteem) in the group
of smokers predominates.

Smokers, in contrast to their peers, are characterized by low self-esteem, which indicates
either real or "protective" self-doubt, which helps to evade responsibility and justifies the
reluctance to make an effort.

Young people who smoke have a more negative self-esteem, which is confirmed by higher
rates on the scales of "attitude of others" and "self-blame". They are characterized by conformity,
strong motivation for social approval, as well as a selective attitude towards themselves to the
detriment of inner honesty and openness to one's own personality.

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Abstract. The paper discusses the problems of the formation of a new type of social loneliness
associated with the transformation of the modern communicative situation developing under the
influence of the coronavirus pandemic. The purpose of the study is to prove the need to develop new
approaches to the formation of media information policy in accordance with the risks and
challenges of modernity, taking into account the peculiarities of modern communication practices,
new civilization conditions and the epidemiological situation in the world. To achieve the goal of
the study, a set of scientific methods was used (comparative, systematic, formal legal, content
analysis, observation, historical, formal logical, quantitative analysis), which allowed us to come to
the following conclusions: firstly, the change in people's lifestyle in connection with the coronavirus
pandemic had an impact on the transformation of the modern communication situation in the
world; secondly, the uncontrolled use of social networks, unjustified in some cases the introduction
by the authorities of various forms of self-isolation, online learning, the change and maximum
reduction of the usual types of leisure activities of people gave rise to a complex phenomenon of
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spiritual, moral and psychological nature - social loneliness; thirdly, the introduction of elements of
foreign culture into the picture of the world, the increasing closeness of the social space of
communicative practices in connection with the pandemic strengthen the influence of the factor of
distrust of the authorities, the education system and healthcare; fourthly, transformations of
communication processes contribute to the erosion of traditional norms of communication, destroy
the spiritual and moral foundations of collective national and cultural identity, impoverish
linguistic culture, contribute to the transformation of the centuries-old system of ethno-cultural
codes; fifthly, various aspects of social loneliness affect not only the communicative, but also the
political, national-cultural and linguistic spheres of the new reality, sixth, the reduction of the
problem field of interpersonal communication caused by information insufficiency and uncertainty,
which contributes to the increase of alienation in relations between people; eighth, a well-thought-
out program of information support for the process of adaptation of a modern person of any age to
the situation of his current existence in extreme conditions is necessary; seventh, it is necessary to
create a new model of a culture of social management, to have a clear program of actions for the
positive solution of emerging unforeseen problems.

According to the author, considering the
concept of Rasa in the context of his own phenomenology makes Krishna Chandra's aesthetics
original in the interpretation of Rasa, and in bringing this classic Indian heading into a dialogue
with modern theory.

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Abstract The article considers the issues of teaching Ukrainian to foreign citizens, reveals the
principles and methods of teaching the Ukrainian language, unveils the process of interaction
between teacher and students during training, tells about the stages of lexical knowledge, and
covers the distinction between receptive and reproductive lexical skills.
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Abstract. The article is aimed to research the category of evaluation and define its
categorical status. Metaphors with rational and emotional evaluative components have been
analyzed as well as the role of evaluation in the semantics of metaphors has been determined. The
issue of the relationship of evaluativeness, emotivity, intensity, and stylistic component in the
structure of word meaning has been also regarded. The evaluativeness of a metaphor has both
structuralistic and activity-based characteristics. On the one hand, evaluativeness is a component
of the metaphor’s meaning structure. On the other hand, the metaphor acts as an axiological
mechanism of human speech activity, characterized in pragmatic and socio-cultural aspects.

Keywords: evaluation, evaluativeness, metaphor, communication, evaluation criteria.

Problem statement.

In the process of cognition of the surrounding reality a person, who is in the
center of the process of cognition, determines his/her attitude to the world by
evaluating events, phenomena, facts, etc. Concerning this and the fact that modern
science has a pronounced anthropocentric character, linguistics, integrating into the
general scientific paradigm, focus their attention on the speaking and thinking
personality. Special attention is paid to a purely human type of activity — evaluation,
one of the most important components of the cognition process. The results of
general cognitive activity make up the linguistic picture of the world as a set of
information that an “ordinary” native speaker has about life, society, the world, and
the interrelationships of everything around him. The results of the evaluation are
reflected in the statements and represent a valuable fragment of the picture of the
world.

The problem of evaluation and evaluativeness with a broad approach intersects
with the problems of the interaction of language and speech, subjective and objective
in language, with the issues of typology and structure of lexical meaning, with the
understanding of expressiveness, emotionality, imagery, stylistic coloring.

