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Abstract. At present, digitalization is the basic trend of the development of organizations
operating in the basic sectors of the service sector, in particular in the infrastructure sector, the
distribution and exchange sector, in the social-management sector. The purpose of the article is to
define the basic features that form a process of digital service delivery that is different from the
classical one. Within the framework of the research, it is proved that the process of providing
classical services is different from the process of providing digital services due to changes in the
character of interaction between the service provider and the buyer, changes in the mechanisms of
managing service processes; changes in the availability of services and their nomenclature. The
study has demonstrated and demonstrated that the changes outlined are because digital
technologies are being introduced as part of the business processes of organizations, forming
qualitatively new models of service delivery, the main feature of which is management.

Introduction.

At present, digitalization is a basic trend of the development of organizations
operating in the basic sectors of the service sector, in particular in the infrastructure
sector (which generalizes the organizations of transport, communication, the
transmission of electricity, gas, and heat), in the distribution-exchange sector (which
generalizes the organizations of trade, insurance, and financial intermediation), in the
social-management sector (which generalizes the organizations of management,
education, health care, etc.). It is important to note that the process of providing a
classic service is different from the process of providing a digital service through
changes in the latter:

1) in the character of interaction between the service provider and the buyer (a
more exclusive, flexible environment of such interaction);

2) in the mechanisms of service processes managing (the process of rendering
the service and interactions of the service provider with the buyer);

3) in the availability of services (access to services is expanded due to expansion
and reduction of methods of interaction with clients);
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4) in the expansion of the range of services (which allows clients to take
advantage of their greater diversity). The changes outlined are because digital
technologies are being introduced as part of the business processes of organizations,
forming new quality models of service delivery, the main feature of which is
manageability.

1. Models of modern digital services of organizations in the infrastructure
sector

Models of modern digital services in the infrastructure sector can be organized
according to the directions of services: Infrastructure, production processes,
management processes, cargo transportation, communication, electricity, gas, and
heat transmission [1]. We identified that the basis of the model of the above services
should be considered [1; 2; 3]:

1. means of transport, communication, transfer of the resource involved in the
digital sphere based on their identification on the Internet and use of the
software for client involvement in the process of management and control
over the provision of services;

2. robotization means of basic production processes, which require wide manual
labor involvement (for example, in transport - is the warehousing, in
electricity, gas, and heat transmission - 1is the resource transfer, in
communication - is a movement within the telecommunication network, etc.);

3. means of automation of management processes (directed on the computerized
support of processes of management of organizations or their separate part,
for example, document circulation) and expansion of services availability
(communication, payment, etc.);

4. specific means, that automate or extend the interaction of the service provider
with the customer. For example, transport organizations are oriented on the
introduction of vehicles for civil aircraft, and sea cargo transportation. The
organizations of electricity, gas, and heat transmission are oriented on the
introduction of means of remote accounting of the resources consumed by the
user. Organizations of communications are oriented on the introduction of
means of automation of access services control.

According to the above-mentioned, general models of modern digital services of

organizations in the infrastructure sector can be presented in Fig. 1.

According to modern research [1-2] we state that the most important in the
provision are means of extending the availability of services, which should include:
remote communication (use of digital communication technologies for
communication); remote payment (use of mobile applications for services, mobile
payment, payment via online payment resource, single travel documents); remote
client's office (booking and ordering of services by clients without personal contact,
remote execution of documents), cloud technologies (use of big data technologies,
communication through means of cloud service).

2. Models of modern digital services of organizations in distribution-
exchange sector

Models of modern digital services in the distribution-exchange sector can be
organized according to the directions of services: internet infrastructure, production
processes, and management processes. We state that the model of the above services
is based on [1; 2; 3]:

1. means that provide an effective direct interaction with the end user (in particular

2. distribution-exchange mobile means that enable mobile electronic commercial
transactions by using mobile devices such as mobile phones and personal digital
assistants, etc.;

3. means of automation of management processes (directed at the full cycle of
service providers and consumers support) and increasing accessibility of
services (T-commerce, M-commerce, V-commerce, U-commerce, D-
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4. specific means that automate or extend the interaction of the service provider
with the customer. Thus, trade organizations are oriented on the introduction of
e-planning, e-invoicing, e-order, and electronic money. Insurance and financial
intermediation organizations are focused on the introduction of public e-
disclosure, electronic submitting a proposal, electronic contract assignment or
insurance policy, etc.
According to the above-mentioned, general models of modern digital services of

organizations in the distribution-exchange sector can be represented in Fig.2. The
models outlined formed the phenomenon of dropshipping, electronic commerce,
electronic trading, electronic insurance, electronic planning, etc.

Due to the specific means outlined in the table, the model of modern digital
services of organizations in the distribution-exchange sector is not limited to the
development of effective interaction with the consumer, mobile electronic
commercial transactions, automation of management processes and expansion of
availability of services. The model actually transforms the distribution and exchange
culture of consumers and is integrated in all the process of satisfaction of needs.

3. Models of modern digital services of organizations in social-management
sector

Models of modern digital services in the social-management sector can be
organized according to the directions of services: Online presence; common digital
assets; management processes. We state that the model of the above services is based
on [1; 2; 3]:
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1. means that provide the ability to online presence and expansion of service
availability (such as websites, groups of social networks, contact bases,
matchmaking platforms, knowledge base (reports, white books, shady), etc.;

2. means that allows reuniting assets of employees and subdivisions of the
organization (content placement, traffic, individual resources - training courses,
health, and social assistance practices, etc.);

3. means of automation of management processes (aimed at the full cycle of
suppliers and consumers support);

4. specific means that automate or extend the service provider's interactions with
the customer (proprietary programs to complete a videoconference over the
Internet, remote PC access program).

According to the above-mentioned, general models of modern digital services of
organizations in the social-management sector can be represented in Fig. 3.

The models outlined formed the phenomenon of online education, telemedicine,
cyber security, etc. Specific is the fact that this model transforms the social-
management culture of service providers and consumer behavior of consumers
(requirements for availability and quality of services are increasing). According to
modern research [4-5], we state that the most important for organizations in the
social-management sector are specific means that automate or expand the interaction
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of the service provider with the buyer in connection with their broad functionality.
These include proprietary programs to complete a videoconference over the Internet
(Zoom, Wizer, PlayPosit, etc.) and a remote PC access program (AnyDesk, Ammyy
Admin, Hamachi, etc.).

4. Features of models of modern digital services of service sector
organizations

The peculiarities of the models of modern digital services presented in the study
are that they are not limited to exclusive use of technologies and are characterized by
a change of culture, integrated in all spheres of work, transformation of management
processes. The features outlined form the numerous advantages of the newest models
of modern digital services of organizations, which are outlined in Figure 4.

Thus, the general advantages of such models are: costs minimize (this advantage
is formed due to processes of document circulation digitalization, which leads to
general optimization of process, digitalization and authorization of basic business
processes — introduction of maintenance through the application); quick
decentralization and scale-up production (this advantage is formed by the use of
digital offices and "digital" workplaces); maximum expansion of the range of
services (this advantage is formed by the conversion of services into convenient
online services); increase efficiency and productivity of service production; fast,
effective decision-making in real-time (this advantage is formed by automation of
management processes); reduce time and cost of service development and
modification (this advantage is formed by branding, additional functionality, data and
statistical data, which contributes to more efficient use, etc.); improvement of service
quality (increase of internal orientation of digital services, speed of response to
changing market conditions, quick response to consumer requests, etc.). It is assumed
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that the more internally oriented digital products can support higher output efficiency
and quality.