The current stage of linguistics development proves that the evaluation category
determines the speaker’s special attitude to what is being said, to the statement, and
therefore is used as a means of the communication strategy of a communicator [3].
This gives us grounds to interpret the category of evaluation as a communicative
category, which allows us to significantly enrich the research apparatus and increase
the explanatory power of linguistic theory, which strives for a communicative
interpretation of the language phenomena.

A review of the literature on evaluation problems shows that, as a rule, its
structural, semantic and functional aspects were studied, while the definition of the
categorical status of evaluation as well as its role in the semantics of metaphors,
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remained out of the researchers’ attention. Therefore, the article aims to research the
evaluation category, determine its place in metaphor's semantics and systematize the
evaluation criteria that underlie the evaluation category of metaphors.

Presentation of the main material. The problem of evaluation processes attracts
the attention of researchers in the field of philosophy, logic, psychology, linguistics.
The category of evaluation, researched in the works of linguists E. S. Aznaurova [1],
N. D. Arutiunova [2], N. A. Lukianova [7], M. S. Retunskaia [9], E. M. Wolf [4],
V. N. Telia [10], etc., has always occupied an important place in the semantic space
of the language. Much attention in linguistics is paid to the semantic structure of the
word, the identification of word meaning types and the criteria for their
differentiation, ways of changing and developing the meanings of words.

The lexical meaning of a word reflects and fixes in our consciousness the idea of
an object, property, process or phenomenon. The lexical meaning of a word is
regarded as a system of elements of varying degrees of complexity that act in an
inseparable unity and are determined by the semantics, pragmatics and syntactics of
the word.

There are various verbal ways of expressing evaluation. Since any metaphor has
an evaluative meaning, it is considered to be one of the elements of an individual's
evaluation activity in his/her thesaurus.

Traditional statements in the theory of metaphor have become statements about
the semantic ambiguity of a metaphor, its contextual environment and objective
features: syntactic and morphological, abstraction, expressiveness, evaluativeness.

In metaphorical transfer, any image that is somehow associated in people's
minds with the previous meaning of the word is defined as an internal form [2]. The
internal form serves as a bridge connecting the denotative and connotative aspects of
the meaning. Therefore, the internal form as an associative-figurative representation
is a motive for the implementation of such connotative components as emotionality,
evaluativeness, intensity and stylistic component.

The issue of the relationship of evaluativeness, emotivity, intensity and stylistic
component in the structure of the meaning of a word has been a source of
investigation for a long time. These components of meaning are integrated into the
structure of the connotative aspect of the word meaning, but each of them has also a
qualitative peculiarity.

Emotionality reflects the fact of the subject’s emotional experience of a certain
phenomenon, evaluativeness involves a positive or negative assessment of an object
or phenomenon, intensity is regarded as the degree of manifestation of action or sign,
and the stylistic component is associated with the referring of a word to a certain
sphere of communication [8].

Perceiving the phenomena of reality, a person expresses his/her non-neutral
attitude to it by evaluating good and bad, and visa versa. Expressed by linguistic
means, the assessment is implemented in the component of the meaning of the word,
which is called evaluativeness.

Following N. A. Lukianova, we distinguish between the two types of
evaluativeness: rational (intellectual), which is an assessment of the surrounding
reality (subjects, objects, qualities, phenomena), and emotional, conveyed through the
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prism of the human psyche [7].

It has been proved that the emotional evaluativeness of the metaphor is the result
of the actualization of the evaluative semes of the connotative aspect of the word
meaning. Thus, the negative emotional evaluation of the metaphor weed (a skinny,
lanky person) is the result of the actualization of the word weed original meaning
connotative semes.

The rational evaluativeness of the metaphor is the result of the actualization of
the word meaning of the evaluative semes denotative aspect. Thus, the rational
evaluation of the metaphors pill and doctor is the result of the actualization of the
differential denotative semes of the original meaning of the word pill.

Emotions are displayed in the structure of the word meaning through the
component called emotivity. According to M. S. Retunskaia, emotivity is a linguistic
representation of emotion through different levels of language, including lexical,
which is not only associated with the expression of the emotional and evaluative
attitude of the sender of speech but also aimed at creating an emotional resonance in
the listener [9,10].

M. S. Retunskaia points out that the evaluative vocabulary contains in its
meaning information about the emotional attitude to the designated object or
phenomenon. Emotional-evaluative information is interpreted as an assessment of the
surrounding reality, presented as a positive emotional assessment and its
modifications (approval, affectionate attitude, admiration, etc.), and a negative
emotional assessment and its modifications (disapproval, neglect, contempt, rude and
soft ridicule) [9, 10].