Despite the numerous advantages of the creation of the newest models of
modern digital services of organizations is connected with their lack of shortcomings
(which generates digitalization), among which are:

1. violation of the labor market in the sphere of services (automation and use of
robotics, active automation of management processes leads to the reduction of
the labor market, growth of unemployment and income inequality);

2. increase the digital divide between different categories of the population (due
to uneven access to digital technologies and lack of skills to use them, lack of
trust in digital technologies);

3. increased data security concerns, increased privacy risks; deepening of social
alienation, cleaning of ethical borders (impossibility to control in the future
artificial intelligence, risk of theft of confidential data);

4. decrease in cultural development (in particular, digitalization leads to a
decrease in the quality of education, and the formation of dependence on
digital technologies).

Conclusions.

To effectively develop models of modern digital services organizations, need to
make maximum use of their advantages through systematic actions aimed at
overcoming shortcomings. In particular, it is necessary at the state level to introduce
measures aimed at: leveling the digital divide through the strengthening of digital
development for all; the solution of online disputes; the development of digital
infrastructure and the expansion of technical education; regulation of labor market in
the sphere of services (retraining systems, development of digital competencies of
labor resources). Service organizations should focus on the use of reliable digital
technologies (they should provide enhanced data privacy protection and algorithms
that do not discriminate against any “player”), and introduce the concept of “digital”
workplaces.

Regarding the role of the individual in the organization, it is certain that just as
an organization is a set of individuals who interact with each other and, in parallel,
face different organizational phenomena, so does individual behavior as a result of
interaction between person and various factors. the environment it encounters. In this
way, the more diverse the personality of the individual and the more factors they
interact with, the more varied are the behaviors of the employees of the organization.
The statement makes visible the connection between personality and behavior:
personality conditions the coherence of behavior in a person in various situations. Or,
a behavior, at a given moment, is a unique combination of personality features and
environmental requirements. In this way, it is important for managers to study and
understand the personality of an individual, because in this way, they will understand
the whole process of organizational behavior.

How personality determines the diversity of an individual's behavior stems from
a number of factors that make it up, such as size, characteristics, ,,raw materials”, etc.

Among the dimensions of personality, which can be found regardless of the
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culture to which individuals belong, are: extraversion or the degree to which someone
has a sociable behavior as opposed to someone who denotes a shy behavior; the
degree of approval or the extent to which a person demonstrates friendly and
approachable behavior; conscientiousness or the degree to which a person behaves
responsibly, oriented towards achievements; emotional stability or the extent to which
a person maintains their behavior at the appropriate level of emotional control;
openness to the new or the extent to which a person has a behavior guided by flexible
thinking and receptivity to new ideas. Thus, varying degrees of personality size
predict employee behavior and job performance. For example, conscientiousness and
emotional stability predict the criteria for work-oriented behavior for all occupations;
extraversion is a predictor of successful management behavior, and openness to the
new predicts success in a variety of employee behavior training programs [2, p. 130].

Personality-specific characteristics, such as the location of control, self-efficacy,
and creativity, directly influence behavior, namely:

e the location of control determines the degree to which individuals consider
their behavior to be the one that influences what happens to them. From this
point of view, there are: individuals with infernal localization of control
(internists), who believe that the way they behave is under their control and the
success that lies in this behavior is only their merit; individuals with external
localization of control (externalists) are those who have the certainty that their
behavior is influenced by the situations in which they find themselves, that it is
influenced by external forces, which do not depend on them;

o self-efficacy refers to personal beliefs about one's own skills and abilities, to a
person's belief in his or her ability to engage in such behavior, which will help
him or her successfully complete a task. The managerial implications in self-
efficacy refer to its connection with the evaluation of performances, with the
establishment of objectives, with the use of incentives. In this way, managers
can use this personality trait in changing employees behaviors through training
and preparation processes, especially when appointments to management
positions are planned;

e creativity is a personality trait that involves the ability to produce new, useful
ideas, ie it produces innovation. The managerial implications for subordinates'
creativity are that employees are given the opportunity and freedom to think in
unconventional ways. An effective way, in this sense, is the technique of
encouraging behavior, taking risks in case of failure or mistakes, according to
the principle: ,,learn from mistakes”.

The ,,raw materials” of personality also participate in changing behavior:
temperament, intelligence, skills and abilities:

o temperament represents the dynamic side of behavior, being an inborn
characteristic. The following types of temperaments are known: sanguine,
phlegmatic, choleric, melancholic. It is important for managers to recognize
the temperament of their employees when appointing them to a position, or
assigning appropriate tasks to people with the right kind of temperament;

e intelligence is a general ability to solve theoretical and practical problems. It is
also a capacity, being both a form and an attribute of mental and behavioral
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organization. Intelligence directly influences job performance, so managers
should apply intelligence-enhancing techniques to get employees to perform
the required behavioral pattern;

e skills are a person's ability to learn something, and skills reflect that person's
ability to perform various tasks required by a job and include relevant
knowledge and skills. Since aptitude represents ability, and ability represents
aptitude, we can say that aptitudes are potential abilities, and abilities are
knowledge and skills that the individual already possesses. Knowing the skills
and abilities of an employee is important in order to understand and predict his
future behavior, especially in situations of solving problems related to
obtaining performance [1, p.92-94].

In order to explain the connection between the group and its behavior, it is
necessary to choose a definition of the group that includes both the objective
dimension, referring to the real attributes of the group, such as its characteristics,
processes (phenomena) within it, and the subjective dimension, which includes group
consciousness [5]. This is necessary because it is through these two dimensions that
managers act to influence the group's behavior towards achieving performance.

A group is said to possess consciousness when the people of which it is made
interact interact, are psychologically aware of their mutual connection, and perceive
themselves as a group [1, p. 122]. Or, when the consciousness of the group is
uniform, then its behavior is uniform, all members acting in unison according to the
principle: ,,One for all and all for one”.

Therefore, the existence of the group is based on relationships that bind
members, hold them together. Relationships can be: physical, mental, social, cultural,
but those of a social and cultural nature make up the socio-cultural and educational
environment for the development of group individuals, for the development of
normalization and standardization processes, contributing to the distribution of
power, statutes and roles. That is, it determines the behavior of the group members.
As a result, they do not conform to a logical reasoning, but act by virtue of the desire
to recognize themselves as members of the group they want to defend, obtaining, in
turn, protection from him.

Scientists classify groups from several points of view, but the ones most
sensitive to behavioral changes are those formed according to the official status
granted to the group:

e formal, where there is an organization chart, precise, written rules of operation.
The behavior of this group is also formal, according to organizational
constraints;

e informal, where laws are unwritten. The behavior of this group is influenced by
the values and beliefs that unite its members.