Evaluativeness is a necessary element of emotivity. A person’s assessment of an
object or phenomenon is often based on emotional experiences. However, emotivity
is not always an obligatory element of evaluativeness: the same word in different
speech situations expresses either only an emotion or an emotion and an assessment
at the same time.

Metaphor is a universal mechanism in the formation of emotional and evaluative
units [6]. In the semantic structure of a metaphor, a positive or negative assessment
always indicates the presence of emotion. A metaphor doesn't only involve various
ideas about evaluation information, but also expresses emotions, for example,
contempt, recklessness or vice versa, respect, admiration, etc., as well as possesses
stylistic coloring. The integration of evaluativeness makes metaphor an expressive
tool. The evaluativeness of a metaphor implements the evaluative attitude of the
speech collective to the correlated metaphor for a concept or subject such as good/bad
in the scale range from very good to very bad. In general, it can be argued that good
is something that is favorable in terms of moral and physical and contributes to the
satisfaction of the needs of an individual, a collective, and humanity (including
aesthetic and moral needs); and bad is imperfect and false, which is unsatisfactory to
the person and the team, and which conflicts with aesthetic and moral and ethical
standards [6, 20-32].

In our opinion, expressiveness in the structure of the word meaning is a
component of its pragmatic aspect, since it arises as a result of the selection and use
of words only in the process of communication. Pragmatics includes both methods of
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influence that cause emotional reactions in the addressee, who characterizes
expressiveness, and all means of influence associated with goal-setting language
activity.

The nature of evaluation processes is based on the juxtaposition of positive and
negative qualities like good/bad. The nature of the evaluativeness focuses on a
person’s knowledge of the environmental reality since the evaluativeness determines
the value of a particular object, action or feature in the world picture of a certain
society. Evaluation features are separated by the norm line. In the positive aspect,
there is the presence of some characteristics concerning the norm, which is
considered as positive, and in the negative aspect, there are signs of a non-positive
norm. The norm assumes the balance of features that are on the scale and correlates
with stereotypical ideas about the average number of features that an object should
possess [2, 3-11]. The norm as a specific act of evaluation reflects the complex
interaction of the universal value system, the author's own value system, and value
systems of those social groups (regional, age, religious, etc.) the author interacts with.
Deviations from the norm affect negative signs ratings.

According to A. Aznaurova, rational evaluation is based on information about
the properties objectively inherent in the object of evaluation as well as about their
compliance with certain norms [1,115]. Rational evaluation, therefore, belongs to the
norm zone and is neutral.

So, metaphors with a rational evaluative component of meaning include
metaphors-terms or metaphors with a neutral meaning, e.g. characterizing a person's
appearance or profession.

Following E. M. Wolf, we believe that rational evaluativeness is included in the
denotative aspect of the word meaning, and emotional evaluativeness is included in
the connotative aspect of the word meaning [4].

The level of evaluativeness in the structure of the evaluation act is determined
by the contextual or situational actualization of the word evaluation features, which
implies the interaction of the semantics of the word and the semantics of the
utterance. In one case, evaluativeness 1s included in the semantics of the units that
make up the structure of the act of evaluation, and in other cases, it can be considered
its potential component, which is induced in a certain context [11].

The study of the structure of the evaluation act involves taking into account the
human factor, since the subject of evaluation is always a person as a linguistic
personality, and the object of evaluation is mainly a person. The designation of an
attitude to a person and his physical and mental properties is more characteristic of
human communication than the statement of an attitude to objects. The peculiarity of
the evaluation is manifested in the form of anthropometrics. V. N. Telia defines
anthropometrics as “the ability to think of one entity as if it were similar to another,
which means to measure them in accordance with the actual human scale of
knowledge and ideas, and at the same time with the system of national and cultural
values and stereotypes”, in other words, “a person’s awareness of himself/herself as a
measure of all things” [10, 40]. Thus, the anthropometric approach puts a person,
characterized in social, emotional, pragmatic and other aspects, in the center of
attention.
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Human knowledge is constantly updating, providing cognitive processing of
standard situations. Prior knowledge plays an important role in the perception,
understanding, and memorization of a metaphor. When using a metaphor in a
person's mind, the frame corresponding to the metaphor correlates with the structure
of knowledge stored by human memory, which determines native speakers' ability to
adequately perceive the meaning of the metaphor [10].