The evolution of the group is similar to the life of a human being, so the ways of
influencing group group behavior are similar, in many ways, to those of influencing
of individual behavior:

o The training stage 1s characterized by dependence on other entities: group
members behave formally, reservedly. At this stage it is important to apply
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techniques that stimulate group cohesion, to form and consolidate a certain
behavior;

o The stage of the storm takes place during adolescence and demonstrates
rebellion: the members get to know each other, after which the fight for
occupying group positions begins. It is often a stage of interpersonal conflict
and high competitiveness. If well managed, the group becomes an effective
team, otherwise the group breaks up and tensions persist. At this stage,
techniques and methods for consolidating training behavior through conflict
regulation and stress management are needed;

o The stage of establishing the norms coincides with that of the youth and is
determined by the accentuation of the self-confidence. The behavior of the
group members is more and more oriented towards the accomplishment of the
tasks, the signs of the behaviors of cooperation and attention towards the others
appear, rules of the behavior of social interaction are established. During this
period, the methods and techniques of encouraging and maintaining
performance-leading behavior, such as career planning and development, play
an important role;

o The stage of performance, of maturity is dedicated to creative work and
obtaining performances. If the previous stages have been successfully
completed, the structures and procedures are clearly established, the social and
task aspects are clarified. Group members demonstrate behaviors that show
mutual trust and support. The stage involves choosing the factors that support
the existing behavior, through appropriate motivations and reward programs as
appropriate;

o The stage of decline is associated with pathologies related to the impossibility
of growth, the disappearance of pregnancy or the disintegration of the
formation in order to reform it in new circumstances. During this period of
evolution of the group, it is necessary to reorganize and rectify the behavior in
order to obtain the one required by the new circumstances, for example,
through training and reform programs for employees or through assistance and
social support programs [4, p.129].

The structural approaches of the groups result from the fact that it i1s
characterized by stability, duration, history, system of rules, that is, by an integrative
internal organization:

e a certain configuration of the formal and informal positions and functions of
the group members forms the role structure of the group. The group role
provides a behavior appropriate to the situations and the achievement of group
and organizational objectives;

e certain lines of interpersonal communication form its communication structure.
The communication structure helps to form, maintain and modify, if necessary,
the behavior of each individual member and the group;

e a certain configuration of ibterpersonal perceptions forms the cognitive
structure of the group. Cognitive structure participates in the direction of group
behavior, as a whole, depending on organizational changes;
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e a certain specialization of tasks forms the occupational structure of the group.
Occupational structure consolidates the behavior, sometimes developing it;

e a certain arrangement of the way in which decisions are made, forms the power
structure of the group. The power of the group in individual, group and
organizational decision-making;

e a certain distribution of the sympathetic relations constitutes the affinity
structure or the sociometric structure of the group. The sociometric techniques
of the groups are based on the observation of the preferential choices that
individuals make among themselves. The behavior of a group is all the more
uniform as there are more mutual choices between the individuals that make it
up;

e a system of means by which individuals can move from one position to another
in the group constitutes the locomotor structure of the group. The locomotor
structure must demonstrate flexible, easy-to-change behavior of individuals
and the group in general [3, pp.171-204].

As a coherent social entity, the organization reproduces recurring behaviors at
the group level. Reference is made to group cohesion, which is a factor that depends
on the compatibility that exists between the objectives of the group and the objectives
of each participant. In a cohesive group, the interaction between members will be
greater: they will adopt a mutually helpful behavior, so the level of achievement of
the group's goals will be higher, members will get a higher level of satisfaction and
energy, a higher level of morale. and behavioral problems will be reduced,
respectively.

The dynamics of the group presuppose the determination, through observation
and experimentation, of the forces that participate in the functioning of the system, of
the way in which they are conjugated, of the laws that govern their manifestation.

The term ,,group dynamics” is a generic term, which encompasses activities that
are profoundly different from each other, such as: conducting meetings, teamwork,
creative expression in the group, personal development in and through the group,
training in communication, awareness of interpersonal relationships etc.

From the perspective of dynamics, the group is seen as an organism, a set of
interdependent people, which behaves as a system of positive and negative tensions.

For the manager, it is important to be aware of these aspects, because, from this
perspective, leading a group involves adopting oneself and imposing on others an
appropriate behavior to regulate the states of tension that arise in the group and
restore a form of balance.

Therefore, individuals influence the behavior of the group to which they belong,
and the behavior of a particular individual is influenced by the attitudes, values, and
behaviors of other members of the group. At the same time, the group influences not
only the behavior of the individuals that make it up, but also the behavior of other
existing groups and even that of the organization as a whole. This is why studying
groups and group behaviors helps to understand organizational behavior.

The organization dimension includes the study of the relationship between the
organization and the environment and its dimensions, such as the structure of the
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organization, the organizational culture and the connection between them and the
behavior of individuals in the organization.

The structure of the organization contains all its formal and tangible
characteristics. The connection between the organizational structures and the
behaviors detected in it results from the classification of the organizations according
to these structures:

® Mechanics: structures with a large number of hierarchical levels, relatively
small number of direct subordinates to a manager, narrow specialization of
operators, formalization and high degree of centralization in decision making.
In such structures, communication is predominantly top-down, and authority is
based on formal position. All this leads to a rigid organization. The feeling of
belonging to the organization is not emotionally founded and, because the
management of the technological process is based on execution in accordance
with the rules (using control, practicing, to a large extent, penalties), employee
behavior is imposed, stereotyped and rigid, stipulated by the normative code.
disregarding the employee's personality. Such behavior, although disciplined,
carries the danger of automatism and alienation of personality.

e Organic: structure at the opposite pole. They are characterized by a small
number of hierarchical levels and a large number of direct subordinates for a
manager; through reduced, decentralized specialization and formalization, and
the authority is based, to a large extent, on the competence of the management
staff. Multiplication of interactions between members of the organization is
done both horizontally and vertically - from top to bottom and from bottom to
top. Communication in these structures is informal, and the decentralization of
the decision leads to a more flexible organization. The feeling of belonging to
the organization is emotionally founded, because employees are required in
terms of personal parameters (ability, sociability, temperament, etc.).
Constraints are mitigated as much as possible, so the behavior is flexible
because it is motivated, taking into account the needs, beliefs and aspirations of
the employee.

Another dimension of organizations is culture, which encompasses the
traditions, values, beliefs, and established routines of an organization and brings its
aspects together in a collective system of symbolic meanings. Culture exerts a
considerable influence on the behavior of managers and staff through the degree of
their adherence to the values and objectives of the organization and explains the
differences in productivity. The stronger the employee adherence, the more uniform
their behavior is and the more ambitious the organization's goals are. From here, the
essential function of culture is outlined, which consists in shaping behavior.

For any organization, knowledge and analysis of the environment is the starting
point for identifying opportunities and threats that may lead to its development or
bankruptcy. As a result, it is necessary to know the content and requirements of the
environment, the quantitative and qualitative changes that occur in its sphere and
even anticipate the evolution of the environment so that the entire organization,
groups and individuals working in it have the opportunity to adapt their behavior to
its possible changes.
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Adaptation of the behavior of individuals, groups and the organizational
environment is influenced by the external and internal environment of the enterprise:

o The external environment of the organization is determined by the fact that it
has a competitive and dynamic character. As the external environment is
composed of all factors outside the organization, which influence the course of
events within it, including the modeling of the behavior of individuals and
groups, the impact of this environment on behavior occurs by issuing/breaking
laws, by changing/modifying strategies, by increasing decreasing the
customers interest in the organization's products and services;

o The internal environment acts on the behavior through all the activities that
take place in the organization, through the relations between its departments, in
other words, through all the situation factors inside the organization:
objectives, structure, tasks, technology, staff.