In general, all approaches to the study of metaphor can be characterized as either
structuralist or activity-based.

At the heart of structuralist approaches, the most important object of metaphor
research is its structural and semantic organization. Activity-based approaches are
based on the understanding of metaphor as a mechanism of speech communication,
while a person appears as the organizing center of this mechanism.

The evaluativeness of a metaphor has both structuralistic and activity-based
characteristics. On the one hand, evaluativeness is a component of the metaphor's
meaning structure. On the other hand, the metaphor acts as an axiological mechanism
of human speech activity, characterized in pragmatic and socio-cultural aspects.

Metaphorization is based on the semantic ambiguity of the lexical unit [2], 1
its ability to have lexico-semantic variants expressing its main (foreground) and
figurative (second plan) meaning. Therefore, it is advisable to consider the semantic
structure of a metaphor at the level of seminal units of the content plan.

Semes are a hierarchically ordered structure concerning some lexical and
semantic variants. The method of component analysis allows us to divide the content
side of a metaphor into its components and present its meanings in the form of semes.

In many modern linguistic studies, three types of semes are distinguished in the
semantic structure of a word: an archiseme — a general seme of generic meaning, a
differential seme of specific meaning and a potential seme that is actualized under
certain conditions.

At the seminal level of analysis, the actualization of the evaluative seme in the
semantics of the metaphor occurs as a result of the restructuring of the hierarchy of
semes [5]. The evaluative seme is hypertrophied, and the archiseme, in its turn, is
reduced. Thus, the specificity of the metaphor semantics lies in the actualization of
the evaluative seme.

Conclusions. Considering the place and specificity of the evaluation category in
the semantics of metaphor we have come to the following:

1. The formalization of the evaluation category in the semantics of metaphor is
based on the fact that the evaluation is included in the semantic structure of the
metaphor as a component of evaluativeness.

2. The evaluativeness of a metaphor can be attributed to both the denotative and
connotative aspects of the metaphor meaning.

3. In the metaphor, the evaluative potential or differential semes of the original
word meaning are actualized, replacing the archiseme or reducing it.

4. The evaluativeness of the metaphor implements the evaluative attitude of a
person to the object of evaluation according to the type good / bad, in which the norm
zone is placed in the center. The norm correlates with stereotypical ideas about the
average number of features that the object of evaluation should possess. The norm
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assumes a neutral assessment as a reference point of the evaluation quality. The
semantics of the original word meaning and the context affect the level of evaluation
of the metaphor.

5. The evaluation semantics of the metaphor is based on the anthropometric
principle since a person is a necessary component of the structure of any evaluation
act. All the concepts of metaphor reflect the structuralist or activity-based aspects of
its research. In this context, the evaluative component of meaning in the semantics of
a metaphor may be subject to variation.

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Abstract. The article highlights aspects of the popularity, sound and study of the works of the
outstanding composer Peter Tchaikovsky, whose origins and creative aspirations are closely linked
to Ukraine. Important attention is paid to the panorama of great interest in the composer's work in
the Ukrainian diaspora in North America, which is clearly included in the pedagogical and concert
repertoire of artists - representatives of the third and fourth waves of Ukrainian emigration.
Compositions of P. Tchaikovsky's pedagogical and concert plan are always included in the
repertoire of students of the Ukrainian Music Institute of America, music studio of pianist-teacher
Zoya Markovich in Philadelphia, piano studio of pianist, composer and teacher Igor Belogrud in
Chicago and Berwyn. They demonstrated a high level of training of pupils and students.

Tracing the history of Tchaikovsky's works in the Ukrainian cultural and educational centers
of the United States and Canada in the second half of the XX — early XXI century, based on reviews
and reviews in the press, the repertoire of well-known performers from the diaspora was revealed.
First of all, it is a performance of Tchaikovsky's works by violinist Yaropolk Lisovsky, pianists
Roman Rudnytsky and Yuliana Osinchuk, violinist, symphonic and choral conductor of Ukrainian
origin Adrian Brittan, as well as musicians from Ukraine, who performed in the United States - the
conductor of the Lviv Opera and Ballet Theater Myron Yusypovych, quartet named after M.
Leontovych from Kyiv.

Summing up, it is noted that Tchaikovsky's melodies, images and themes still captivate the
hearts of people around the world The variety of genres, unique style, originality and ingenuity of
the composer's musical language, reviews of folklore treasures of the Ukrainian people in its
melody and composer's individuality have always impressed Ukrainians abroad and today are a
source of inspiration for modern generations of performers and listeners.