Summary and conclusions

Therefore, the administrative framework must guide the behavior of the staff in
such a way as to achieve the objectives of the organization. To this end, it is
necessary to involve people with the necessary qualities, gathered in cohesive groups,
in order to accomplish concrete tasks of the organization and to form the appropriate
working environment to maintain these qualities.

Today we see promoters
blowing up balloons at corporate events, customers who fly around the world with
expensive advertising agencies to get a few shots in exotic locations, or customers
who give their budget to a telemarketing agency that specializes in "cold calls”, but
more and more participants in the communications market understand that attracting
the attention of end consumers belongs to the marketing tools of the future.

2. Rebirth of the main character. The essence of this method is to play on the
contrast, i.e. the main character of the plot is sad, sad, depressive and very
uncomfortable in the absence of the advertised product, and with its appearance, the
mood and state of the hero change dramatically - he feels joy, warmth, care, self-
confidence and a surge of strength. An example of the use of this technique is an
advertisement for a Snickers chocolate bar and its advertising slogan: "You are not
you when you are hungry."

3. Solving a complex problem. The essence of this method is that the proposed
product - a product or service - is the key to solving a problem that has arisen or is a
way out of a difficult situation. This technique is often used by beer producers in their
commercials.

4. History about history. The effective advertising method used by Imperial
Bank is a prime example of storytelling.

5. Method "from rags to riches." It is safe to say that this technique is very
common both in literature and in cinema. Examples are the very popular fairy tale
"Cinderella", the historical novel by Mark Twain "The Prince and the Pauper", the
movie "Pretty Woman". It is advisable to apply this technique in storytelling to
promote goods and develop a business.

6. The story of the super helper. The image of a magical helper who will do
whatever you want (wash, feed, drink, put to bed) is known to us from Ukrainian folk
tales. It would be appropriate to use this technique with a differentiated product that
has distinctive properties and can act as a fantastic assistant.

7. Entourage of the tragedy. This method will definitely not leave anyone
indifferent, but you should be extremely careful when implementing a scenario with
elements of a tragedy. It is necessary that negative emotions do not remain in the
memory of the viewer as associations with the name of the promoted brand. To avoid
this, you need to apply humor and end the commercial on a playful note. An example
is an advertisement for Orbit chewing gum based on a memorable story featuring
Antonio Banderas.

8. Breaking the comedy - a method opposite to the previous one. Funny stories
filled with a sense of subtle humor are very loved by the audience. To attract the
attention of consumers, it is important to come up with a joke that does not smack of
malicious sarcasm and is not cynical. Creating a truly fun storytelling story takes a lot
of time and effort, but the rewards are brand popularity and consumer loyaltyUnreal
story. When using this method of storytelling, the main goal is to attract the attention
of consumers at any cost. Examples of great commercials using this method include
Skittles rainbow candies or Dirol's Mega Mystery chewing gum, which have made
the advertised products quite popular

9. Spying on someone else's life. There is a well-established opinion that people
are very fond of watching what happens to others.

Teaching methods are the ordered activity of the teacher and students, which
includes a system of components and is aimed at solving educational tasks in class. In
higher medical education, teaching methods are used, the classification of which was
proposed by O. M. Aleksiuk [4]: a) external form of teaching: - verbal teaching
methods: lecture, conversation, story, explanation, discussion, work with a book; -
visual methods: illustration, demonstration, observation; - practical methods:
independent work, exercises, laboratory experience; b) the internal form of learning
manifestation: - according to the nature of students' cognitive activity: reproductive,
explanatory-illustrative, problem-based, partially research-based, research; -
according to the nature of the logical way of thinking: inductive, deductive,
traductive (analogies); - according to the principle of separation or unification of
knowledge: analysis, synthesis, comparison, generalization, classification.

The main traditional forms of organization of training of medical students are:

* lectures;

* practical training;

e seminar classes;

* individual work.

An educational lecture (lat. "lectio" - reading) is a logically complete,
scientifically based, consistent and systematized presentation of a certain scientific or
scientific-methodical issue, topic or section of an educational subject, illustrated, if
necessary, by visualization and demonstration of experiments. Modern types of
lectures are: informative, problem lecture, visualization lecture, binary lecture,
lecture-discussion, lecture with pre-planned errors, lecture-consilium or conference.
Clinical lectures should contain new information for the doctor regarding nosologies
and their treatment. In the process of lecturing, the teacher forms the diagnostic
thinking of the doctor, teaches the methods of making a diagnosis and the sequence
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of actions during treatment.

Practical class (Greek: "prakticos" - active) is a form of educational class in
which the teacher organizes a detailed review of individual theoretical and practical
provisions of the educational discipline, forming competences by performing
educational tasks. Diagnostic methods are improved at practical classes, assimilation
of methods of working with new materials using modern technologies is foreseen.

Seminar class (lat. seminariuv - nursery) - a type of educational classes, which
involves students' independent study of individual topics of the academic discipline,
with the aim of forming their corresponding competencies. Seminar classes are
included in the study of disciplines of the social and humanitarian cycle.

Without independent work with textbooks, reference books, it is impossible to
learn the material, because just listening to the professor's lectures does not allow you
to familiarize yourself with all the issues of the academic discipline. On the other
hand, the discussion of the material on the topic of the program at the practical
classes, the intermediate control of the mastery of the material at the final classes, and
as a final - the exam - give an opportunity to assess not only the mastery of the
lecture material, but also how deeply certain sections of the subject have been studied
independently. One component of the training is the independent curation of patients
with the determination of the diagnosis, patient management tactics, examination
plan and treatment appointment. The teacher should follow the direction of the
student's clinical thinking, creating conditions for collective discussion, analysis of
actions and construction of a patient management algorithm, which allows to cover
several clinical situations during the practical session.

To improve the training of students at the department of internal medicine,
clinical examinations of patients are introduced into the educational process with the
participation of students who must report on the patient, note the features of the
course of the disease, diagnosis, tactics of patient management or treatment. In
addition, students are asked questions on the subject to reveal clinical thinking, an
interactive discussion is held with the students to determine the best way to solve the
specified problem. Modern aspects, recommendations or orders regarding this
pathology are heard.

Nowadays, such technologies as "discussion", "brainstorming", solving
situational and test problems are also used in the learning process. All types of classes
with specialists are aimed at forming elements of professional competence in
students.

Brainstorming is a class technique in which the group seeks to find a solution to
a specific problem by accumulating all ideas spontaneously proposed by students.
The "brainstorming" method is a two-stage procedure for solving a task: at the first
stage, ideas are generated, and at the second stage, they are analyzed and developed
[5].

Discussion is a learning method that is based on the exchange of opinions on a
certain problem. The point of view expressed by a student in the discussion process
can both reflect his own opinion and be based on the opinions of others. A
successfully conducted discussion has a great educational and educational value,
because it teaches a deeper understanding of the problem, the ability to defend one's
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position and reckon with the opinions and point of view of other people. The art of
leading a discussion helps in correctly defining the range of issues. The teacher
supplements the student's answer with additional questions that help activate the
thinking of all participants in the discussion [6].

In order to improve practical training, in accordance with the curriculum, along
with studying at the patient's bedside, the possibilities of the university simulation
center are actively used. Acquiring and improving practical skills takes place not only
in clinical hospitals, but also in the simulation center, which allows you to practice
practical skills and apply the acquired practical skills in specific clinical situations
with the help of simulations with computer software. First, the correctness of this or
that algorithm is discussed. The teacher's development of various possible scenarios
for the development of nosology, approximation of the proposed situation to real
conditions give a sense of responsibility and make one think about the need to
practice practical skills. This stimulates students to think clinically, integrate
theoretical, scientific knowledge and practical skills in internal medicine, and also
develops the ability to make independent decisions.

Conclusion and findings The modern method of teaching in the system of
continuous professional education of doctors is based on the presentation of the latest
data in the field of theoretical clinical information and giving the doctor the
opportunity to be present at the practical reception of patients of various profiles.

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Abstract. The article analyzes the main problems in the online teaching of communication of
a non-native language to foreign students at the pre-university stage of language training. The
practical course "Ukrainian as a foreign language", which foreign students of the pre-university
stage of training have, has its final goal to form a foreign language communicative competence.
The online learning format requires finding new or improving traditional methods and forms of
teaching a non-native language to foreigners.

Key words: didactic principles, Ukrainian as a foreign language, communicative competence,
on-line learning, digital educational materials.

Introduction.

The structure of the educational process, the definition and management of
certain didactic principles depends on the main goal of teaching the academic
discipline. The practical course "Ukrainian as a foreign language", which foreign
students of the pre-university stage of training have, has as its final goal to form a
foreign language communicative competence. After the preparatory faculty, foreign
students must communicate in Ukrainian in socio-cultural spheres every day.

Today, in higher educational institutions of Ukraine, the teaching of the
discipline "Ukrainian as a foreign language" takes place in the conditions of online
learning. This format requires finding new or improving and modifying traditional
methods and forms of teaching a non-native language of foreigners. Solving the
problem of teaching non-native speech and communication in a foreign language at
the pre-university stage of language training in the system of either synchronous or
asynchronous online learning is a complex and important task of modern methods of
teaching Ukrainian as a foreign language.

Main text.

At the pre-university stage of language learning for foreigners, one of the main
tasks is to teach everyday communication and to form the skills of speech behavior
and to provide the basic language knowledge about the functioning of the Ukrainian
language. Unlike native speakers, who learned their native everyday communication
without special training, but naturally through life practice, foreigners need
socialization in the country whose language they are learning, immersion in a foreign
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language communicative environment, to learn speaking skills and abilities
effectively and quickly.

Foreigners should combine their native communicative experience with
communication skills in a foreign language. This is possible when speech activity
takes place in the conditions of real communication. This process is complicated
during on-line learning, when the native speaker and the real interlocutor are only the
teacher and virtual personalities, which the foreign listener passively observes and
tries to copy their speech culture, national language specifics, communicative
behavior in order to reproduce it later in educational communicative situations
proposed by the teacher.

Thus, everyday communication should occupy an important place in the
planning and practice of studying Ukrainian as a foreign language by foreigners. For
example, according to the Teaching Program for the Ukrainian Language (ZSMU,
2022), 720 hours are planned for the discipline "Ukrainian as a foreign language" at
the pre-university stage of language training, 494 hours of which are devoted to the
study of the "General Literary Language" aspect. Teaching the general literary
language realizes the main goal of this course - to teach communication in Ukrainian
using communicative tactics and speech patterns necessary for mutual understanding
with the interlocutor in the cultural and social spheres of communication.

The problem of choosing an educational form of communication, a topic of
communication, language tools or a set of speech tools, which are necessary for
entering the communicative field, is gaining relevance. Depending on the
communicative task, we choose one of the typical forms of speech activity - a
dialogue or a monologue, or a conversational monologue, which synthesizes the
features of dialogicity, since in real communication during online education both the
teacher and the foreigner can freely stop monologue of each other's speech and give
replies: questions, agreements, cross-examination, emotional prompting, denial,
expressing one's opinion, continuation of the interlocutor's statement, etc. Such
communication tactics should be carefully practiced with listeners.

At the initial stage of language learning, the verbalization of the elements of the
communicative situation faces another problem: psychological difficulties and the
limitation of the foreigners’ vocabulary. Psychological difficulties are due to
communication through the "monitor screen", due to the lack of collective support,
which is available in the classroom during off-line training and which is impossible in
the on-line format, where the isolation of the individual prevails in most cases. Such
conditions complicate the teacher's task - to create an atmosphere of relaxed, friendly,
creative communication with moments of collective competition or mutual
stimulation ("warming up") of each other, which is important for the initiative of
entering into dialogue, removing internal tension that prevents foreign listeners from
communicating in a non-native language.

In the practice of online communication training of foreigners, in order not to
remain on the model of "one-way communication" [1, p. 29], when the
communication of participants in the educational process is concentrated around the
teacher, it is necessary to use actively all the advantages of digital educational
technologies.
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Such training tools as videos, presentations, multimedia presentations provide an
opportunity to effectively, optimally, in a shorter time, convey the necessary
language and speech knowledge to foreigners. These are conditions for a clearer and
deeper understanding of the communicative task set to foreigners, conditions for the
realization of their opportunity to refer to audio or visual materials again and
correlate them with their idea of the subject and topic of communication. All the
above-mentioned factors remove the problem of inadequate communicative reaction
on the part of listeners.

By introducing digital media into the educational process, we solve the problem
of improving the quality of educational materials (electronic textbooks, electronic
manuals and practicals, grammar training and speech simulators, audio and video
educational materials, etc.), thereby increasing the effectiveness of cooperation not
only in the "teacher - foreign student" dyad ", and in dyads "foreign listener - foreign
listener". The modern educational process at the pre-university stage of language
training is an interaction that takes place at the level of on-line verbal communication
between the teacher and the foreign listener, therefore it is important not only to
induce speech action of foreigners, but also to support his active communicative
participation in this activity. So, the didactic task - to motivate and support the speech
activity of foreign listeners - is performed by educational digital media.

Thus, today there are changes in the planning and structuring of classes, the
form and methods of organizing the educational activities of foreign students are
subject to updating, both during their classroom and out-of-class educational work.

As a result of the active introduction of digital media technologies in the online
format, we observe an increase of interest to the discipline among foreigners and an
equalization of success, which decreased in the first two years of the transition of
higher education institutions of Ukraine to online learning.

Today, the task of effective implementation of audio and video educational
materials in the educational process, combining Internet resources and educational
materials in the format of multimedia content based on digital technologies is being
updated. The task is solved not only by the wide use of newly created multimedia
content (for example, an electronic textbook), but also by providing the opportunity
for foreign listeners to independently master the material and self-monitor their
knowledge and speaking skills, using a developed and multi-level educational data
search system that provides an optimal and unified solution to speech tasks.
Therefore, the problem of creative skills search formation and conscious selection of
educational information for communication is solved by relying on the availability of
materials in their retro- and prospective temporal aspect.

The principle of constructivism and experimentation in the organization of
educational communication is based on the use of digital educational technologies
must necessarily be involved at the modern stage of language training. The foreign
student should not passively cooperate with the computer learning environment. This
interaction "should lead to the active construction of knowledge", [2, p. 144]
"students should have the opportunity to experiment in it and control their learning"
[2, p. 145].

The online format continues to use actively the traditional method of teaching a
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foreign language, which i1s based on the principle of the adequacy of the
communicative goals of the lesson and the level of Ukrainian language proficiency of
foreigners at the initial stage of language learning, that is, communication at this
stage is limited by the vocabulary reserve, speech base of models, lexical-
grammatical constructions, necessary for speech activity. At the pre-university stage
of language training of foreigners, it is advisable to practice performing tasks that
correspond to the principle of stages - from simple to complex, in order to form their
communication skills. The participation of a foreign listener in an educational
dialogue-interrogation (mini-dialogue) is just such a typical and simple type of
speech activity in the online format. Through this type of dialogue, the teacher
provides new linguistic knowledge, practices new speech models and communicative
tactics with the listeners through individual interviews.

The final stage of learning communication is role-playing, as it is the most
complex in terms of structural and content-related speech activity. However, role-
playing educational games or computer educational games are a resource for training
and consolidating language and speech material. It should be noted that for the
current listener, communication or participation in a role-playing game, which is
carried out in the format of computer communication, simplifies or partially removes
the problem of speaking in a foreign language in front of the audience, since
psychologically he remains in the comfortable conditions of "computer
communication" through the monitor, the level of fear of making a speech mistake
and seeing a negative visual or gestural reaction from the group mates decreases..

Summary and conclusions.

The article analyzes the main problems that must be solved in the online
teaching of communication in a non-native language of foreign students at the pre-
university stage of language training, and also outlines the ways to overcome these
difficulties. Special attention is paid to didactic principles that must be taken into
account for the effectiveness and productivity of teaching foreign language
communication. Therefore, with on-line training, the language barrier, which is
inherent in classroom communication in an off-line format, is partially overcome, and
the principle of training productivity in a shorter time is realized.

Introduction.

The modern educational space of an elementary school requires orientation on
the idea of context-mental learning, the basis of which is understanding the content,
which is provided through its visualisation, associative and logical contextual
correlation.

Visual structured models allow you to capture the entire structure of educational
material (topics, sections, concepts, etc.), as well as to discover specifics and
peculiarities of each of its elements. In the educational space of primary school
students such types of visualisation as pictures, tables, diagrams, infographics, etc.
are used.

One of the modern methods of structuring information are mental maps, which
are used to organise information and process it; better memorization; application of
interactive methods "brain storm", "associative bush", etc. Worked on the problem of
visualisation of educational material A.Verbytskyi, V.Davydova, L.Bilousova,
N.Zhytenyova, J. Mitchell, R. Solso, E. Tufty and others. The issue of using mental
maps in the educational process, in particular, the primary school is devoted to the
work of foreigners (Tony and Barry Busen, H. Muller, B. Twiss, R. Foster) and
ukrainian (A.Naidyonova, L. Goncharenko, N. Tereshchenko, G. Kovalchuk, M.
Sakovich, N.Hvesenya and others) authors.

Mind maps are a modern technique of structuring and visualisation educational
material that allows for intensification and optimization educational process,
increasing the volume of material for learning. Let's consider in the article the
peculiarities of using mental maps as an effective means of teaching primary school
students.
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Main text.

A modern primary school student is a representative generation o (born after
2010(15)), according to the generation theory of V. Strauss and N. Houf [2].

Among the features of the "Alpha" generation is low concentration of attention,
developed visual memory (to keep the attention of such children, it is necessary

To present information in a structured, condensed form), clip thinking
(characterised by fragmentation and heterogeneity of information flow, prevents a
holistic perception of the world, does not require connecting imagination, deep
understanding), multitasking.

When organising the educational space for students of the "Alpha" generation,
these peculiarities should be taken into account and innovative adaptive means and
methods should be used.

Among such methods, it is worth highlighting interactive methods and the
visualisation method of educational material, and mental maps are among the tools.

The use of mental maps helps to reduce the amount of information load, restore
the skills of focusing attention, and stimulate the main ones cognitive processes, to
develop the speech and thinking culture of the youngest students.

The mind map is based on the principle of cognitive visualisation, according to
which visualisation performs not only an illustrative function, but also directly
stimulates the intellectual process of acquiring knowledge, ensuring activation of
cognitive operations. The principle of cognitive visualisation follows from
psychological patterns: assimilation of information happens more effectively if the
symbolic mechanism of thinking (work of the left hemisphere of the brain) and
"figurative" thinking are connected (right hemisphere). As you know, during
information processing, a person uses all linguistic, symbolic, and graphic sign
systems that represent this knowledge in a concise, compact form. Moreover,
between the elements of knowledge certain connections are built, which form a
unique scheme in memory of a person, the most convenient and effective for storage
and further reproduction of information [3].

Mental map (mind map, intelligence map, memory map, map of consciousness)
1s a convenient tool for displaying the thinking process and structuring information in
a visual form, which is implemented in the form of a tree diagram, which displays
words, ideas, illustrations, concepts, etc. connected by "branches". Presentation of
information in graphic form captivates the audience, allows them to better structure,
assimilate, remember and reproduce the material, to think in a completely new way,
making maximum use of both hemispheres of the brain.

The concept of maps is based on D. Ausubel's theory of presenting new ideas,
theories, and concepts through already existing ideas, experiences, and concepts.

In the 60s of the XX century, it was developed by J. Novak, who developed the
rules for creating concept maps (a tool for developing new concepts). The idea of
creating mental maps belongs to the English psychologist and consultant on
intelligence and education T. Buzen (1970).

T. Buzen studied the physiological and psychological features of the work of
both hemispheres of the brain and concluded that the simultaneous activity of the left
(logical) and right (figurative) hemispheres is possible if a person is directed to make
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notes in the form of associative diagrams. The author called this process "radian
thinking" ("radian" is a point on the celestial sphere from which the paths of bodies
with equally directed velocities depart). Mental maps are also created according to
this model. The main object is placed in the center of each of them, around which
associative links are added, which release creativity and give personal meaning to the
received information, thus contributing to its memorization [1].

Mind maps do not adjust to passive listening, but to actively work in the process
of information perception and are a kind of mnemonic tool, a convenient technique
for structuring information in a visual form. Its application in the educational process
is to move from linear logical thinking of the "cause-and-effect" type to
multidimensional thinking.

Educators consider mental maps to be a unique and straightforward method of
memorising information, when building mental maps, a deeper understanding is
created, which significantly increases the percentage of material that is remembered
and the ability to reproduce it [4].

Mental maps can be built by students in workbooks, in specially designated
note-taking notebooks, or on separate sheets. It is advisable for the teacher to also use
and involve students in the use of digital online applications for creating mental
maps. Mind maps can be used:

- directly in class (posing a problematic question, discussing, explaining new
material, consolidating knowledge, conducting a survey, working according
to a ready-made action algorithm or rule, etc.);

— when preparing an independent (homework) task (individually or in a group);

— during work related to the organisation of project-research activities of
students;

— as materials for preparation for Olympiads, competitions, etc.;

— during distance learning.

In addition to the formation of subject competencies, the use of intelligence

cards develops the following key competencies:

o general cultural (the ability to analyse and evaluate the achievements of
national and world culture; to navigate in the cultural and spiritual context of
modern society; to apply methods of self-education focused on universal
human values);

o information and communication skills (the ability to independently search,
select, analyze, transform, store and reproduce information);

o communicative (skills of working in a group, mastering various social roles);

o interdisciplinary aesthetic (the ability to evaluate objects and phenomena, and
their interaction, which is formed during the mastering of various types of
art);

o interdisciplinary (the student's ability to apply knowledge, skills and personal
experience in subject-transformative activities);

o social (ability to cooperate productively with partners in a group and team, to
perform various roles and functions in a team).

Conclusions.

Mind maps are a convenient and effective technique for visualising thinking.
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They can be used to generate, structure, and classify information. This allows the
student to easily recall the educational material based on the visual images of the
mind map.

Intelligence cards in the educational space of the New Ukrainian School have a
powerful didactic potential: 1) allowing working with students with different
abilities; 2) helping to learn the educational material, structure and systematise it;
3)developing students' intelligence and creativity; 4) optimising the formation of
cognitive skills; 5)developing subject and key competences (general cultural,
information and communication; communicative; interdisciplinary aesthetic;
interdisciplinary; social); 6) increasing students' motivation for educational and
cognitive activities, their competitiveness in the educational process.

In the organisation of the lesson, intelligence cards create a favorable
atmosphere of cooperation, and make classes and presentations organic, bringing joy
to both the teacher and the students. Learning material based on mind maps is flexible
and can be easily adapted to changing conditions. Unlike linear text, mind maps not
only store facts, but also demonstrate relationships between them, thereby providing
students with a deeper understanding of the subject.

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Abstract. The article is devoted to the organization of the formation of positive skills to
overcome stress, which is relevant for students who do not yet have sufficient experience in dealing
with stress and crises.

As a specific stressful situation, this paper considers one of the most unfavorable
consequences of the life situation that arose in the city of Mariupol, as a result of which a severe
psychosomatic disorder of post-traumatic stress of youth arose, which led to an increase in stress
loads and overwork.

The activity of optimizing the educational process of PSTU requires the creation and
implementation of a special educational space in higher education for effective ways to deal with
stress.

Regular physical activity, physical culture and sports can solve the problem of overcoming
stress and crises in psychological and physical terms. Because of this, an important direction in the
competence-based training of students in the context of their psychophysiological and emotional
resistance to stress, in terms of students' readiness for difficult situations, for life problems, for
solving various communication problems is their sports and physical training during the entire
process of their education, taking into account the above aspects. At the same time, it is necessary
to provide for special training sessions to overcome stress.

Physical activity, physical education and sports allow you to focus on a sports exercise or
action when performing the current task, which helps to switch attention from the problems that
have arisen to the current activity. And classes in collective team sports while performing common
tasks provide an opportunity to receive additional psychological support from team members,
which makes it even easier to go through stressful and crisis situations, and also reduces the depth
of psychological trauma from stress.

The article examines the peculiarities of the syndrome of professional burnout in
teachers and the need to understand the essence of actions to prevent professional emotional
burnout of teachers as a condition for optimizing their professional activity. Emotional burnout
syndrome is a complex psychophysiological phenomenon associated with constant emotional stress
and interpersonal communication, which is defined as emotional, mental and physical exhaustion
due to long-term emotional stress. Professional burnout of teachers negatively affects professional
activity, is an obstacle to professional self-realization, violates psychological health, deforms the
personality and leads to serious negative consequences.

Key words: professional burnout, emotional burnout syndrome, teacher, pedagogical activity.
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Summary. The article examines Ukrainian medical terms-composites with the international
component cardi(o)- and the Ukrainian counterpart cepy (e)-. The problem of interchangeability of
such tokens has been raised. Their productivity and word-forming mobility were revealed. It is
necessary to take into consideration that lexical units with the component cannot be deployed into
word-combinations or sentences, they have been built just by adding the terminological element so
such words acquire the status of quasi-composites. The part is an onomasiological sign with the
meaning “location”, “object”. The root takes part in building ordinary compounds which can be
deployed into units of the syntactical level. So, compound words with the components kapoio- and
cepye- can be referred both to compounds and quasi-composites. The models of building new words
with the component xapoio- is more productive than the model with the component cepye-, which
may prove the tendency that traditionally international terminological elements have a more
common usage in comparison with the components of native origin. It may be explained by the
tendency to the simplification and internalization, as medical terms should be easily understood.
The paper's perspective is that terms with somatic components need further study to elucidate their
productivity and mobility.

Introduction.

Ukrainian medical terminology is an integral part of the terminological system.
The general issues of creating medical terms were and are relevant today, since most
of the terms derive from foreign languages, usually from Latin and Greek languages.
The development and improvement of medical terminology is analyzed in scientific
works, manuals and medical dictionaries.

At the end of the 20th - at the beginning of the 21st century. Ukrainian medical
terminology was examined and described in detail by N. P. Misnyk, N. P.
Lytvynenko, G. O. Zolotukhin, L. A. Pyrig, L. O. Symonenko, T. V. Lepekha, G. M.
Didyk-Meush , M. V. Dmytruk, V. V. Kalko, T. G. Faichuk, O. M. Viktorina, N. Z.
Tsysar, N. O. Hymer, I. M. Ivanenko, T. O. Lukovenko, O. S. Stryzhakovska,
D. Yu. Sizonov, Yu. O. Brazhuk and others. For example, T. V. Lepeha worked on
lexical-semantic and word-formation-structural features of forensic medical
terminology [4], H. M. Didyk-Meush studied medical nomenclature in monuments of
the Ukrainian language of the 16th—18th centuries. N. P. Mysnyk investigated the
formation of Ukrainian medical clinical terminology [6], N. Z. Tsysar studied the
secondary nomination in the system of Ukrainian medical terminology [11], etc.

In the article, we will pay attention to the medical terms with the components
Kkapoio- and cepye- and analyze their way of building and peculiarities in usage.
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Thus, the purpose of the article is to depict Ukrainian medical terms with components
kapoio- and cepuye-; to classify them according to lexical-semantic groups and
relationships. The object of research is medical terms with the components. The
material is taken from “Dorland’s Medical Illustrated Dictionary” (2007),
"Ukrainian-Latin-English Interpretive Dictionary" edited by M. Pavlovskyi, L.
Petrukh, I. Golovko (1995), "Explanatory dictionary of medical terms" by N.
Lytvynenko, N. Misnyk (2010), "New dictionary of foreign words" by L. L
Shevchenko, O. I. Niky, O. I. Khomyak, A. A. Demyaniuk (2008) and P. Shtepa’s
Dictionary of Foreign Languages (1977).

The main part.

In modern Ukrainian both terms with the component (Greek root) and are used.
Thus, the relevance of the study of terms with somatic components is due to the need
to establish the specificity of the somatic symbol in a composite term and to
determine the lexical and syntactic features of words with such components. It should
be taken into consideraation that at the current stage in the Ukrainian medical
language there are terms that have international term elements of Greek or Latin
origin, as well as Ukrainian origin. Lexemes with somatic components are only in the
medical field. The international components connected with parts of the body include
Kapoio-, 2emo-, piHo-, opmanvmo, nadio-, xein0-, 000HMO-, OHIXO0-, MPUXO-,
cmomamo-, comamo-, dnegapo-, 2noc-, meno-, 210¢co-, OMo-, 1APUH20-, Papunzo-,
ezogazo-, -cacmpo-, enmepo-, Ko10-, ¢neodo-, 6azo-, anzio-, ciano-, 2iopo-, A0eHo-,
0y00eHo-, npoKmo-, mugno-, mempo-, 00popo-, canvninzo-, opxi-, 20H-, apmpo-,
XOHOpPO-, MIO-, NAHKpem-, CHJ1eH-, 2enamo-, HePpo-, yp- Z2icmepo-, nieno-,
oepmamo-, oakmino- etc. Ukrainian words such as pom-, 1060-, nanvye- are also
used among somatic components. Synonimic word-building elements are also used:
anzio- (Greek) \ eéazo- (Latin), konvno- (Greek) \ eazino- (Latin), kapoio- (Greek) /
cepye- (Ukrainian)/

An important component in the medical field and in the terminology system in
general 1s kapoi(o)- (Ukrainian equivalent cepuie). Kapmi(o)- "(Greek root) is a part of
compound words, which means “connected with the heart or the cardiac opening” [9,
vol. 1, p. 782].

The largest number of lexemes with these components is recorded in Dorland’s
[llustrated Medical Dictionary [9]. There are 86 lexemes with the cardi(o)-
component,, the component ceeprie- is epy part of 11 lexemes. In the "New
Dictionary of Foreign Words" compiled by L. I. Shevchenko, O. 1. Nika,
O. I. Khomyak, A. A. Demyaniuk (2008), there are 24 lexemes with the part kapaio -
and only 22 among them are used to denote medical terms, for example:
Kapoiozpamma, Kapoiozpag, Kapoiozpagis, Kapoionozia, Kapoionoz,
Kapoiomioyum,  KapoiomoHimop, Kapoiocmumynamop,  Kapoionamis,
Kapoiopeanimayisn etc [7, p. 285].

All the words with the component kapmio- can denote: 1) processes:
Kapoiomomis, Kapoioanziozpagis, Kapoioeanveyiomomis, Kapoioeepcis,
Kapoiozenes, kapoiozpamma, kapoiozpaghia, kapoiokipozpagia, kapoiokimozpagis,
Kapoionizic, Kapoiomempis, Kapoiomempis, Kapoionepikapoonekcis,
Kapoionnacmisa, kKapoionnecia, €.g.. Kapoiozpagia is- the technique of graphic
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recording of some physical or functional manifestations of the heart [9, vol. 1, p.
783]; 2) names of the disease: kapodianwveia, kapoioexkmasisn, kapoioeanveynimic,
Kapoiozenamomezanis, Kapoioodini, Kapoiomecanis, Kapoiomenanos,
Kapoiomionamis, Kapoiomionamis, Kapoionepikapoim, Kapoiopekcic,
Kapoiockneposic, kapoiocmeno3ic, for example, cardioptosis is downward movement
of the heart [9, vol. 1, p. 784]; 3) related to or affecting the heart: kapdioaxmuenuii,
KapoiozenHuil, Kapoiozpagiunuil, KapoioKimozpaghiunuii, KapoionamuyvHuil,
KapoioninopuyHuil, Kapoionneiunuil, e.g., kapoionneemamuyunuit - related to the
heart and breathing, which belongs to them [9, vol. 1, p. 784]; 4) devices:
Kapoiosanveynamop, Kapoioeepmep, Kapoiozpagh, kKapoiodiramamop, Kapoio,
Kapoiomemp, Kapoiocmmyaamop, kapoiomaxomemp, e.g., Kapoiomaxomemp 1s a
device used for cardiotocography [9, vol. 1, p. 785]; 5) the names of specialists:
kapoionoe is a doctor who deals with the prevention, diagnosis and treatment of heart
diseases [9, vol. 1, p. 783]; 6) names of sciences, specialties: kapoioounamika,
Kapoionozia e.g., kapoionozia is a medical specialty related to the heart and blood
vessels [9, vol. 1, p. 782]; 7) cells, genera: kapoiouum, kapoiobaxmepis,
Kapoiogipyc, e.g., kapoiosupycu are viruses; a genus of viruses of the Picornaviridae
family that cause encephalomyelitis and myocarditis [9, vol. 1, p. 782].

Words with the component cepue- are not so numerous (11 lexemes), so they
are divided into two groups: 1) processes: cepueoummsa — a complete heart cycle
during which electricity is produced, reduction [9, vol. 2, p. 1593]; 2) relating or
affecting the heart: cepuesuii, cepuyeeo-knanannuii, cepueso-nezenesuii, cepyeso-
Hepeosuil, cepueso-HUPKOBUIl, CepUeo-NeYiHKO8UIl, CePUeOBACKYIAPHUIL, e.Z.,
cepuyego-eackynapuo-nupkoeuil is the one that concerns the heart, blood vessels and
kidneys. The lexeme core, which is multi-meaningful but does not refer to the heart,
was also found - 1) center. part of anything; 2) iron rod; 3) center. part of a virion; 4)
soft tissue in plant stems; 5) pulp from colorless parenchymal cells in plant trunks
and some roots [9, vol. 2, p. 1593].

Polysemy is fixed in the following words: kapodioeepcia - 1) restoration of
normal heart rhythm by electric shock; 2) electropulse defibrillation aimed at
stopping ventricular fibrillation and restoring synchronous elect. activity [9, vol. 1, p.
782]; kapoiocennuii 1) derived from the heart; caused by normal or pathological
heart function; 2) one related to cardiogenesis [9, vol. 1, p. 783]; kapoiokinemuunuii
1) that stimulates heart activity; 2) a means that stimulates cardiac activity;
kapaiomionaTiss - 1) a general diagnostic term that means a primary non-
inflammatory disease of the heart muscle; 2) connected with only those diseases in
which only the myocardium is involved in the pathological process, and the cause is
unclear and there is no damage to other organs; kapoiocmumynamop - 1) accelerator
of heart activity; 2) a means that accelerates the activity of the heart [9, vol. 1,
p. 784]; kapoiomomia 1) cardiac dissection of the heart to eliminate heart defects; 2)
dissection of the cardiac part of the stomach or its cardiac opening [9, vol. 1, p. 785].

Despite the polysemy of this or that word, each of the meanings is related to the
heart.

Among the studied terms, synonyms have been found out: kapodianwveis,
Kapoiodinin - pain in the heart [9, vol. 1, p. 783]; kapoioanziozpaghis,
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anziokapoiozpaghia - angiography of the heart and large vessels [9, vol. 1, p. 66];
Kapoiozpaghia is a technique of graphic recording of some physical or functional
manifestations of the heart. There are also other words with the component —rpadis:
Kapaiokimorpadis, exokapaiorpadis, enekrpoxapaiorpadis, KiHeTokapzaiorpadis,
dbonokapmiorpadis etc.

It is necessary to take into consideration that lexical units with the component
cannot be deployed into word-combinations or sentences, they have been built just by
adding the terminological element so such words acquire the status of quasi-
composites. The part is an onomasiological sign with the meaning “location”,
“object”. The root takes part in building ordinary compounds which can be deployed
into units of the syntactical level.
